NEW YORK, December 2C.The end
of another competttive golf,season tlnds
no ono pcrson cnjoying a lronopoly of
honors. Early In tho summer, Gcorgo
Bargcnt sprang a sensation by winnlng
tlie national open champlonship titlc,
but slnco then the Brltor. has been com-

pellcd to acknowlcdgo frequent defeat.
Then thero was Robert Gardner, tho
Yalo polo vaulter -who went through a

tlausy ficld at Wheaton and won iho
amateur tltle. Prlor to this achleve-
ment the Chlcago youth dld llttlo to
prepaxo one for tho surprlse. In fact,
to make use of the phrase, he was a
"fleld choice" ln the pool when th6
niatcb play began.

It was tho earao ln the prlncipal com-
pctitlona IicreabouL Walter J. Travls
began ausplclously by winnlng tho
chlef cups at Atlantle Clty and Garden
Clty, and a llttle later the Metropolitan
champlonship over the'Apawamia llnks.
fclnco then( however, tho Garden Clty
vetoran has been brushed aaido rlght
and leXt. Practically tho only golfer
wearlng a double crown ls Alec Smlth,
the Wykagyl professional, who won
1he Eastern title at Scarsdale, and sup-
plcmented this by gatiung the Metro¬
politan "open" over his homo green.
iirnlth, proved somewhat of a dlsap-
polntment ln the Natlonai "open," and
hc also fallod to gather in much of the
Callfornla gold during the Portola se-
ries of tournaments.
Then thero was WIIHo Andorson, tho

four times National tUle holder, who.
ufter barely gettlng In the money at
Baglewood, returned to St. Loulsrtor a
1oiv weeks and then went to Skokle and
won the Western open wlth the phe-
nouit-nal score or 23S for 72 holcs. An-
derson's record now embraces four
Western titles, to say nothing of sev¬
eral Southern.

It has been sald that the East Is sad-
ly lacking In'promlslng young mater-
lul, and whilo this Is true to a certaln
cxtent the defect would not have been
nearly go apparent had that great nma-
teur, Jeronie V. Traver3, been ablc to
do himself justlce. Tho champlon ot
1307 and last year got a poor start on
the other slde ln the sprlng. and since
returnlng to these shorcs his indul-
gence in tho game has been of a dcsul-
tory nature. Anyhow. at no tlme dur¬
lng the past soason has he shown his
true form, consequently his name fails
to appesr as a tournament winner, inak-
lng tho flrst tlmo In flve yeara that this
has happoned.

Bcsidcs Gardner, amateurs that stand
close to tho top are Charles Evans, Jr.,
tho Western champlon; Albert Seckel,
tho Intercollegiato title holder, and H.
Chandlcr Egan.
Thero aro many who bellevo that

had Egan not been taken lli ho would
have beatcn Gardner'ln the dcclslve
tnatch of tho last natlonai tournament.
However, Egan is tho same great play-
er.great, ln fact, than durlng hisrelgn
as national champlon ln 130-1 and 1005.
Tho vislt of Mlss Dorothy Campbell.

woman champlon of Great Brltain, re-
6ulted ln ihe champlonship on this slde
belng won for the flrst time by a for-
elgn player. Had the North Berwlck
lasslo not made the trlp the tltlo would
have changed hands anyway, as Mlss
Katc Harley, last year's wlnncr, falled
to display'ber old-tlmo form.

Bclieved That Country Club of

Virginia Will Be Ready
;in Time.

OFFICERS RE-ELECTED

Plan Is to Make Occasion of
Welcome a Social Event.

Success Is Assured.

Heports of commlttees recelved and
submitted at a recent meeting of the
board of dlrectors of the Country Club
of Vlrginla Indlcato that lts affairs are
ln a mp&t satisfactory shape, and that
the formal opening of the bulldlngs
and grounds, whlch are sald to be aa
handsome as those of any slmllar or-
ganizatlon in the South, wlll be hold
March 1. The bulldlng, except for dec-
orattons ln the iriterior, ls practlcally
completed, arid the landscape architect
has done much towarda designing the
roadways- and terraces leading to the
main structure.

It was shown at the meeting that
al] of the $d0,000 stock has been dis-
posed of except about' $2,600, and lt Is
believed that thls will have been
claimed before the tlme of opening.
The membershlp now includes 650 ot
the prominent men of Rlchmond, but
no women wlll be soliclted untll ar-
rangements have been made to dts-
pose of all th'e stock, as. they -wlll bo
charged a nomlnal fee for the prlvl-
leges of the club. Drawlng largely
trom the membershlp of the several
clubs now ln exlstence, the new or-
garilzatlon wlll embody such features
as will appeal to seekers after every
kind of outdoor sports and pleasures.

Situated on lofty ground, the vlewrf
from the wlndows of the buildlixg will
arford a magnificent vlew of the Janies
Rlver Vailey, and what nature has not
done to beautify'the surroundlngs wlll
he accomplished, as far as is posslble,
by the genlus of experlenced landscape
artlsts'. The golf llnks will probably
be ready by March '1, and the tennis
courts wlll undoubtedly be ready ln
tlme for the sprlng season. The out-
butldlngs wlll he ready for occupancy
at the time of opening.
The club ls located not far from Rio

Vista. and about 100 yards from tho
Westhampton car line. The basement
of the bulldlng, which is really the
ground ftoor, wlll contaln the swltn-
mlng pool.the' lloor of whlch wlll be
tlled.the shower baths and locker
rooms. There are w'lndows enough to
make the basement brlght by day. The
buffet is also located in tho basement.
The flrst floor, whlch ls the prln-

ctpal one for . tho general .uso of club
members, ls taken upat the east end
wlth pool and bllllard rooms. Tho
celllng. is about thirty feet high, and
la supported by heavy beams, whlch
afford the appearance of an old-fash-
loned tavern. Froceedlng?. frora the bll¬
llard room aloncr a narrow hall. the II-
brary and parlors 'are flrst rcachod.
These are situated on elther slde.whlle
the hall opens Into. tho -llvlng room;
Thls is a masmiflcent room, large
enough for dances at whlch ' flfty
couples may be comfortably accommo-
dated.
The llvlng room has a pltch of 40

feet, and is surrounded by a gallery.
The main entrance ls ipn tho rtver-
slde, and opens IntoAth'e llvlng room
through'a hall. on elther sldo of whlch

.are coat rooms and waltlng rooms.
1 Further west, opening Into the llvlng
room, ls the maln dlning room. whlch
Is sufflciently large to seat qulte a
gatherlng. The dlning room opens
Into the palm room, whlch ls oncased
In glass," and may be' used for addi-
tlonal tables for guests. The pahn
room opens on a brick-supported ter-
race,. which ls 25 feet-from the ground.
and which recedes gradually, glvlng
tho appearance that the club is on a
hill.

Thls terraco wlll no doubt bo used
ln summer for lawn parties and In-
formal.dlnners.' Mr. Dearing, of Phlla-
dolphla, the landscape architect. ls now
at work on.hls planB,-whlch wlll bo
completed .wlth speolal care to en-
hance the beauty of the bulldlng, The
second floor. which Is reached by clr-
cular stalrways, has rooms for tho on-
tertalnment of guests and apartments
for the housekeeper and steward.
There are about flfteen bodrooms on
the thlrd floor, ln. addltlon to bath-
rooms and trunk roomH.
The kitohen ls arranged bo that lt

ts partially soparated from tho maln
bulldlng, whlch wlll spare the guests
any dlscomfort from dlsagreeable
odors. It ls convenlent to tho dlning;
room* and to the servants' nuartors,
laundrj' and furnace room. Tho club
has racently purchased the Tjennox
property, ln the qorner of the grounds
between tha Three-Chop and Rlver
roads, and has horetofore acqulred the
school property, over whlch there waa
some dlspute.
Tho maln entranoe to the club wlll

start at the Juncture of the Throe-
Chop and Rlver roadB, and tvin swae.p
aoross tho grounds and up a hill to
the ,club, Thls road haa been lald
off, and bosldea belng of tho host
constructlon, yrlll add groatly to tho
boanty of the grounds. Tho oommlt-
