No worao
icourgo can all'llel comiminilles than banks
recklessly nnd unscrupuloualy run. ending
in disaster. By propcr regulatlon nnd cx-
uuinution the State can largely ellmlnate
iuih cvils.

Equalization of Taxatlon.
1 or tbe purpose of State luxutiou, there

cxlats a great laek of tuilformlty in thls
Commomvealtk. Clarlng Innqualltles present
themselves in the assessment upon both
real and personul property. Counties, vltles
aud sections, In making as*essinents of
properly for taxatlon, atlopt widely dlffereut
proportlons of cash value. Some uaaeas »
falr cash value, others three-fourths of the
cash value, otbjrs ono-balf of tho cash
value and somo less and some moro tlian
this proportlon. Thls laek of unlforinity
occuslous a great Injustlco and itntiilrnent
ln the paymenj of State taxes, and should
bo promptly and efflclently corrected. There
should exlst avStato authorlty empowered

of tho House be appolnted to act ln
conjunotion with flve members of the
Senato to notlfy the Governor that the
General Assembly had organlzed, was
ready for buslness and to recelve any
communlcation that he mlght desire
to make.

Communltles can. and mauy do now. ei-
cupe a fair sharo of their taxation by lon
assessments. Others, reullzlng the extoni
of thls practlce and seeking to remedy thc
Injustlce. adopt themselves very low valu-
atlons. These condltlons should not con-
tlnue.

Can Correct Kvil.
After consldering maturely the many

plans proposed, I havo concluded tlmt tli«
Stato can ln a very slmple, dlreet aud effl.
clent way correct thls great evll. Uudei
tho present Jaw coplos or tho books of th«
commissioners of revenue. contalnlng tht
yearly assessments of personal property, and
coplcs of ths bookB of the land asaessors
contalnlng tha asseaament of real otate,
ara sent to tho Auditor. From thesn are ea-
timated tho taxes duo tho Stato by count'
nnd clty treasurors. If a law ahould bi
passed requlrlng these assessments to havi
the approval of tbo State Auditor befon
they bocome operatlve, the exlstlng Inequal
Ity and injustlce could be substanttally cor

of cash valuatlon for tlie cntlro State. Tho
very fact that th* Audltor would havo to

approve the asselaments would Induce tho
offlcora to mako them Just, falr and rea-

eonablo. I belleve thla would be so ef.
foctlvo ln produclng the deslr.d results
that tho authorlty of the Audltor would
havo to bo very raroly Invoked.

Have Much to State.
Ono of tho ndvantages of thla proposed

plan la that It utlllzca one of our best
organlzed and most oxporlencod and cap-
ablo departments of Stato government-*
department which has long had successful
control of such mattore. and which, by pro¬
vldlng tor a small lnercaae of force. could
most offectlvely and aatlafactorlly do thla
work. It would save tho State the uncer-

lalnty and the great expense always incl-
drnt to the crcatlon of a new department.
It would leave to local offclala the per-
formanco of thls work, as now exlsls. pro¬
vlded they dld I. falrly and well. Beforo
cxcrclalng th* Stato power tho local au-

thorltloa would bo glvep the opportunlty
to correct any Inequalltles. Persons ag-
grleved by Btato asaessmenta could obtalu
rellef promptly ln their home courls. Thls
proposed plan haa tho advantage of bolni
elmple. dlreot, Inexpeuelve. and would b*
admlnlaterod by tried and tralncd offlclala
Much ot tho Information noedod alroady
exlsta In the Audltor'a olflco. Jle would b«
as capablo st any of cmployltig, whon
naedad,' competont asslitanta. If enacted. 1
belleve the good reaults achloved would
promptly and eompletoly vlndlcato Ita eC
factlvcneaa tn produclng unlformlty of taxa¬

tlon. and obtalnlng for tho State much
revenue of whlch sho la now unjuatly d*-
prlved. As the tluie Is near uppronchlng
when there wlll be u reaaaeesment of real
.. .tutr. whlch wlll be the buala of laxatton
Tor lhe flve sureeedlnir yeara. I irllh to
urce upon tlie General Aasembly tbe lm-
perntlve neccaslty of legl.Iiillng upon thls
matter at tbls araslon.

State Aceouiitant.
Thero extsts ln thla. State a treat netd

for a well cqulpped accountlng depart¬
ment. All the dlfferent departmenta of the
executive governmont. all the varloua Statu
instltutlons. ahould ba requlred lo scttlo
annually wlth thls departrnc-m nnd have
thclr books and accounis eompletoly oxam-

lned. It ahould bo dlrcctcd when neces-

aary to vlslt and cxamino tlie accounts and
book* of peraona and oRtelai* Indebtcd to

thc State, and see that their account* aro

properly kept, and that tho arnounta due
the State aro fully and promptly pald. It
ahould be authorltcd to preparo a propcr
and sclentlflc ayatem of bookkceotng for tbe

I varloua Stato dupartmcnts and Instltutlons.
Thls depurtment could be most beneflclally
iitlli/i'd by tbe Governor In making examl¬
natlon* of tbe* conditlon of Institution*
Trhlrh are plactra by law under bla auper-
vlalon. Its sen1ce» would also be Invalu-
able to the jolnt Audltlng Commlttee of

I tbe Ilouse nnd Senate.
! There ls much other lmportant work that
readlly euggeate Itself that thls department
could aucce»sfully do. I would recommend
that It be organlzed wlth an *ccour»tant
and an asslaunt, and a re.aaonahlo appro-
prlatlon for travellng and contlngent tx-

penaca. If lt should be dlscloied that a

larger force la necessary to do the work
promptly and elflciently, thl» can be pro¬
vlded in tho future. It la wisa and cco-
nornlcal to create departmenta to do tho
lmmodlate prcssing work, then let them In¬
crease in proportlon and In the dlrectlun
that cxperlence shows Kb bost and most
needed. The savings and bencflta that would
incvltably como to the State from thla
aourco would far excoed thc small expen-
dllurea requlred.
Itecaramendallon* for the Dcvelopment of

Agriculture.
It la estimatcd that laat ycar our agrl-

cultural products amounle'd to JKJ.OOO.OCO.
An Interest of auch magnltude, of auch vast
Importance to the State, ehould recclve
moat generoua consldcratlon and aialstanco.
In addition to continulug the many preaent
policlos of agricultural dcvelopment, whlch
haa been moat beneflclal, I recommond that
thts commcndable work be further ad*-
vanccd. Tho domonatratlve and c.xperl-
montal work elioud be extended ln tho dlf-
ferent counties and aectlons. Thus the
agrleultural products partlcularly srulted to
the varloua parts of the State could be oclen-
tlflcally and eucceesfully dcvclopcd wlth
mo»t beneflclal results. An approprlatlon
should be mado to enable the Agricultural
Department to co-oporate wlth the Federal
government In ita soll survey work. Thls
should bo begun lmmedlately and continue
untll tho entire State has been mapped. By
thus co-operatlng the work can bo done
*conomlcally, epeedlly and aclentincally.
There ls an urgont neccsalty for a com-

picte and aclentlflc soil survey of tho State.
and the rcaulta aecniJnir from It would be
moat profltable and beneflclal.

Ior Movttble Schools.
I would also recommend to tbe General

Assembly tbe formatlon of »everal movable
agricultural achools, to teaeU tbe farmers
ln the varloua sections of tlie Stato prac-
tlcal, scientlllc farmlng. Thc couraen ln
theao achools ahould be limited to one or
several weeks. Thc tcachera ln these
schools ohould conslat of experta ln tho
varloua kinda of agriculture. Such schoola
would enable-our farmlng communltlea to
nbtalp a scientlllc courao of r.tudy and prac-
tlcal demonatratlona In agriculture from
cxpcrlenced exporta without coat. and with¬
out tho necessity of lcavlns home, whlch

her ald in the decoration of the Capl-
tol.
