Wnnt VoJerin lo Call Klecllon.
Thc report states thal thc couimit-

teo 1ms also i-ni-.'fuliy conslrlerod the
propositlon aubmltted by many ttiom-!
t"-rs ot' the lfiigub thnt no efforl to
obtain leg-islatlon of nny klnd upon
ihe tiuestlon of Siatc-wide prohlbltlon
be mnde durlng the life of thls Le-ils-
lature,'but that ihe questlon be made
« ctlsllnct issue In thc election Of the
nrxt General Assembly. Thnt nluti
iiiso is objected to for a number of
reasons, the dominltteo rqpchlng the;
following conclusion:

¦.lt geem's to your committee that thc
.wisest plan wlll bc to petition the <'.on-

rral Assembly to onact. such leghsla-
tion a's wlll give to thc voters of the
State the right to call .an cleetlon. on
thls questlon whenever n certaln spec-
itied number or voters shall make re-

qtifst ln a duly authori-eed wiiy that
such an election bo held."

.Such an actlon, lt ls argued, would
tako thc election out of polltics und
rliminatc thc personai clement, glvlng
thc vote of" the people of tlie State dl-
iri-tly on tho main Issue. Kui-tliernio'.-e,
il putc the questlon of thc time of such
an election In the hands of Ihe people
themselvcB, not tlie Legislature. It
¦may bc held whenever the people call
lt. And no general or State election
can be held untll at least a consid-
crable number of the people of the
State so deslre and so petition.

Many Delesatca lleulster.
The .convention was called to ordei

ln tho Broad Street Church last nlgh
ut 7:1", o'clock. Durlng the ilevotlona
exerclses conducted by the pastor oi

the church Rov. S. C. Hatcher, V. D.
Govornor-elect Mann was eacorted tc
tho pulpit by Rev. James Caniion. Jr.t
and the new Governor presideii
trroughout the evening. Dr. Hatcher,
ln welcoming the convention to the
church, asked that thero be no other
upplause than tlio wavlng of hand-
kei'chlefs in the Chautauqua salutc,
but in the enthusiasni of the later pro-
ceedlngs, the delegates more than
onco gave way, and both Judge Manu
¦and Mr. Wooley were repeatedly ap-
plauded by contlnued handclaps, while
deep-volced "Amens" showed the sym-
pathy of a large portion of thc audl-
cneo with sentlrnenta e.tprcssed by
muny of tlie speakers.

"I have been ln the temperanoo
tight for thlrty-nve years. 1 havo.
waged what seemed at times to bo a

hopeless llght against great odds. Ij
have never faltered, never made a

compromlflo- of any klnd whatever^
and havo not been asked to do so by
those holding dilTerent opinlons. My
jgagements will not permlt me to bo
present durlng the entire session of
the leaguo. probably not after to-
nlglit, but I fcel the greatest interest
in the concluslons you will rcncli."
Thu lncomlng Governor then took

up tho causes which led to tho pas-
eage of the Mann law ln l'JOl. and tho
effects of that law on the Statc, Tho
cauee of temperanco he declarcd had

greatly advanced since 1001, but he
held that Its further advaneement
would still bo best served by a con¬

tinuation of the pollcy of local optlon,
and that an educatlonal campalgn
carried out on that pollcy will best

promoto the cause of temperunce and
sccure the most effectlvo law ohserv-

ance and the most permanent and

beneficlal results. "Yet," he consluded.
"1 recognlze the rlghts of the pcople
to demand laws to deal wlth thls and
every other questlon whlch affects
their Interests."
The Governor revlewed the ques-

tlons flrej at hlm durlng hls reccnt

campalgn both by tho newspapcrs and
by the Antl-Saloon League Itself, and

defended hls answers. He concluded:
Haa Become Conservatlve.

"I have not changed my ylews upon
the liquor questlon. although for six
months I was the storm-contrc of hoa-
tlle critlclsm. I repeat here to-night
the statements whlch I have uttered
time and again in public to the pcople
of thls Commonwealth as my mature

concluslons after thlrty-tive years of
I thought and confllct.

"By the grace of the pcople of Vlr-
1 Klnia I am In a position the reaponal-
blllties of whlch make me conservatlve.

I Intensely Intercsted unon thls ques¬
tlon, which means so much to the people

II of thls Commonwealth; a question
whlch has engaged iny thought and

jefforts for moro than one-half of my
illfe; a questlon which has brought to
me opposltlon and criticism, whlch has
caused me so much anxlety that I have
no words to express it, I feel that I
am at least ln a position to advlse
that any actlon taken by thls great
'body of Chrlstlan men shall be such
as will have the support of a strong
public aentlment, rather than be ln
advance of that sentiment. and shall
be such that the great questlons wc

are considering. when onee settled.
will be settled in a way that will bo
best for the State and the temperance
cause for all time to come."

Mayor Illehardson Speaks.
The Govt-rnor-elect, who presided

throughout the evening. presented
Mayor D. C, Rlchardson, who welcomed
tbe conventlon to the city. The Mayor
praised the high character of the body
and the good work accomplished for
the cause of temperance, and cxprcssed
the hope that tho dellberations might
be "for the greatest good to the peo¬
plo of the Commonwealth." lle did
not enter Into any controversial dle-
cusslon of the methods and plans of
the organization, but pralsed tho work
of those who wero strlvlng for the
moral upllft of the community by
whatever method. He said the exter-

patlon of the evlls of tntemperance was
one of the greatest works that can

engage the efforts of the patrlot ajid
the phllanthroplst and the churchman,
assertlng that no government can long
cpntlnue whero tntemperance degrades
human character and saps the founda-
tlons of the social structure.

News, roapontled to the address of wol-
coine, Mirniug the latigh on tho sliitoly
wcU;oine of thn Mayor by telllng how,
as a Rlchmntid boy, nnd son of Judgo
ll.

Wellford snld that tho conventlon wns
not here ln the r.npacity of n cliurcll,
biit as Indlvldual churchmon, imtram-
melod by eoeleslustlcal alllllatlons.

The Preslclenl's llcnurt,
Presldent lle'nry Plerce Atktns pre-

yented his iinnual rcport, telllng of
tho work of 'tho organization for tho
piiHt year. Ho especlally defcndctl
ihe work of the Nortolk convontloii
of lant year, Whlch, he sald, hnd been
wldely crltlchsefl for adjornlrig after
n somcwhut splrltcd, If not. stonuy,
session. wlthout declarlng for Stato-
wldc prohlbltlon. Hc sald that cvetits
had shown thal no mlstako had beon
mado ut Norfolk, as It had not been
shown then how fur the leaguo could
gb under ihc prlnciple of local optlon.
Now. hc held, tho llmltutlons of that.
pollcy havo become moro apparent.
"The liquor Interests, Inovadlng dry

terrltory nnd nulllfyltig tho laws of
those commltnltlcs," hc went on, "aro

forclng now mensurcs on us. Al thls
tlmo we havo no polltlcal campalgn
hefore us; and the Issue. If the lssuo
should ho raised. will he clear-oul
and dpclsive. And If that lssuo arlsc
wlthln twelvo months or In twenty-
four it will not bc because tho Anti-
Saloon Lenfiiie of Virginia Is unwllllng
to wage Its wnrfnro accordlng to Its
former pollcy, but because the sbulless
liquor interests of this Commonwealtn
have preclpitated the occaslon whlch
makes a change of pollcy absolutely
necessary."
The presldent sald thnt tho defeats

whlch had been met wlth of lato ln
some sections wero not a reactlon, but
only apparently so. The organization,
he 'declarcd. had not cnlisted for a

battle. but for a war. The Alabama
constltutlonnl amendment had been

wropped up in local polltics, so that
lt was not n s...;are Issue, the very
dlfflcultv the Vlrglnia league Is serk-
Ing to avoid. IIc conllned: "Here ln
Virglnla the area of prohlbltlon is
spreading wlth each succeedlng year.
Tlie liquor business is belng made
more and more dlsreputablo, Browers,
dlstlllers and barkeepers aro less and
less ndmlred as members of society,
to put it mildly." llo concluded wlth
a cuulogy ot the work of the Hold su-

perlnteridents of the league.Messrs.
McAlllster, Rlchardson, Stuart and
Taylor.who, wlth Superintendent
Cannon, he sald, had made possiblc
the splendid report to be submltted
to-day for tho year.

Address of Mr. Wooley.
John G. Wooley, of Honolulu. a

lcader ln the Prohlbltlon party ln thls
country. made an eloquent address on

the subject of temperance, arguln?
for the responslblllty of the Indlvldual
ln tho protertlon of the \veak. He
palnted a lurid plcture of the sln and
disgrace and effect of drunkennes:
saylng that the saloon whlch caused
such thlngs was a part of tho systern
for whlch men voted or which they
had failed to vote against.
"How far are you responslble for

your cltizenshlp?" he asked. "Every
drungen man is the vlctlm of a clvili-
zatlon of whlch you are a part, You
should measure up to that duty'before
you crltlclze the drunknrd. You can'tj
prevent men getting drunk, but you
can prevent thelr getting drunk ln

LEAGUE TO ABANDON
LOCAL OPTION PLAN

Legislative Committee Recommends Resolution
for Stat-Weide Election on Prohibition if

Requisite Number Seek It by Petition.
The alm of all restrictlvc and pro-

hlbltory legislation concernlng the
liquor traffic ls the salvatlon of the
indlvldual aud tho protection of so¬

ciety. The root evil of the traffic Ues
ln tlio fact that lt ls a traffic in ln-
toxlcants, ln that whlch has ln it the
power to rob tho Indlvldual of his
reason, to blunt hls affectlon, to de-
strov hls self-control, to damn hlm
for time and eternlty and to make tho
Indlvldual a sorrow, oftcntimes Indeed
a terror. to hls wife and children, and
a nienace to the prosperity, happlness
and personal safety of their fellow-
men, that is of society at large. Any
vlew of the sub.lect that takes ln only
the so-called "personal Uberty" of the
Indlvldual to "drink liquor to hls com¬

fort" is lamentably partlal, and makes
llght of the terrible result to the In¬
dlvldual so llkely to follow the drlnk-
lng of liquor tc "one's comfort," and
in addition uttorlr lgnorcs tho rlghts
of society in relatlon to the drlnk
trafflc.
The rlghts of society are carefully

guarded by laws regardlng the loca¬
tion of powder mllls, tannerles,, etc.
the bulldlng of frame houses in busi¬
ness sections, the establlshrnent of
quarantlne for contaglous dlseases, and.
the selllng of cocalne except under
strlngent restrlctions. But whon the

liquor trafflc, whlch ls a greater
menace to society than all other vlces
'comblned. whlch ls the cause of more

poverty, tnsanlty and crlme, Including
crlminal assaults upon women and
murder. than all other personal hablts,
when ihls trafflc ls under dlscusslon
the rlght to Indulgo sensual appotlte,
""to drlnk llauor to one's comfort," be¬

comes a sacred. a holy thlng, and we

are told that thls ls not a proper
subiect of legislation, but that lt. ls a

/nntter that must be settled by the
Indlvldual for hlmself.

"Trylnir <o Protect Society.
And so thls conventlon ls char-

ac'terized by somo an a body of
fanatlcs. of meddlers wlth tho Indl¬
vldual rlghts of free-born Amorlcan
cltlzens, and wo aro exhorled hy the
dram drlnkers and tho drunkard-
makor's and thelr allles of the scculat
prcss. whloh fatten on Uquur adver-
tisemonts. to stop tryhig to make men

good by law, to preach tho puro gos-
pel, and to keep tho inlnlstora and th'
chiirch out of politlcs. To all of whlcl
wo floclare that wo aro not trylng tc
make men good by law, but we ar<

trylng to protect suolety by law.
Wo cannot tako hnto out ot a man'

heart by law. but we can declare tha
if ho vont his hato by kllling anotho
man he shull glvo hls own llfo for I'
We cannot take lust out of a- man"

tho man who ls wllllng to engage li

a business whlch he knows will re

suit ln the present and eternal ruli

of hls fellow-creatures. If. after th

law ls passed, men continue to mak

money out of the rutn of thelr fel

lows, they cannot plead the rlght t

do so by the consent of the peopl
expressed ln law. and claim tho pro
tection of the law. but they will kno\
themselves to be crlmlnals and wil
bo punlshcd as crlmlnals whereyer th
offlcers of law aro true to tholr oat,
of ofllce.

and who are heavily tnxed for thc
publlc good. Those most actlv0 ln
bringing ou these eiections are. men

who hope to obtain llcense. und who
are doubtless supported ln thcir cf-
forts by the brewers nnd dlstlllcrs,
who hope to furnish them wlth liquor.
Our people have become restlve, nnd
arc demanding rollef from this con¬

tinual straln of carrylng on reglstra-
tion .ind election campalgna to flght
the natlonal llquor Interests.

Questlon of Votlng.

-adc, ho these cllics uve bccomlng the
tronghold of the Wquor Interests;
nd It ls bccomlng IncreaBlngly dlffl-
iill fo nectirc a conslderatlnn of the
cen^e questlon In thoso cltles apart
rom tho questlon of revenue.
The "Jug trade" doos not produce
