KOTEIICUBIJUL-
Action Taken by North Carolina

Manufacturers at Greens¬
boro.

[Special to The Tlmes-Dlspatch.1
Greensboro. N. C. Aprll 19..The

largest gathering of strictly cotton

manufacturers of North Carolina ever

assembled met here thls afternoon and
to-nlght. Seventy-slx nillls, repre-
sentlng 1,000,000 spindles and 23,000
looms were reprosented at the nicet-
lngs, which were strlctly exeeutive.

.so jobber, commission, rnaterial or

machinery men were admltted, lhe
meetlng belng strlctly conflned to
manufacturers.

Every section of tlie State was rep¬
resented, and tlie deliberations were
reported as having been harmonlous.

Resolutions were adopted, based on
a proamble, that since a large ma¬
jorlty of lhe manufacturers wore
runnlng at a loss, the productlon of
cotton goods belng beyond the con-
Burhptlye posslbllltles of tbe country
at tho present cost of raw rnaterial)tho only remedy and hope fop the
betterment of conditions is a more
drastlc curtallment than ls now in
force. as follows:
To curinil ihe normal output of

yarns and cloths of each mlll between
May i and Soptember i at least one-
thlrd. and nol to engage in nlght work
during this poriod: that night work
should he pernianently elimlnated from
all mllls; that commission merchants
and sales agents co-operate wlth
manufacturers ln trying to meet
exlstlng gravo conditions, and asstst
tn dlscouraglng tho sale of any goods
for loss than cost; that Congress be
momorlallzed io uso every logltlmate
means towards glving American cot¬
ton manufacturers broader markets
for the sale of thel. product.
