TREATISE ON SEED MAKING

Breeding Seed Corn Is a Tine
Art Well Worth Your
Attention.

The boys who are making up the
corn-growing clubs (n Virginia are get-
ting more and more enthuslastle. God
Llees the boy=. They are on the right
Une.
get right In the matter of corn-grow-
Ing. The way to get right ls Lo seed
rlght. To seed right you
the right kind of s=eed,
the boys can make thelr own seed If
they will just go at it right. The old
folks can do as well along this line
as the boys can. DBoth the boys and
the old folks wlill do well to follow
tha instructions given below, which
are borrowed from one of the best
of farm journals:

‘‘Seleect an acre or a half-nere, some
distance from all other cornfields, have
it of falr fertility, prepare Jjust as
well as you know how, fertilize lber-
nlly, but not excesslvely, plant the very
best seed you can obtain of the va-
rlety you wish to grow next year, and
Eive it thorough cultlvatlon the season
through,

“This seed acre Is not the one to
try for the biggest yield on, but you
want to glve every stalk on It &
chance to do its Yest Thin out all
weaklings and deformed stalks In the
beginning, and” be sure that the corn
is not too thick. It Is not necessary—
indeed, it may be Injurlous, as tending
to promote too much growth of stalk—
to have the stalks at great distances
apart, but there should be no crowd-
ing. Then when the tassels begin tao
appear, If there are any stalks that
seem to he barren, remove the tassels
from thess before they ripen their
pollen and thus have a chence to re-
produce thelr tendency to barrenness
by fertilizing the plstillate flowers on
others stulls, If there are any other

must hay
and any of

stalks that are for mnny reason ob-
ectlonable, untrue to type. or un-
1ealthy In appearance, detassel then,
too.

“Keop an eve on the patch all sum-
mer long, and when you go Lo s lect
the ears for planting next fall, choose
them with regard to the characteristlcs
of the whole plant on which they
grew, and not simply becnuse they are
protty ears, Save the very best ears
for planting your seed patch next year,
1abel them =o that they cannat be lost,

MARVELOUS DEVELOPMENTS

Building of New Railroads Opens
Up Hitherto Neg-
lected Regions.

[Epecial to The Times-Dispateh,]

Sergent, Ky., April I0.—Already the
inflow of milljens of dollars of capltal
into the mountainous region of East-
ern Kentucky and Southwestern Vir-
ginia hawve resulted in a hum of in-
dustry and of busy, bustling activity
in thelr coal and timber fields, second
to none in the etire gouth, yet, withal,
the sections eontiguous to the border
of the two great States—Kentucky and
Virginln—are almost In their inltlal
davelopments, and Just what the futura
of this sectlon will foretell
nenr past comprehension.

8ix or elght years ago some far-
seaing Ponnsylvania capltalists came
into the =ectlon of Wise county, Va.,
east of heme, after the completion of
the Louisyille and Nashville and the
Norfolk and Western, two great trunk
lines Into the county, and began to
exploit In the coal resources, then
thought to be of lttle value, of that
county—the then payper county of thae
0la Dominlon. In a lttlé while the
rlehes of the coal fields of the county
spread broadcast, and capltalists from
all over the country were attracted
to its hidden wealth, These came and
fnvested largely In the holdings.

In o llttle while varlous coking coal
plants were established and put in
operation over the county, while nu-
morous  short-llne  branches - of rall-
road had penstrated almoat every naok
and corner of the county: To-day Wise
county presents almost a network of
raflroad 1lnes, all laden to thelr full
mit with ‘frelght from its industries,
conslsting prineipally of coking plants,
lumber manufactories, brick plants and
handla factorles,

Stonega, ploneer among the coking
ooal plants of Wise county, where tha
Virglnle Iren, Coal and. Coke Com-
pany holds forth, was among the first
plants to begin operation, Callahan
Craek, a “tributary of Powell River,
offered inducements to the YWenfz syn-
dicate, of Philadelphla, for, Indeed, it
was rich in houndleas coal velns, rang-
ing from flve to nine feet in thlek-
ness, with virgin forests teaming on
overy mountaln slde, and milllons of
dollars was immediately expended by
these ‘shrewq Pennsylvanlans.

Stonegn Springs Inte Existence.

Blonega as & rasult, therenfler
Iriown ‘a8 the “boom mining town of
Southwestern' Virginia,” sprang into
existence on the headwaters of Cal-
lahan: Creek, a foew miles from the
Kentueky barder, and {t was the Tirst
plant In the county to begin shipping
conl hroadeast, almost from its Inltial
shipment. It ig o fact, as the leading
coklng . experts admit to-day, that
Stonegn coke s the best that 18 pro-
duoced In the Wise county fleld.

A few days ago a telegram aent
out from Chleago stated that as o by-
product, coko made at Stonegs, in
the Virglinin fleld, was very satlafaoc-
tory, and was porhaps the best in
eX{stence.

Mora leaf tobacco was sold in the
markets of Virginla and North Caro-
lina durlng the past week than the
warpghousemen and the leaf buyers ex-
pected. Tho seasons were good, and
thero weore reasons why the farmers
wera not pnecessprily busy on thelr
farms.  They took advantage of the
good senson. and tho slackness of farm
business to market what wos perhapa
the greater portion of th'a remalnder
of: thelr crops of the good year 1009,
In Richmong warehouses the loose leat
snles ran somewhat  over 160,000
pounds, but hardly reached 200,000.
The bulk of the ofterings of sun cured
stock came from the farms of Caroline
county and all of it was In good order
and, for the most part, it was good to-
bacco. Some mighty mood wrappers
ghowed up and they brought outside
flgures, some selling as high ns 343 per
100 pounds and from that fgure down-
wards to $20, many plles golng con-
siderably over the $40 mark, Good
fllers were aldo numerous and the
prices for the same were well main-
tatned, e
