LES EXPLAINS .

OUT BALLINGER
Denies That He Used His Influ¬
ence for "Interests" in Secur-
. ing Appointment.
Washington. D. C, May 11..Rislng

O a question of personal prlvllege,
ienator Piles, of Washington, to-day
sxplained to the Senate the circum-
itances under which Secretary Bal-
lnger had received his appolntment
is Secretary of the Interior, and also
hose under whlch he had been ap-
lointed Commissloner of the General
_and Offlce.
Tho explanation was called forth by

he intimation of Attorney Brandeis,
:ounsel for L_ P.. Glavis at the Bal-
Inger-Pinchot Investigation, that Mr.
Ballinger's appointment as commis-
ioner had been influenced by Mr.
'iles at the instance of persons who
i'ere interested in the Cunningham
oal cases.
Mr. Plles said that the flrst indica-

lon he had that Mr. Ballinger's ap-
'Olntment as Commlssioner of tho
leneral Land Offlce was contemplated
vus prevlous to the appolntment, when
e called on Presldent Roosevelt, who
old him that ho would be glad to
lave him (Mr. Plles) wlre Mr. Bal-
Uiger because, ho said. Mr. Garfleld,
.'ho had been a schoolmate of Mr.
Salllnger, was most anxlous to obtaln
Is servlces. Mr. Piles sent tho tele-
ram, ho said. but expressed tho beliof
hat Mr. Ballinger would not accopt.
He asked me to urge him strongly,"
ontinued Mr. Pilos, "because ho said
io really needed such a man in that
fflce."
Mr. Piles sald that Ballinger at flrst
ecllned, but that, as he understood
:, after both President Roosevelt and
Ir. Garfleld pleaded with Mr. Bal-
inger by wire to accept, he did so.
"These are the facts, absolute facts,
nd they would be verifled. by Mr.
loosevelt under oath," asserted tho
enator.
In respect to the appolntment of Mr.

lallingcr as Secretary of the Interior
y Presldent Taft, Mr. Piles stated
hat when he heard about it he asked
Ir. Ballinger lf he wanted the place,
nd he replled that he dld not, ex-i
lainlng, as Mr. Piles asserts, that he
oped hls friend, Mr. Garfleld. would
o reappolnted. Subsequontly, he
eard of Ballinger's appointment, al-
nough ho sald that neither ho nor
is colleague. Senator Jones. had been
onsulted about it. Mr. Piles added
bat he was gratiflod then and is still
ratifled over Ballinger's appointment.
Mr. Plles concluded with tho state-

lent. that the Presidont hlmself would
orify all that ho (Mr. Plles) had
lid.

Petition was made to the Court of

Appeals to-dny for a wrlt of error and
supercedeas In tho case of Mrs. Paul
H. Pearcc vs. tho A'irglnia Rallway ann
Powcr Company. Mrs. Pearce brought
suit in tho Hustlngs Court of thls clty
against the rallway company for
$2,000 damages for^lnjurlcs to person,
and was awardod a verdlct by the
jury. From this verdlct tho company
appealed, nnd honce the appllcatlon for
a wrlt of error and new trlal.
