Vast Noisefest Planned to Receive the Ex-President, in Accordance With His Re¬
quest for a "Quiel" Reception Simple Ceremonies, With Spectacular Effects, Will
Greet "The Colonel" After His Restful Week on the Atlantic.the Rough
Riders Will Be There; Also Prominent Citizens and a Few Million Others.
Big Liner's Arrival Timed to the Minute.Elaborate Provisions for Roose¬
velt Party's Comfort on the Vovace.Ovster Bav Will Celebrate. Too,

New York, June 11..While Theo-
dor» Roo.ev.lt Ih apoedlnR across the
Atlantic toward hla native land, after
an ftbsehce of foiirteen months, nom.
thnuaandH of hla fellow C-Unfrymen
nre g.-itlicrliiR from every part of tlie
Unltod Htntos, from Maine to Alaska,
to do honor to hlni on hla arrlval. The
welcome home whlch he wlll recelve
next Saturday wlll Hiirpas.. any ever
acfcordod to a. prlvato oltlzen ln lhe
entlro htntory of thc rf public.
ln many partlculara it wlll be
far more epoctacular than the cere¬
mony ln whlch lm partlclpated In
WiiHhlngtnn nn March 1. 11105, when he
waa Ina-gufated aa Presldent of tho
L'nited States. It will otltdo the trl-
umplm wlth whlch emperors arc ac-
clalmod, and the only event that can
be conaidered as nt all comparable
wlth II in thls country la the welcome
extended k, Admlral Dewey and hla
vlctorlotts rieet at tho concluslon of
the Spanish-AnieriCan War. The war-
.hips will be mtfl.ing thls tlme, but
there wlll be a vaatly greater number
of craft of other kinds; there wlll be
more people in altendunce; and, If pos-
alble, there wlll be greater enthusi-
ft. nt.

The only men remainlng to bo

proseeuted under such orders are tho
aurvlving officers of inn:, now at the
Wall Stroet headquarterg. They are
Arthur Donner. who was treasurer of
tho trust; the executlvc committee nnd
the entire board of directors. Henry O.
Havemey er, the presldent and dlrec¬
tor of tho company, Is dead. The di¬
rectors for 1007 were Havemeyer,
Charles lf. Senff. Arthur Dnnner.
Washington B. Thomas, who was sta-
tioned ln Boston; John E. I'arsons, who
was. in addltlon, general counsel for
the company and personal advlser tn
Alr. Havemeyer, and John Maycr and
George W. Frazer.
"We wlll carry the prosecutions of

these frauds ns far as we i-an go."

"Wo wlll
proaccute every man we feel we can
convlct o. compllclty In the crltues.

SOUTH IGNORANT,
DECEARES SHAW

Former Secretary of Treasury
Says It Knows Nothing of

Political Questions.
Chlcago, June 12..l_eslle M. Shaw,

former Secretary of tln- Treasury,
speaking before memhers of the Hawk-
eye Club Yesterday, scored Insurgents
ln the Republican party, declared "stand
pat" ideas the only loglcal govornmont
and stlgmatlzed the South as ignorant
on political questions.

Mr. Shaw's remarks regardlng the
South were glven an unexpected dra-
matlc. twlst when a Kouthern-born
newspnper man, who was reportlng tha
address. so far forgot hlmself that he
shouted: "lt isn't so."

"It is true." the former secretary re-
sponded as he reiterated hls statements.
"The South ls the best place ln tho

world in which to mal.e a speech." Mr.
Shaw said. "necause tlie people are so

{ ignorant of political questions. lt is
not their fault: tho burden of the great
struggle ls stlll upon them. But for
all that nowhere ls there greater Igno-
rance nor greater engerness to know."

Mr. Shaw took occasion to make this
statement regardlng the Insurgents In
lhe Ropubllcan party:

"I have no more respect for thoae
people who style themsclvcR Republl¬
cans and are not than for those Demo-
crats who llve ln Florlda and pretctul
to be Democrats and nre not."

Mr. Shaw had announced that hc
would speak upon the subject, "Evolu-
tlon in Polltles." His digre.slons from
the subject, however, bocamo vastly
moro Interestlng.
"Whon I was nomlnatorj for Gover¬

nor in lowa ln 1897," ho began, "my
canvass cost mo exactly $250, and a

great Democratlc paper sald that the
machine was broken. No man ln my
State could bo elected without a' ma¬
chine behind him unless he spent $500,-
000. Thla is evolutlon ln polltles.

"In Illlnois not long ago a resident
of tho Stato of Washington entered
the senatorlal contest and he got 20,-
000 votes. Thls, too, la evolutlon ln
polltles. Desplte these things, when
some of us do not think tho dlrect
prlmary tho highest form of govern¬
ment, lt ls sald we havo lost falth
ln the common people.
"Wo cannot be conslstent in poll¬

tles. Wo are so selflsh, so greody,
that we can't rlso to tho piano ol
cltlzen_hip."
