MADRIZ'SPROTEST
IS CONStDERED

State Department Dissents From
Views oE Nicaraguan

President.

Washington, D. C .June W,.Tho
Stato Department ls submittlng to a

\'ery careful analyale the long tele¬
gram of Provlslonal Presldent Madrlz.
of Nicaragua, to the Presldent, protest-
Jng against the attitude of the Unlted
States Jn connectlon wlth the revolu¬
tlon now In progress In the Central
American republlc. ln due course the
department wlll make reply to thls
telegram/ but lu order to avold any
actlon that mlght be construed as a
formal recognltlon of Madrlz's title
to -the presldency, Instead of replying
to hlm dlrectly by cable, the answo*
wlll bo communlrated verbally througli
the American consul, General Ollvares.
at Managua.

Brlefly stated. Prosldent Madrlz's pro¬
test, ln the Ilrst Instance, is against
tho actlon of the Am-»rlc^n naval force
at Bluefields, including Commander
Gllmer's prohibitlon against the bom-
bardment ol that town. The State De¬
partment holds that hls actlon In this
and, Indeed, tn all other partlculars,
«M Crirrsc', and uphnlds hlm In overy
~point. tt Js Fairl there is amplV- prc-
i'<|r>nt of prohlbltlng the bombard-
mirit of unfortltled forts, partlculariy
where American lnterests are Involved,
and reference ls made to the actlon
of the captain of thc- British gunboat
Srylla ln forbidding the bombardment
of Greytown, though ln that case hls
actlon rcdounded to the beneflt of Ma¬
drlz.

Nf-xr, Madriz protests against the
American note declaring hls blockade
of Bluefields non-effectivo agalnsl
American ship* and goods. On that
polnt the State Department Is prepared
to renew Its declaration that It acted
6trictly within the line ot prccodont
and sound lntornational law in refus-
Ing to rccognlzo tho rlght of the Venu.i
to act as a biockading ship, ln view
of thp fact that sho was outfitted and
deparled from New Orleans through
decelt. notwltJistandlng the Madrlz dc-
nial.

a. t March to Mr?. Mary Scott Castle.
he wldow of a San Pranclsco attor-
icy, and a woman wlth a aomewhat
'per-tacular care.r. FollowlnR their
narrlage, thc couple sailed' for Genoa,
vlth the Intentlon of Bpendlng their
loncymoon ln Italy. Meanwhlle, letters
ecelved by Judge Charlton from hls
lOn were frlendly in Rplrlt and Indlca-'
Ive of conteniment wlth his .urrouml-
hgg, and tho first Intlmation of tho
ragedy carne when the news was
lashed to thls country by ruble thal

Government .Vui-ni Actlve.
At the sollcltatlon of Judge Charl¬

ton. who ls a warm frlend of Pro_i-
_ent Taft, the State Department at
-nce set all lts machinery ln motion
to asslst ln the locatlon of young_harlton, and the ambassador at Rome
and Consul Caughay at Milan were
vest.d with speclal authorlty to em¬
ploy as3lstants to get at tho facts.
The case has proved to be one of ln-

c_ easlng Interest. The Italian govern¬
ment has the best of reasons for ex-
ertlng all of lts police power ln clear¬
ing up the mystery. Practically lt has
become a case of one government be¬
lng called upon by another. and thls
has the extraordinary feature of an
investigation of a murder commltted
In a forelgn country.
Various theorles have been advanced

toward tho elucldation of the
mystery. It was at flrst believed
lhat Charlton had murdered his wlfe
_nd fled the country, and suspicion
also fastened strongly on one Constan-
tlne ispolatoff. a Russian, who rented
the villa lo the Charltons at Moltra-
sto.
But there ls a growing opinion that

there was a doubie murder, and tnat
tho husband ahared the fate ot the
wlfe is the belief of Consul Caughay.
Evidence that both of the Americana

were murdered. presumably for their
valuable., was found ln the blood-
spattcrcd bed at the villa that they
occupied, and another clrcumstance
was the llndlng of a coat at the bottom
of tho lake. which was subsecjucntly
ldentifled by the villagers as havlng
belonged lo young Charlton. So far
the lnvestlgatlons have been frultless.
and whether the mlsslng Charlton is
dead or allve is only a matter of con-

jecture.
Vl.ltcd ln Rlcbinond.

Richmond about a year and a half ago
when they vlsited Mrs. Caughay's sis¬
ters, the Misses Hlgglns, at 219 Gover¬
nor Street. Mr. Caughay, for a time.
was consul at Messlna, and was ap¬
polnted to Milan ln 180.. Mlss Eleanor
Higglns has but recently returned
from a prolonged stay at Mllan. and
was accompanied home by Miss Kath-
leen Caughay, who was met in Rich¬
mond by her brother, C. N. Caughay, of
New York.

IN THIRTY DAYS
If Funds Are Secured, Twenty

five Consumptives Can Be
Cared For.

BUILDINGS NEARLY READY

Tuberculosis Hospital, Long
Xecded by Richmond, About

to Be Realized.

Wlth the buildings almost completed,
with nurses promlsed and wlth many
frlends wllllng to contrlbute to the
work, the Rlchmond Tuberculosis Camp
may he opened within thlrty days. Ai
a meeting of the Camp Association,
held last night, forrnal announcement
of the progress ot the work was made.
and plans were discussed for a further
campaign ln lts behalf. The associa.
tlon needs funds before Jt can recelve
tho v.-altlng- patients, hut lts support-
era are enthuslastic and belleve that
the camp will be opened wlthout fur¬
ther delay.
The meeting last night waa held at

the residence of Miss Frances Scott.
714 West Franklln Street, and was at-
tended by many frlends of the asso¬
ciation. In tho absence of the presl¬
dent, Edmund Strudwick, Dr. Joseph
A. White prcslded. The most lrnport¬
ant reports presented were those from
the commlttee appolnted to secure
nurses from the building committee
and from the treasurer.

Mlss Mlnor, of tho Nursc3' Settle-
ment, reported that she had consulted
wlth the superlntendents of the varl¬
ous city hospltals and had heen as-
sured of thelr co.operatlon. Mlss Van
Vort, of the Memoriai Hospital. -who
had been, asked to keep one of h.
staff at the camp, expressed her regretthat the requirements of her school
forbade her sendlng a regular nursn,but she stated that the hospltal wouldgladly contrlbute the servlces of i
nurse for two weeka, or untll the as¬
sociation mlght be ablo to make per¬manent arrangements. A number ofother hospltals have likewise pledgedthelr support.

Ilulliliri-K Almnat Completed.
Henry Harwood, chairman of theBuildlng Commlttee, stated that thebuildings under constructlon at the

camp slte were progresslng well. Theh,ouse for the attendants ls under roof
and the "shack" ln whlch patients are
to bo cared for will be ready within alew weeks. Mr. Harwood stated thatho had vlsied many of the tuberculosis
sanatoria ln the country and thoughtthat the Rlchmond camp, when com¬pleted, would be the most perfect iuAmerlca.

"I had always thousht," said Mr
Harwood. "tluu tlie tuberculosis build¬
ing at the State Farm was the best
equipped I ever saw, but I believe that
our buildings wlll be ln every waythe equal of thoso at the farm."
Frederlck XV. Scott, the treasurer orthe association, made a report on the

tlnanclal outlook. 'The association, he
said, wlthout aid from tho city. 'had
collected about $5,200, of whlch sum
32,500 had been paid the contractors.
Outstanding- pledges amountlng to
$700, he said, could easily be collected,but the association would need at least
$2,000 before patients could be receiv¬
ed at the camp. Mr. Scott stated that
the annual expenses of the camp for
the care of about twenty-five patients
would amount to $4,500 the year, and
he urgod all friends of the association
to aid ln ralslng the necessary funds.

Wlll Not Appeal to the Councll.
Methods of increaslng the usefulness

of the association and of ralslng mon¬
ey wlth which to open the camp were
then discussed ln detall by Henry Har¬
wood, Dr. Joseph A. White, Dr. Ennion
G Williams, Mrs. Norman V. rtandolph
and others. The association decidea
that for the present lt would not ask
the Clty Councll to asslst the associa¬
tion, as members of the Council had
stated their belief that the Clty Coun¬
cil would gladly support the work when
lt was organlzed and was carlng for
patients.
The Tuberculosis Camp Association

was organlzed last winter when it be¬
camo known among frlends of health
work in the elty that there was no
hospltal in Rlohmond where persons
suffertng from tuberculosis could' be
cared for. A very dlstresslng case
whloh occurred during the fall led the
founders of the association to believe
that somethlng must be done to care
for the 1,000 consumptives ln Rloh¬
mond. Accordlngly, the asaoclation
was formed and plan. were mado for
buildlng a tuberculosis camp. W Jthln
a few months more ¦ than $5,000 was
ralsed, wlth whloh .the present build¬
ings were begun. With the addltional
$3,000, whic-h the association hop.s to
raise during the next few weeks, sev¬
eral buUdlhes wlll have been erectod
on property leased to tha association
by the city.

Vhen the people fuily reallze what lt
neans to have 1,000 of our cliizens
ufferlng from consumptlon, and when
hey appreclate the great annual lons
rom ihe disease, they wlll see to It
hat this associatlon and the camp lt
.roposes to open shall not suffer for
unds with whlch to save the lives of
cores of our people."
