First Eleven Months Show Pro-

gress of Chesapeake and
Ohio System.

In a statement lssued yesterday by
Comptroller L. F. Sullivan. an increaso
of 23 per cent. ls shown in net operat¬
ing revenues of tlio Chesapeake aud
Ohio Railway Company for the flrst
flevon months of the current ftscal
year, from July 1, 1909, to May 31.
1310, as compared wlth the corresponri-
lng perlod of the precgdlng- year.
For the month of May the frelght

revenue was $1,995,376.19; passonger,
$437,424.25; and the total revenue from
all sources. $2,549,710.91. The frelght
revenue showed an lncrease of 5 per
cent. as compared wlth May, 1909, tho
passenger 16 per cent.; th© nontrans-
portatlon revenue. 42 per cent.. and
the total revenue from all sources 7
per" cent.
The total.operating expenses reached

(1,657.878.09, an lncrease of $203,495.90,
or 14 per cent.
For the first eleven months of tho

(iacal year the totaJ operating reve¬
nues were $2S,T_1,609.5S, an increase of
!U.;_S_.is.l _K. ox.to per «-m., «-v>a lv>«
total operating expenses were $17.-
251.305.30. an Increase of $2,315.79-i.39,
or 16 per cent. Tho net operating
revenue for the perlod was $11,470,-

23 per cent. After deduetlng flxed
charges, taxes and other itenis,
amountlng to $5,700.681.16, the surplus
for the eleven months was $5,769,623.13,
an increase of $2,236,901.83, or C3 per

COLLEGE ADDS
TO ITS FACULTY

New .Men Elected as ProfessoYs
Are Ilighly In-

dorscd.

DR. VAN LANDINGHAM LEAVES

Has Rcsigned tlie Chair of Eng-
lisli to Return to Har¬

vard University.
Valuable acn.ulsltlons to tho faculty

of Rlchmond College wore nnnouncod
yestorday by rrosldent BoatwrlghL
The vacancy created by the reslgna-
tlon of Professor Wllliam Heth Whtt-
sltt from the chalr of philosophy has
beon tllled by tho eleetlon of Dr.
Thomas Alhert Lewis, of Willlam Jcw-
ell College, Mtssourl, to that positlon.
As associate in chemlstry, Dr. Goorgo
Frederlck white, of Boston, has beon
chosen. It was further stated that
Prof. H. S. VanLandlngham has re-

slgnod as associate profesHor of Eng¬
llsh ln the college, and wlll next year
be a fellow in Hnrvard College. Hls
successor wlll soon bo appolnted.

Dr. Lewis, tho new professor of
philosophy, ls a grufltiatc of Willlam
Jowell College, Mlssourl, nnd has been
both scholar and fellow ln tho Johns
Hopkins University, from which 1n-
stltutlon ho recelved tho dcirree of
Doctor of Philosophy. He linprovod
hls work at Hopkins hy post-graduate
work In Harvard University, and at
present ls taklng work ln the depart¬
ment of educatlon at Chlcago Univer¬
sity for the summer. Not only wlll
Dr. Lewis teach tho subjeots hereto-
foro einbraced In the course ln philos¬
ophy. hut he wlll also offer a valua-
hle course ln the theory nnd practice
of educatlon. The new professor of
philosophy comes to Rlchmond College
hlghly commended by the faculty or
Wllliam Jowell College nnd by tho
philo-sophlcal faculty of the Johns
Hopkins University as nn able inves-
tlgator and a successful teacher.

Hlghly Endorsod.
Dr. E. F. Buckner, of Johns Hopkins,

wrltes concornlng Dr. Lewis:
"The fact >hat Dr. Lewis was a year

ago appolnted fellow In philosophy
for i909-10.there bclng only one fel¬
low annually in tbe department.tells
cotnpletcly the story of how htghly
we resard hls merlts as a scholar and
as a worker ln hls subjects. I unhes-
Itatlngly recommend him as a man
well fltted for the post of a college
professor. He ls maturo, clean-cut In
his thlnklng, Industrious, scholarly in
his chosen BUtbjects.in short, a man
who has made the most of his educa-
tlonal opportunltles."
The other addition to the faculty,

Dr. George Frederlck Whlto, B. S.. Ph.
D., of Boston. ls a graduate of the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology,
with the degree of Bachelor of Sol'ence
ln chemlstry. For two years after hls
graduation he was instructor 1n analy-
tlcal chemlstry in his alma mator.
Thon he entered the Johns Hopkin3
University, whero he was soon ap¬
polnted fellow In chemlstry, and this
spring won the degree there of Doc¬
tor of Philosophy.

Department ot Chejnlstrr.
Dr. Whlte will be associate in chem¬

lstry and will asslst Dr. Blngham in
the work of the chemlstry depart¬
ment. Dr. Blngham, lt should bo noted,
has been relleved from a portlon of
hls dutles next year ln order that ho
may prepare for pul.llcatlon th* re-
sults of hls investigatlons In fluldtty
and viscoslty. Theso lnvestlgatlons,
which have already been publlshed ln
part ln Amerlca and In Germany, havo
attracted international attentlon, and
there is an insistent demnnd for thelr
publlcatlon In book form. Dr. Blng¬
ham wlll still teach the first year
students and ono other class, but so

compotont an asslstant as Dr. Whlte
wlll give hlm opportunity to devote
much of hls attentlon to his forthcom-
Ing publlcatlons.

Slneere regret is felt over the de-
purture from the college of Professor
VanLandlngham, associate professor

5of Engllsh, who, ln the words of
President Boatwrtght, "has done such
excellent work during the past two
years ln the college department .j

Engllsh language and llteratu""
Professor VanLandlngham wlll be c

fellow In Harvard University, of which
he is an alumnus, next year. Profesrroi
Motcalf, who ls now ln Europo, con-
tinuos at the head of tlie Engllsh de¬
partment. A compotont associate pro¬
fessor wlll soon be appolnted.

After getting
the body on the flsh trap he pulled Mr.
Cohen hlgher up and then, with tho
aid of Eddie Goodtnan and Charles
Smlth. rolled hlm over and over until
he had gotten most of the water out of
his lungs, and resuscitated him Hid.
lt not been for tne boy's darlng Mr.
Cohen would have been swept down
str»-..:.i between the n»h trapa and
would have been drowned.
