Bearing- aloft the flag of Vlrglnla
and amldst the cheers, good wlshes
and good-bys of crowds on the streets,
seventy-flve unlformeri veterans of A.
P, Hill Camp. headed by thelr fine dtum
corps, marched from thelr carnp h.ili
at 3 o'clock thls afternoon to the Nor¬
folk and Western Statlon and started
on thelr trlp to Springlleld, Mass. At
Norfolk they took the Old Dominion
steamphip Jefferson. Arrlvlng ln New
York to-morrow afternoon at 3 o'clock,
they wlll be met by a delegation of
Wlllcox Post, G. A. B-, whose guests
they are to be. and escorted to Sprlng-
field. A dozen or more citizens of
Petersburg, not membe-rs of the camp,
accompanied the veterans on thelr
trlp.

This vlslt of Confederate veterans to
the North at? special guests of thelr
erstwhile foes, the veterans of the
Grand Army of the Republlc, ls golng
to be a memorable one, not only ln the
elaborate reception to be extended to
the Southerners, but ln the effect It
wlll have In restoring frlendly feellng
between the two sectlcns. It ls stated
that such Interest has been aroused
ln the North that Grand Army posts ln
every New Bngland State have written
to Sprlngfleld asking the prlvilege of
sending delcgatlons to join in tho re¬
ception of the Confederate veterans and
unlte wlth them in celebrating the Na¬
tional Independc-nce Day.

ln New York the Confederate veter¬
ans are to bo taken from the pier to
the railroad statlon ln automobiles.
Immediately after thelr arrlval ln
Sprlngfleld they are to be glven a ban-
quet, and during thelr stay there they
are not to be ailowed to open thelr
purses.
Beglnnlng Monday mornlng with the

celebratlon of Independence Day, publlc
courtesies have been arranged for
every hour of every subsequent day of
thelr stay, which wlll lnclude the great¬
er part, If not the whole, of the week.
A P. Hill Camp has often ln past

years entertained Grand Army men in
Petersburg and thrown open thelr camp
hall for the use of the Northern sol¬
diers. When the latter have unvelled
monuments to thelr dead." the Confed¬
erate soldiers have aided them in the
ceremonles and have never falled ln
extendlng the courtesies due from brave
men to brave men. They are antlci-
patlng a dellghtful visit "to Massachu-
setts. A great crowd, among them
many women. saw them off at the de-
pot.

tej A telegram recelved thls mornlng by
,n}Commander George S. Bernard, of A.

P. Hill Camp, from James Anderson,
commander of Wlllcox Post, G. A- R.,
Springfield. Mass., read: "Read Luke,
fourteenth chapter, last clause seven-
teenth verse." Thls clause ls: "Come,
for all things are ready."
Before leavlng for the traln Com¬

mander Bernard briefly addressed the
veterans, advtsing them to remember
the high record of the camp and to
conduct themselves accordlngly.

Death and BIrth Iteport.
The report of the Board of Health

for the month ending June 26 sbows
a total of seventy-one deaths ih the
clty, including two of non-residents in
the Petersburg Hospital. Of the dece-
dents, thirty-eight, or over one-half.

few days to five years, and nlne were
of persons ranglng from sixty to eighty
years or more.

Tii
Jury Gives Government Decision

in Noted Case in Greens¬
boro.

[Special to The< Tlmes-Dispatch.J
Orocpshoro, N. C July 1..The case

of the L'nlted States vn. D. C. poater
and the Kldellty-and Ouaranty Com¬
pany, of Baltlmore. was sulimltted to
the Jury In Federal court thls after¬
noon. After three} minutes' dellberatlon
tlie Jury returned a verdlct for the
governmont, which means the. forfel-
ture of 30,000 gallons of whiskey. or
the payment ot S13»800 by the rfspond-
cnta. Counsel for tho bondlng com¬

pany entered objectlons to Judgment
against. lt. alleglng that the hond Was
not valld, havlng been slgned by an
agent of Foster, wlthout legal rlght
to do so. Judge Boyd contlnued the
hearlng on thls polnt to next Wednes¬
day.

When the case of the United States

vs. Old N'lck willlams Co. et al, was
being tried ln the Federal court at
Greensboro ln November, 1905, Heve-
nuo Agent Chapman and a party of
expert distlllers vlslted Willlams, X.
C, to view the dlstlllery in questlon
and estlrnate lts produclng capaclty.
This was tho Old N'lck Willlams Co.
Dlstlllery, which was then being op-
erated in the name of D. C. Foster.
Upon arrlval at the dlstlllery, about

the tlmo the work for tho day was
over, the revenue agent anel hls party
dlscovered what appeared to be lrrcg-
ularltle3 ln the use of excossive ma-

terlal, and declded to stay over untll
the next day and run out the mash,
which was done. resultlng ln an un-
usually large yleld.
Upon these lrregularltlos, dlstlllery

and property were seized. D. C. Fos¬
ter Intervened as clalmant, and upon
givlng bond through a surety com¬
pany for the appralsed value. the prop¬
erty was turned back to hlm, and he
afterwards sold It to N. G. Willlams.
Thls ls the case tried thls week, a 11-
bel proceedlngr. for the condemnatlon
of the property, and to collect tho
value thereof from the bondsmen.

SpIrUn^ Agnln Selzeel.
Part of the^splrlts seized as tho

property of FosterT and afterwards
bought hy N. G. Willlams, together
wlth other splrlts produeeel at the dls¬
tlllery thereafter, were In the dlstll¬
lery warehouse some months ago,
when they wore agaln seized for al¬
leged- Irregularitles, and against which
a llbel case ls now pendlng ln the Fed¬
eral court at Greensboro, and wlll be
tried In September. ti. G. Willlams
has lntervened as clalmant, but so far
has not glven bond for the appralsed
value of the property. and tne same
ls still ln the warehouse at Willlams,
X. C, being guarded by the marshal in
whose custody lt ls, the total amount
of thls last selzure being 37.000 gal¬
lons.
