Loeal Condltions.

“Somerset !s a small village on the
Southern Rallway in Orange county.
There are perhaps not over twenty-
five people In the village and two
stores dealing {n genernl merchandlse,
neither of which handlas a gingle com-
modity handled by Golsan & Buckner,
The passenger and freight station is
small and 18 sltuated on the north
slde of the main line of the Southern
Raflway, while diagonally and in n
southern direction across the turn-
pike road asnd main line and two
side tracks of the Southern Rallway
Company, on the south side thereot, a
distance of seventy-five yards from
the station, [8 located the warehouse
mplained of. It Iz entlrely removed,
as aforesald, from the depot grounds
proper and dess not In the remotest
degree hamper or interfere with the
general frelght and passenger busi-
ness at Bomersel. There is no evi-
dence thet there is any competing bus-
lness @t Somerszet statlon with the
business conducted by Messra. Golsan
& Buckner, such as grain, hay, salt,
ccil and fertilizer; thal there are only
two small stores dealing in general
merchandlse. So far as the evidence
goes It does not appear that thers
if the slightest discrimination shown
in favor or agalnst any person by
reason of the coperatlon and location
of the warehousg complalned of, and
further, it does not appear that there
ls any complalnt from any one axcept
the petitioner, who permitted a simllar
warehouse t0 ba erected partly upon
hiz own Jland and partly upon the
lend of the raliway company, and usged
for about fifteen ¥Years by the sald
Goisan in the conduct of a similar pus-
lr.ess. While 1t may be of sonie profit
to Messrs. Golsan & Buckner, yet [t
appears that the erection and malnte-
naca of sald warehouse is not only a
great convenience to the rallway com-
peny, but to the shippems generally
who deal in such heavy commodities
a5 heretafore  mentioned,

No lojustice Done,

“The comimission does not deem it
rnecessary to go into a discussion of
the distinetion, if thera bhe any, of
the rights of a rallway company, of
the publle, or of 8 private citizen, ln
lunds secured by purchase and con-
veyance [rom the owner for right of
way, or secured by condemnatlon pro-
cecdings, It 1s sufficlent to say in
this case that It does not appear that
the erection and operation of sald
warehouse Tor the purpose above men-
tloned. has In any wise interfared
with the dutles that the said rallway
company owes to the publle; or that
[t has in any wise falled to discharge
all the dutles toat it owes to the
publie; or that It has afforded In any
way unjust compatitlon; or that It has
given any undues preference to any
person; or that |t hias permitted and
alded In unjust diserimination for ar
nEainst any person; or thoat gaid ware-
house [n any way interferes with the
pasy ingress and cgress (o the freight
and pessenger depct al somerset, and
the  commlssien is, therefore, aof
opinlon that there is no merit in the
contention of the petitioner and that
his petition shonld he dlsmissed,'"”

MAJOR VENABLE'S LAST
