The prisoners netd employs
ment. Their idleness (& the most
frultful source of evil that could ba
devised |f we Waera striving to creata
and perpetuate crime, as wholesomas
and stendy occupatlon e the surest
preventive of a sacond lerm,

The work on the roads |s a most
valuable and simple solution of this
roblem for able-bodied men, but as
ong ag the free system prevalls and
the emolument of the officlal {5 made
te depend upon the number of inmates
in the jall, g0 long will thera bg able-
bodied men behind the bars rather
than out In the country &ir saving the
State in the matter of thelr support
and helping to make the zood roads
for which the country around Rlich-
mond s in sore need, The Stiate High-
way Commission could, with tha ald of
the men sentenced to terms of thirty
days or more and ncw languishing in
{dleness In the jail, transform the roads
around Richmond and make an object-
lesson which would speedlly bring re-
sults all over the State:

The most important need of tha jail
after the securing of occupation for
the prisoners, perhaps It would ba
truer to gay an equally important
need, Is the securing of a jall yard.

There s no posslble way of giving
to & prisoner in our City Jall one hour
in the fresh air and some of them must
Rerve o sentencs of twelve montha. To
live for twelve months without once
getting out of doors. The bare state-
ment is enough to carry with it paver-
est condemnetion—better abandon the

y bacause of the herding together of all
classes of persons whose physical con-
dition has not yet reduced them to
the need for hompital care, and whers
the {nability to get out of doors mul-
tipliss many times the chances of in-
fection.

There should ba seme system by
which persone awalting trial should
be kept quite apart from those eery-
ing A sentence, not to mantion thosas
retained as witneeszes, This pracau-
tion ean hardly bhe too strongly urged;
there |8 ample space In the dall to
maks this practicable at once,

Thers wera no <white women in tha
1iall when we visited it, but qulte a
Arge number of colored women,
would advles that the fall formerly
uged in Manchester be made a jall es-
peclilly for women, 4nd the prasent
Jall left oxelusively for men. Thia
would greatly facilitate several of the
suggested reforms, and the poliey of
removing the female prisoners as far
A8 possible from the male ones s s0

obivipusly deslrable as to need no
further comment.
A dector for the jall has baen pro-

vided by the State. We learn that he
comes when sent for, and sometimes
without waltlng for a call. Wa are aof
oplnion that a daily visit to the jail
should be required’ of the jall phy-
slelan,
Dally Visits Necessary.

Conditions In such an Institution
48 @ city jail change often from hour
to hour, certainly there is good ren=
s0m to expect [mportant changes in
twenty-four hours. Oppcrtunitics to
protect prisoners from contagious dis-
cases, to relieve pain, and to provide
for emergencies must arlsa many times
when the Inexperienced eye of the lay-
man falls to datect them. It is, in our
oplnion, highly Important that the
Jall physiclan should give his personal
inspection to the jail at least once a

ay,

The need of a modern kitchen and
laundry Is consplcuous. If this were
supplled the addltion of a disinfecting
plant would ba an Inconsiderable ex-
pense and a most valuable addition. All
of these Improvoments would follow
naturally if thers wers o yard attach-
ed to the jall, and none are practicabls
with the present lack of ground space.

Wae have peen content to speak of
the neads of the jafl in general terms.
As to how thess reforms can bs car-
ried out, we have not felt called upon
to report; partly, becauss tho detalls
must always awalt the establishment
of the principles on which they rest
and partly because we would not pre-
Bume to lead the way with so sompe-
tent a gulde as the very able C?Ry
Sergeant already in command.

QOur concluslons have been reached
largely because of his roadiness to
lend us his ald In our Investigations.
"Weo would gladly asslst him in secur-
Ing any, or &l1]1, of these reforms, We
feal sure of his eympathy with our
point of view, and we would assure
him of our readiness to co-operate
with him in accomplishing these, the

most essentlal featurea required to
maka our city jell a model for the
State.

The Almahouse.

The Richmond Almshouse is
haps more generously provided for
by the city than any of ita Institu-
tlons, and this is largely due to the
fact that with the almshouse (s asso-
clated the City Hospltal. The plice
is =0 clean as to deserve to be called
spotless. The officials In charge ara
not only competent, Lut kindly, and
there s much to commend. \

The Invariable rule of dormitories
{5 in scme instances unfortunate, a
seif-respecting old woman ought not
to find it impossible to have a private
corner all her own, even If she ig so
friendless as o have no home but the
almshouse. 1f a few tiny cuhlcled
eould he constructed at loast in some
of the dormitorles, it would certainly
tend to brighten existence for a mosi
unfortunate and not necessarily un-
waorthy class.
