to Avert His Inves-
tigation.

AIR OF SECREC1
HAS BEEN LIFTED

Newspaper Men and Detectives
Are Admitted to Home of
Dead Railroad President.
Alleged That Second Bul-

let Has Been Found
in Fireplace.

Chlcago, 111., July 21..Whether lra
O. Rawn. president of the Monon road,
Tr*s kllled by a hurglar ln hls homo
at Wlnnetka last Wednesday mornlng,
or whether, a* ls stated by Chicago po¬
llce, he commltted sulclde, railroad
men asserted to-day that hia death oc¬

curred on tho eve of what may be on.
of the greatest scandai. ln railroad
history.

Questioni asked Rawn at a hearlng
July T ln tne Illinois Central Railroad
ropalr cases, all tvere planned, lt is
»aid. by attorneys wlth Intent to ln-
crimlnate liawn as responslble ror
losses to tho road.
Rawn, It ls asserted, knew of the

purpose of counsel for the road. anu
had sought by every legal means to
delay the progress of the examlnatlon.
Twlce on personal pleas, he had ob¬
talned postponements, but the last ef¬
fort Tor delay had falled, and the ex¬
amlnatlon waa to have been contlnued
next Tuesday.

"Hls death will not cause any halt In
tho inquiry," sald Walter L. Flsher,
one ot the attorneys In charge of the
lnqulry. It ls a civll Inquiry to deter-
inine the amount of money lnvolved.

'"Ihe questlons asked Slr. Rawn at
the prlor sesslons naturally were in the
way of laylng a foundation for facts
ultlmately to be brought out."
For the slrst tlme since the death

took place, the alr of secrecy was
Imcd from the Rawn hotne late to.
day, and newspaper men were sum¬
moned. Upon thelr arrlval announce¬
ment was made that a second bullet,
the absence of whlch added to the ap¬
pearance of -uicide, had been dis-
covered. The bullet was found. accord¬
lng to C. F. Hately, who is conductlng
the Investlgatlon, ln the ashes ln a
fireplace. almost In dlrect llne of flre
from which Mr. Rawn's death result-
td.
Samuel H\ Greely, president of tho

vlllage board of Wlnnetka, also tele-
phoned Asslstant Chief Schuettler here
asking him to detall two men to ald
ln the Investlgatlon. A representatlve
of the prlvate detective ageney, the
men from whlch yesterday were re-
pulsed at the Rawn home, also was
summoned to ald in the Investlgatlon.

TRIES TO SEE COLONEL
American Wnntsa Hlm to Sttb-crlbe

*S,000 for llnl. Land Cburc-h.
Oyster Bay. N. Y., July 21..In re-

sponse to a telephone message from
Kagamore Hill, Charles Townsend, con-
staole of Oyster Bay, hurrled to e.\-
Prealdent Roosevelt's home ln an auto¬
mobile to-day and took in charge the
Rev. George Nathaniel, an Armenlan
prlest. about flfty yoars old. When the
corwitable arrived at Sagamore Hill
he found Noah Seaman, superlnten¬
dent of Colonel Roosevelt's estate, and
a nogro servant guarding the man.
The constable and Seaman put him

In tho automobile, brought hlm back
to Oyster Bay and placed him on a
train for New York-

Mr. Nathaniel said he lived at 1012
l-ocust Street, Phlladelphla, and that
he was an arch-deacon of the Armenlan
Protestant Church. Mr. Nathaniel
wanted Colonel Roosevelt to subscribe
$5,000 f<5r a hospital ln the Holy Land.
He tried In val- to see Colonel Roose¬
velt at the Outtook offlce last Tues¬
day. and yesterday the minister came
to Oyster Bay. He walked to Saga¬
more Hill thls morning, reached Col¬
onel Roosevelt's home wlthout being
stopped and rang the bell. His speech
and appearance aroused the suspiclon
of the butler, who refused to let hlm
see the Colonel. Mr. Nathaniel sald
that he would make another effort to
see Colonel Roosevelt ln New York to-
morrow.

Colonel Roosevelt knew nothlng of
the visit of Mr. Nathaniel until several
hours after the clergyman had left
town. He spent the day preparlng
speeches for hls western trip and try¬
lng to make a little headway with his
correspondence.

AGREEMENT REACHED
Method lnvolved by Whlch. MoIuknch-
Made Whiskey Mny Be Mnrketed.
Washington, July 21..A complete

agroemont has beon reached regard-
Ing tho way in which molasses-mado
whiskey may be marketed v,y the In-
ternal revenue officlals, and all that
ls now necessary is the perfunctory
approval of Actlng Attorney-General
Fowler. This arrangement, effpeted
through conferences of Mr. Fowler.
Commlssloner of InternaJ Revenue
Cabell and counsel for the molasses
lnterests, wlll bo ln effect during the
pendency of the lltigation over the
fnjunction granted by the New Orleans
courts against the enforcement of the
Presldent's rullng on what constitutes
whiskey.
The present proceedings do not in¬

volve the volume of revenue ln any
way, but Involves complexltles of law
and regulatlon concernlng internal
revenue classlflcatlon.

MOTHER BURNS TO DEATH

Trapped ln bed with her week-old
baby, Mrs. Grace Wllson was burned
to death thls afternoon when flre de¬
stroyed the old Ledyord block at the
corner of South Divlslon Street and
Fourth Avenue.
A nurse, Mrs. Amelia Keoney, who

heroically tried to roscue mother and
b'-ihy, recelved burns whlch proved
fatal an hour later, and the babe ls
now dying ln the hospltal.

THREE YEARS FGR BYNUM
Richmond Moy Goes to Toronto I'eni-

teiiflnry for Assnult,
fSpeclal to Tho Tlmes-Dlspatch.1
Toronto, Canada, July .1..Whltmelt

F, Bynum, of Richmond, was to-day
sentenced to serve three years In tho
penltentlary for a mtirderoua attack on
Wllllam L. Page, of Chlcago, in the
latter's room ln tho Klng Edward Ho¬
tel, on July 13. Bynum, who ls only
twenty-one years old, made no state¬
ment. A week ago, when arraigneri
for the crlme, he plead gullty, to-day
being namod aa the date for passlng
sentence.
Accordlng to the evidence. Bynum

had bo|fi livlng at the King Edward
Hotel for several days and was short
of" money. Late In the evening of July
13 he entered Page's room, turned out
the lights, and when Page came ln a
short whlle later ho was struck over
the head wlth a plece of lead pipe, cut
from the bathroom flxtures. Bynum
ran to hls room and pretended to be
drunk when found thore by house de¬
tective*. He was sent to Jail and mado
no attempt to put forward any de¬
fense.
Crown Attorney Corley reclted the

facts ln hla statement to the court to-
day, Just before Bynum was sentenced.
The boy apparently paid no regard to
what was belng sald. The attorney
referred to hls extravagant method of
livlng, without havlng the means to llve
In that fashlon, mentlonlng also hls
thlrst for llquor and gambllng.

Friends of hls people ln North Car¬
olina and Vlrglnla. who knew some¬
thlng ot hls record, declared that ;:_,
mlnd was not well balanced and that
he should be sent to a sanatorium. This
plea was not entered by way of de¬
fense, however, and the court simply
took Into account the crlme and the
punlshment it merlted.

RHODE ISLAND GROWS
But Populafion Ia Still Too Small for

lncreased Rrpreaentatlon.
Washlngton, D. C, July 21..The

populatlon of Rhode Island, as an¬
nounced by the Census Bureau, ls
542.674, an lncrease of 26.6 per cent.,
as compared with 428,656 in 1000.

Gratlfying as Ib the lncrease as
shown by to-day's census returns. the
tirst given out for a State, the little
Commonwealth wlll be disappointed In
any ambltlon she may have entertaln¬
ed to add to her representation In
Congress. The lncrease amounted to
more than 118.000, but thls figure Is
not aufflciently large to inaure an ad¬
dltlonal representative. Thus, for at
least ten years more the State wlll be
conipelled to g.t on wlth two members
as lt has been compelled to do since
the apportionment under the first na¬
tional census ir. 17*0.
By the present system Rhode Island,with 428.556 people ln the twelfth

census, has one representatire to each
214,278 personB, an average of about
21.000 above the requirement of 153.-
000. and thla surplus ls immateriallv
lncreased by to-day's figures. As now
shown, tbe State has 156,000 more peo¬ple than are necessary to glve two
representatives.
The facts that the flgures for Rhode

Island were announced to-day does
not mean that the totals for otherI
States are to follow quickly. Th*. tabu-
latlon work of the census office'ls not;
sufficiently advanced to Justlfy any
predlqtlor. of early return? for the
Statea a. a whole.
Rhode Island was expedlted for thebeneflt of the State Leglslature, whlch

ls to meet next month for tho nur-
pose of redlstrlctlng the State Under
the new State law lncreaslng from 72
to 100 the number of members of the
lower House of the Leglslature and re-
qulrlng the electlon ot such members
by distrlcts rather than by townshlps
as at present.

CONFESSES AWFUL MURDER
Rng-PIcker Kllled Flve Chlldren, Whone

Father XVam Convicted.
Tours, France, July _l..Arag-plckeri

named joseph to-day confessed to tho1
assassinatlon on Aprll 16, 1901, of flve
chlldren of a tarmer named Brlere. In
the vlclnlty of Chartres. The father
of the chlldren was found gullty of tho
murders, and sentenced to llfe lmprls-
onment. He dled In prison.
The trial of Brlere attracted the at¬

tention of the whole of France. Four
of hls daughters, aged, respectlvely,
fourteen, eleven, flve and four, and
his son, seven years of age, were found
ln bed one mornlng stabbed and beaten
to death. The former was arrested,
and charged bv the police with tho
crlmo. Accordlng to a theory ad-
vanced by the pollce to prove a mo-
tive for the crlme, Brlere, who owned
a small farm near Corancez. wlshed to
marry a woman of considerahle wealth
CIrcumstantlal evidence led to the con.'
victlon that the farmer, consideringhis family an encumbrance, murdereo
his flve chlldren in order to carry out
hls wlshes.

Brlere stoutly malntalned hls inno-
cence throughout the trial, and de-
clnred that two tramps entered the!
house during his absence and killeo
the chlldren. He added that he re-
turned whlle the murderers were rob-bing the house, and that they attacked
him. and left him for dead. Durlncr'the trial the Judge got down from thebench and gave loud expression to hls
opinion of the gullt or the prlsoner,whlle the spectators crled, "Kill hlm'"
"kill hlm!" A specific Incident of tne
trial occurred when Briere's survlvlngdaughter who, the pollce declared, onlyescaped the fate of the other chlldren
by not respondlng to Briere's Invlta-
tion to go to see hlm, went on the wlt¬
ness stand, sobbingly protested thather father was innocent. and beggedthe court to restore him to her.

AGREEMENT NOT IN SIGHT

Employes of the road declare that they
are not paid sufflciently for tbelr ser¬
vices ancl that a considerahle increaso
ls due them. A week ago representa¬tives of the road appeared before the
.commlsslon ln the hope of brlnglng'about a settlement of the dlfferencesexisting, and though every featuro ofthe questlon has been tnvestigated an
adjustment is not expected soon.

CREW WAS STARVING

FUGITIVE SEEN,
BUT ALL F RACES
HAVE BEEN LOSI

Now Known That Crip¬
pen Was at Vernets-

Les-Bains.

HIS COMPANION
MAY BE SUICIDE

Body of Woman Found at

Bourges Believed to Be That
of Ethel Leneve, Typist Who
Fled From London With
Wife-Murdercr. Offi¬

cers Doubt Story.

Paris, July 21..Tho pollce at Ver¬
nets-Les-Balns, the llttlo French ivi-
terlng place at the foot of the Pyre-
nees Mountains, are posltive ln their
bellef that Dr. Hawley H. Crlppen,
wltlely sought by the London police,
was in their clty last Sunday, and
a vigorous search ls being made for
the fugltive.
The procureur at Vernets-Les-Balns

telegraphed to-day to the dlrector of
the Surete Generale, at Paris, con-

tlrming the Identlty of the man who
arrived there under the name of Tar-
bot on Sunday as Dr. Hawley H.
Crlppen. The procureur added that he
believed Crippen had crossed the
French frontler Into Spain.
The French detective department ln

Paris is laclined to accept the pro-
cureur'8 vlews as to the Identily of
Dr. Crippen, but ls in doubt whether
he crossed the Spanlsh frontler at Ver¬
nets-Les-Balns, as all the posltive In¬
formation in the possesslon of the po¬
lice indicates that he left the traln
before lt reachewl Mont Louis, to which
polnt he ls sald to have taken pas-
sage, en route to Spain.
The suspect. accordlng to the bellef

of the authorlties here, instead of
making for Spain, is headed for An-
dora. the little and almost forgotten
republlc of S.000 shepherd inhabitants,
nestling in the foothllls of the Pyre-
nees.

Oppoaea Sulclde Tlieory.
M. Slbelle, head of the r.search de¬

partment of the pollce, who is dlrect-
lng the search tn France for Dr. Crlp¬
pen and hls typist, Ethel Clara Le¬
neve, who ls supposed to have left
London in his company, opposes the
theory that tho woman who kllled her-
self at uourges July Is was Ml_s Le¬
neve. He points out that the lettar
left by the sulclde was written ln
French, a language Mlas Leneve ls
sald to be totally unacquainted with.
Furthermore, the sulclde's feature*.
were those of a person of a Slavonic
type, and M. Sebllle believes that she
was a nlhiilst.
Phofographs of the Bourges sulclde

have not, however, as yet been com¬
pared wlth those of Miss Leneve.
bhould the sulcide prove to be Mlsa
Leneve, lt would give consistenoy to
the story told by a guard on the boat
traln runnlng between Dleppe ana
Paris, that he had seen a couple an-
swering tho descrlptlon of Dr. Crip¬
pen and hls typist on July 12. Accord¬
lng to thls guard the couple came
through to Paris on hls traln. Here
they are supposed to have separated.
Crlppen hurrylng south and the girl
golng to Bourges, where she subse-
quently took her llfe.
Another theory of the pollce Is that

the couplo went by steamer to Mar-
seilles and separated at that port.

Seen ln Spain.
Paris, July 22..A special to Matin

from Vernets-Les-Balns says that ac¬
cordlng to a telephonic message re¬
ceived there a man answerlng the de¬
scrlptlon of Dr. Hawley Crlppen. want¬
ed in London in connection wlth the
dlsappearance of his wlfe, Belle El¬
more, was seen at Pulgcerda, a town
just across the frontler. in Spain,
Wednesday night.

GEORGE WATSON, JR. DEAD
Suocumbs to Injuries Recelved ln Fall

From Horse.
Pittsburg, Pa., July 21..George

Watson, Jr., the twan.y-four-year-old
son of the well known New York
horse-breeder and sportsman of that
name, and himself widely known as an
entrant ln horse shows, dled at the
Homeopathic Hospltal to-nlght from
Injuries received nearly a month ago
when thrown from his favorite mount,
Initial. He came to Plttsburg wlth a
big string of horses, which won sev¬
eral awards in the recent Sewlckley
Heights Horse Show. Later, whlle
rlding at the Harkaway Hunt Club ln
MeDonald, his horse stumbled and fell
upon him. The rider suffered a frac-
ture of the pelvls. lt was not until
yesterday, however, that it was learn¬
ed that fatal complications had set
In. His father, mother nnd sister were
at the bedslde when he died to-night.

FIGHTING AGAIN

PRESIDENT TAFT

Will Talk to Villagers,
and Thus Relieve

Tension.

AT LOGGERHEADS
WITH COLONISTS

Plans of Ultra-Fashionable for
Entertainment of Chief Magis¬
trate Did Not Include Any
Concessions to Vlllage
F o 1 k. Selectmcn In-

clined to Be Sulky.
Bar Harbor, Maine, July 21..Prosl-

dent Taft will speak on the vlllage
green here to-morrow al noon, and
have a chanco to see the year-around
rosidents of thls famous waterins-
place, and to bo seen by them. Untll
Mr. Taft's intention to do this was
announced to-day, war clouds wero

gathering fast between the Malno
citizens and the members of the fash
lonAble summer colony, whose plans
for the entertainment of the chief
magistrate and the members of hls
yachtlng party failed to Include any
concesslons to the village folk, of whom
there are about*5,000.
The President was lnformed of the

situatlon to-day by J. P. Bass, of
Bangor, and at once conBented to the
suggestlon that he make a little speech
to the villagers. The detalls were

quickly arranged, and placards an-

nounclng the event soon were posted
at every vantage point and in all but
the ultra-fashlonable shop wlndows.

A Little Sulky.
Tho selectmen, the ruling powers

of the townshlp, were Incllned to be a
little sulky when they flrst heard tho
plan. Flrst SelecUnan J. E. Bunkman,
Jr. volced the sentlment of hls as¬
soclates when he declared that a tele¬
gram had been sent to the President
at Ea_t Port, and that as no accept-
ance of the lnvltatlon to speak had
been received, the "town fathers" felt
thero waa no more for them to do, and
they were through with the matter.
However, they thought that as long as
the advances "came from the other
side," they would be glad to have the
people see and hear the President.
To-niy_t, the threatened Cloods had
all rolled away und thero was qulte a

lot Of enthuslasm.
Social affairs and golf occupied tha

President's day. Ho had a buck-board
rlde out to Jordan Pond, a nine-mlle
drive from here, to-night for a "shore
supper" of lobater and other sea dain-
tlt-s.

Indlnnn Capxlzed.
The most excltlng Incident of the

President's crulse thus far was the
rescue of two lndians who capslzed
their canoe, whlle tha Mayflower was
at anchor in Passamoquoddy Bay.
They had paddled out to have a close
look at. the President's big whlto
yacht. Mr, Taft was on deck. The ln¬
dians stood up to have a better look,
and a moment later there was a

splash, an overturned canoe, and two
hats floatlng on the water. The cry
of "man overboard" rang from one
end of the yacht to tho other. The
boatswain's shrlll whlstle plped the
men of the crew to the Hfe boats. The
President called out for somethlng to
be thrown to the men at once.
By this tlme, the men were on the

surface. One clutched the canoe,
whlle the other was maklng an effort
to reach the Mayflower. Boats were

quickly lowered, and the lndians were
hauled out littlo, tho worse for thelr
wettlng. A passing rowboat took
them ashore.

FIVE NEGROES KILLED
They Take Iasne AVIth Oillcer and Meet

Death,
Elliott, Miss., July 21..Flve negroes

were kllled and two others were mor-
tally wounded to-day when the seven,
taklng Issue wlth Deputy Sheriff Slcl
Cauley. whc was endeavoring to take
them into custody on a minor charge,
advanced on the offlcer wlth farmlng
implements as weapons, and wlth the
avowed intention of 'cuttlng him
down."
Bearing a warrant charging the

seven wlth assault, Cauley and two
citizens, deputized to asslst hlm, went
to the home of Henry Beck, a colored
farmer, near Elliott, this afternoon.
As the posse approached, the negroes
ceased thelr work In the fleld and
grabblng pltchforks and other farm-
ing tools, made for the deputy. Cauley,
however, opened flre with two re-
volvers before the bolligereats came
wlthln strlking distance, and, before
the others of the posse had regainedtheir wits, five of the attacklng party
were dead and tho remalnder wound¬
ed. The deputy surrendered, but was
released to appear for formal hear¬
ing to-morrow.

FLAMES SWEEP ON
Every Hour Urliigs Reports of Xew

Cotintry Iuvuded.
Wausa, Wis., July 21..The losses

from forest flres In distrlcts North nnd
East contlnue and every hour brlngs
reports of new country invaded. The
flames are sweeping a large portion
of Central Wlseonsin. So far the only
vlllage burned is Heinemann, but Irma,
Gleason ancl BloomviUe are in lmml-
nent danger. The 100 inhabltants of
Heinemann are still at Gleason, from
whence .he peoplo will be taken by
train to-nlght If the flres come nearor.
Tho practical destruction this morn¬

lng of the Huntington forest resorve
noar Kelly Is a sorlous loss to the
State. Tho loss wlll reach $500,000.
The Heinemann I-ttmbar Company's
mill at Heinemann burned Aprll 4, and
now the concern looses every vestlge
of property thero. The loss ls estl-
mated at $200,000. Refuges from
Heinemann say the town seemed to
burn all at once, fjames jumplng 200
foat, and enveloplng overy houso but
rwo. AU inhahitants, howovor, had
been taken to Gleason two hours pro-
vious und nn llves were lost,

FIRST CRIMINAL ACTION
Member* or Fnlled Cotton l-'lrnt I»iit

C'nder Arrrnl.
Blrmlngh-im, Ala., July 21..James

I. McKnlght was arrested in Blrm¬
ingham to-night by United States
deputv marwhals anrl later released on
$16,000 bond.
At the same lime John H. Mlller was

arrested in Decatur and taken to
Huntsvillc. to make bond. Both men
were members of the bankrupt cotton
flrm of Steel Mlller Company, of Co-
rlnth, Mlss., and they are charged wlth
sending forged bllls of lading through
the tnalls. Warrants are also out for
L. C. Steele and C.ustav Llnde, the
other two members of tlie firm.
The St.el.-Mlll.r Company falled

soon after the Knlght y/ancey Com¬
pany fallure, the lirms havlng had
close buslness relatlons. The two ar-
rests to-nlght are the flrst crlmlnal
actlons taken in the cotton fallures,
whlch caused such a sensntlon two
montho ago. The combined amount
involvcd ln the two failures was near¬
ly $8,000,000.

It Is alleged ln the warrant against
members of the Sicele-Miller company
that forged bills of lading or fraudu-
lent drafts were malled to F. Van
Grlper & Co., of New York. They are
formally charged with havlng "de-
slgned by fraud or artlflce to defraud
persons ot thelr money and property
ln vlolation of sectlons 4 and 215 of
the crlmlnal code of the United
StateB."

The- wltnesses summoned by the gov-
ernment in the present cases are F.
Van Grlper, of New York; Bernard
Ehrhart, of Bremen, Germany; E. S.

Thla
announcoment was made at the
Civll Servlce Commlssion in an effort
to put a stop to a steady flood of Iet¬
ters from women throughout the coun¬

-imination for stenographers to be hold
next Tuesday in all the States and Ter¬
rltorles.

ELEVEN LIVES ARE
SACRIFICED WHEN
BIG GUNEXPLODES

Death, Instantaneous and in Frightful Form,
Comes to Members of Coast Artillery

at Fortress Monroe.

DESPERATE BRAVERY OF SURVIVORS
PREVENTS GREATER LOSS OF LIFE

While Company Is at Target Practice, With High Offi¬
cers of Army and Navy as Witnesses. Breech Block
of Gun in Battery De Russy Blows Out, and There
Follows a Scene of Carnage Indescribable.Dead
Bodies Piled Up in Mangled Mass, While Injured
Soldiers, With Naked Hands, Attack Flames
Which Threaten to Make Disaster Complete.

Tbe exact cause of the exploslon is not yet deflultely determlned, althou_vl_
a board of inquiry wn* appolntctl immedlately after tho disaster by orders from
the War Department ln YVasblueton.

The toll of death- it ls believed, would bave been larger had It not heen for
the herolsm dlsplayed, both by the ofllcers and men ln the battery. The,
wounded forgot thelr hurt* and nldcd the uninjured ln stnmplng out the
burninrc powder thut threntencd the sucka ln whlch the charge for a second
shot hnd been bruugbt up.

Th© exploslon took placo ln Battery De Russy, No. 1 gun dolng the damage.
The gun was ln chargo of Captain James Prentlce, who had wlth him Lleuten-
ants George P. Hawes, Jr., and George L. Van Deusen. Lleutenant Hawes had
gone forward from the breech to examlno the range wheel when the chargo
was oxploded. He was thrown down and momentarlly stunned, but other-.
wlse was uninjured.

KlKht Men Are Killed Outrlnht.
In the thlck, heavy smoke the scene was almost indescribable. Eight men,

were kllled outright, their bodies lylng scattered around tho emplacemsnt.
Under tho pall the wounded wrlthed and moaned. Captaln Prentlce and Lleu¬
tenant Hawes foresaw a further sacrlflce of llfo If tho other charges caught
from the emolderlng sparks, and the two sent out a call for surgaons whlla
they attacked the flames wlth tholr bare hands.

Captaln Prentlce reached the emplacemont flrst, and before looklng Into
the extent of the damage he pushed hls way through the smoke and sparks
and carriod out a bag of powder. He then was jolned by Hawes, and the two
completed the task of avertlng a further exploslon. Durlng thls time Lleuten¬
ant Van Deusen iay crumpled beneath the gun, hls leg broken ln two places,
He was suffering agonles, but when his brother, ofllcers sought to remove him
he would not permlt them to touch hlm.

"See to the Men Flrst," He Ordera.
"Seo to the men flrst," he ordered, and propped agalnst the gun carrlage,

ho alded ln directlng the work of the rescuo party and the surgeons.
Corporal Humphreys and Sergeant Brinkley. a gun polnter, also distln-

guished themselves. The former's head, body and arms wera fllled wlth pleces.
of fly Ing concrete that had been blown from the emplacement when the explo-
aion came. In spite of his palnful wounds, he rushed to his dead and wounded
comrades, extlnguished their burning clothing, and then hurrled to the nearby
encampment for water.

Sergeant Brinkley was closo to the breech when it blew out. He was

hurled over the slght standard. and when he regalned consclousness found
hlmself hanglng by one'arm from the railing of the slghtlng platform. Al¬

though severely brulsed and suffering from the shock, Brinkley decllned to go
to tho hospltal or permlt tha surgeons to examine hlm until after ho had
assisted in tho work of rescue.

InveHtlgiitioit Is Promptly Ordered.
Colonel C. P. Townsley, commandant of the fort, promptly ordered an lnves«

tigation. Colonel Townsley advanced hls theory of the dlsaster.
"It ls evldent," he said, "that the exploslon occurred durlng the Insertlon

of the breech block Into the breech of the gun and before it had been rot-ted
and locked ln place. Tho safety devlces on the gun are intended to make a

prematuro dlscharge impossiblo. Just how they falled to operate probably nover

wlll be known to a certalnty. Every member of the detachmeni who eould
explain lt was killed."

Tho fatal accldent occurred during target practice at fioatlng targets,
whlch were bullt to tho proportions of battleshlps. The flrlng was prosecuted
as nearly as possible under battle conditlons, and the shooting was on a moro

pretentlous scale than ever has been attempted before.

Tho dead and wounded artillerymen were attached to the Slxty-ninth Com¬
pany, Coast. Artillery, statloned at Fort Monroe, and most of them had llved
here for eight or nlne years. Tho man were well known ln Hampton, phoebus,
Old Point and Newport News, and the terriblo accldent has cauaed a gloom to
pervade the entire Penlnsula.

Colonel Clarence P. Townsloy, the commandlng ofllcor at Fort Monroe,
took charge of tho situatlon wlthln a few mlnutes after the accldent occurred
ar.fl personally looked after the work of removlng the bodtos ot the dead and
the wounded to the fort hoBpltal, whera the woundod wore given treatment by
tho corps of army surgevns. Local physlclans offered asslstance to the army
authorities.

To-day was known as "battle practice command day" at Fort Monroe, and
a number of the mos; promlnant otllcers ln the army and navy came here to
wltness th* target practico. Seated at tho headquarters command wlth Colonel
Townsley were Major-General Wllllam II. Carter, actlng chlef of staft of tho
army; Brigudler-Gei.oral Wllllam II. Croaler, chlef of ordnance; Brlgadier-Gen-
eru. WUUam. il. Blxfoy, chiqf sl- enjjlaews; Brlfiadler-Qciiexal Xa,n\s.<es. iL JBU-4
