SALARY NOT SUFFICIENT

Common Council Rejected Ordi¬
nance Increasing Pay to

$2,000 a Year.

The Board of Al(l«rrr,en avIU meet
aext Tuesdny night at 8 o'clock, whon
t number of orclinanccs adopted by
the Common Councll will como up for
ooncurrencc. Among the most Im¬

portant mcasures ls the one prohlb't-
Ing nttorncy-councllmen from appear-
Ing for a fee. before any committee
or department of the city government
ln the Interest of any person or mat¬
ter ln which the olty of Rlchmond ls
concerned, elther dlrectly or indlrect-
ly-
The Common Councll passed tho or¬

dlnance as recommended by the spe¬
cial comnilttoe and tlie Committee on
Ordinance, Charter and Reform, wlth
tho exceptlon of the clauso pulting
the ban on attorney-i ouncilmen from
practicing in the courts, which Coun¬
cilman Gllbert K. Pollock succeeded ln
having stricken out.
Should the Board of Aldermen re¬

fuse- 10 coneur ln the actlon of tho
Common Councll and inslst on the
oriirlnal measure beciming a law, lt
avIU then havo to be returned to tho
Common Councll. It is a safe predic-
tion. however, that the Boarrt will
coneur In the actlon of lhe lower
branch.
The Board of Aldermen will prob¬

ably complete the buslness on Its
oocket next Tuesday night, as that
Avill be the last regular meeting dur¬
lng- the llfe of tho present Councll.

May Go t<> Ronnako.
AVhat ls considerod a matter of vital

importancu by tho Health Board and
Councilman Reade ls the ordinanco
having- for Its object an Increase in the
falarv of the Medical Inspector of tho
Health Department from $1,500 to
$-,000 per year. This measure waa de¬
feated by the Co.nmon Councll Thurs¬
day nlglit liy a vote of 21 to ;).
Aecording to councilman Reade, lt

is hlghly Important that the clty re-
tain the services of Dr. AA'. Brownley
Foster, the present Medical Inspoctor,
who has received a very ilattering offor
from the clty of Roanoke to became
Chicf Health Oificer of that clty. Dr.
Roado said yesterday that the work
performed by Dr. Foster had been pro-
ductive of greut good. He contends
that the sproad of contaglous disease-*,
especially iVpHolffr fever, has been
greatly c-hecfitce'd by tho untlrlng ef¬
forts of the lfedle-al Inspector, who
ferreta out the causes ot disease.

Condut-tliiR a Klndergrnrten.
"In my opinion," sald Dr. Reads,

"the clty of Richmond will lose a
valuable man ln Dr. Foster. and we
will lose hlm unloss hls salary is in-
creased. Even if we get a physiclan
to tako hls place lt will requlro at
least elghteen months for him to learu
the work. By lhe time he beeomes *

competent health oflicer, he will re-
cciv* a good offer elsowher<» an_
leave. lt ls slmply a question or
whether or not the city lntends to pay
a. salary sultlciently attractive to keep
a good man, or whetlu-r Rlchmond ex-

pects to conduct a kindergarten for
health offlcers. AVe lost Dr. A. Wl
Freeman to the State Department of
Health two years ago for thls renson."

ANOTHER DEBATE TO-NIGHT

Interest in Canipaign (jrcatly
Stimulated by Reeent

Events.

More Interest ln the Thlrd Congres¬
sional Dlstrlct campalgn wns urouscd
yesterday by The Tfmes-Dispateh's re¬

port of tho jolnt debate of Thursday
night ln South Rlchmond than had
been prevlously shown through the
entire contcst. General comment was
mado on Judge Wickham's charge that
Representatlve Lamb had falled to
vote for AVilliam Jennings Bryan in
tho presldentlal election of 190S.
There wero also difforing viows on

Captaln Lamb's defense of hls voto
for a tariff on lumber and hls state¬
ment regarding the high rost of living
not belng affocted hy tariff taxatlon
The oplnlons were naturally coiored
by the personal views of the votor, al¬
though cases were mentloned whcrcln
persons who had proviously thought
of votlng for one candidate had de¬
cided to east hls ballot for tho other.
Captaln Lamb during the day insued

a statement explalninff hls falluro to
vote for Mr. Bryan. Ho sald that ho
had removed from one ward to an¬

other, and had overlookcd thc neces¬

sary transfer. One of hls sonn was

challcnged when he offered to vote at
hls old precinct. Thc Congi-tssnian
then looked up tho law, and, becoming
convinced that he had lost hls rlght
to vote, dld not go to the polls.

Worked for Brynn.
He sald, furthormore, that he had

gone all over the dlstrlct trylng to
secure votes for Mr. Bryan, and that
lf hls overslght In not securlng a

transfer was dlsloyalty to the Demo¬
cratlc candidate for President, lt was

dlsloyalty to hlmself, as ho was a can¬
didate ln tho same electlon.
Added to this, Captaln Lamb's

frkands asserted that it was rldiculous
to question hls Dcmocracy ln vlew of
hls long servlce for thc party.
On tho other hand, tho supporters

of Judge Wlckham were not satls-
tled wlth the explanation. They point-
ed out that for one who has urged
upon tho voters the duty of castlng
their ballots. he showed surprlslnprly
little regard for the duties nf cltl-
zenshlp ln not seelng that his own
vote was qualifled. Then, again. they
say that as he was a candidate for
ofllce for the same time, it is probable
that hls journeys and speeches over
the dlstrlct wero rather to secure
votes for hlmself than for Mr. Bryan.
Besldes, they say, his own election
was a foregone concluslon, while the
"Taft Democrats" were maklng every
effort to roll up a blg vote ln Rich¬
mond and in Virginia for tho presenl
Chlef Executlve.

Sergoant Bidgood's opponent was

candldates foregathered ln the halls
and tho association room, joshlng
oach other about the eloctlon, but
naturally ncrvous over the result.
Sergeant Jame-s was tho llrst to con-

gratulate the neAV offlcer.
In accordance wlth tho anclent

charter of the organlzation, Captain
Clarence Wyatt, presldent of the Rlch¬
mond Llght Infantry Blues' Associa¬
tlon, although not hlmself now in ser¬

vice, preslded. Sergeant AVarron M.
Goddard acted as secretary.

Two VoteH Wlthout Itcsult.
'J'ho first ballot rosulted: Bldgood,

20; James, 15. A majorlty of tho
cnrolment of the company, or 26
yotes, was requlred to elect. At the
second trlal, Bldgood recelved 21 votes
and Jamos 15, anothor man having ar¬

rlved.
Consultatlons Avero then hold, ln

view of tho apparont deadlock. Ser¬
geant James magnanlmously told his
friends to withdraw hls name. Thls
was done, and the thlrd ballot showod
a unanlmous voto for Sergeant Bld¬
good.
A committee the-n went after the

new offlcer, and, despite hls objections,
lt escorted hlm to the company room.

This year among tho special guests
wll] be a number of dlgnltarlcs from
Knglund and other lands across tho
sea, The conclave ls preslded over by
the grand master of the Grand En-
campment. Once ln tho past thls hon¬
or fell to a A'irginian, when from
1SS3-'S6, Robert Knoch AVithers occu-
pled the high offlce and presided at the
Grand Encampment,

AS'hlle In Chicago the A'lrginia
knights will make thelr headquarters
at the Palmer HouBe, where thoy wlli
entertaln. Thousands of lnvitations,
worded as follows, have been issued:
"The Grand Comrnandery, Knights

Templars of A'lrginia, cxtends knlght-
ly courtesles. Palmer House, parlora
V and AV, Chicago, August 10."
The A'Irglnlana will entertaln In

royal fashion. They will serve thelr
guests wlth real old-fashloned Vlr¬
glnla dinnera, conslstlng of fried
chlcken, Smithfield ham, hot blscuits,
mlnt juleps and those other thlngs
whlch have hclped make A'lrginia dln-
ners famous. Several barrels of Vlr¬
glnla mlnt will be carrled along, aa
wlli the other prerequisite for the fra-
grant concoctton.

Especlal interest attaches to the fact

that Colonel Boykln, of Rlchmond, haa
been appointed an ald to the chlef mar.
shal of the parade. ln the parade tho
A'lrginia Comrnandery will be thlrd ln
lino, thls posltion corresponding to its
entrance into the Grand Comrnandery.
The commanderies of the States of
Massachusetts and Rhode Island and
the comrnandery of Now York were ad¬
mitted before the A'lrginia Comrnand¬
ery, whlch became a part of the Grand
Comrnandery in November, 1823.
The conclave thls year will be the

grandest in tho history of the order.
The city of Chicago has provided the
sum of $250,00} for electrical llluml-
nations alone, and tho othor features
for the receptlon and cntertainment of
the knights havo been arranged on tho
same lavish scale. The knights will bo
in session the entire weok. Tho grand
parade on Tuesday will be the largest
ever held at a conclave. The revlew-
ing stand whlch has been erected for
the occasion is four blocks long and
wll] accommodate 50,000 people. One
of tho decorations ls tho entranoe arch,
whlch is intended to represent the en¬
trance to the clty. It is constructod
ln tho form of an anclent battlement,
wlth turrets and towers, whlch will bo
magniflcently llluminated at night. An¬
other magniiicent feature of the deco-
ratlon ia a mammoth repreaentation
of the badgo of the order, whlch ls 130
feet high, the colors of tho emblem
being shown at nlght by 5,000 electric
lamps.

itl-tuberculosls Hocloty ln Vlrglnla,
ter havlng organized such a eoclety
Georgla.
The league also attempted to follow
ie lnstructlona of Dr. Levy, of tho

e, owing to the nature of the meas-
res prescrlbcd.

Coiored NurnrN Aid.
The coiored league has been some-
hat handicapped by the lack of fundj
1th which to carry on the work ltould llke to accompllsh. Whutever
ork lt has done has been wlthout as-
stanco from State or municipal
mrces. Notwlthstandlnc thls short-
je, a board of slxteen vislting nursei
ns been malntulned in Richmond, and
ie work done has been productlve of
itich good.
Mary S. Clark, a reglstered nurse ol
!2 North Second Street. is president
f the Coiored Vlsiting Nurses' Asso-
atlon. and she. wlth flfteen other col-
red nurses, has glven her tlme and
:-rvlces to the work wlthout promis*
f remuneratlon. The work of thes«»
Jlored nurses has beon almost entirely
mong indlgent cases, and was volun-
Lry.
The local society has also acconi-
llshed much sood by holding pubiic
leetinKS in churches, which havo been
ivariably well attended. The society
as also held nelghborhood mectlngs.
olng Into private houses and ralllng
l the neighbors for a course of ln-
tructlon. Theso instructlons havo
een along general llnes approved by
iie health authorities, and one thlng
hat has been lmpressod upon the peo-
lc is the necesslty of proper ventlla-
lon In the homes, ln tho schools and
i churches and other publlc meeting
laces.

Co-opernte Wlth Othor Ilodlei.
At the meeting of the league In
lampton, plans wero adopted. as a re-
ult of whlch the work wlll bo car-
lcd on even more actlvely than before.
