NONE CAN FORECAST RESULT

Both Claim Ovcrwheluiing Vic¬
tor}'.City of Richniond Will

Dccidc Contest.

On the ove of the Thlrd District Con¬
gressional primary, both the candl¬
dates for the Democratlc nomination
nre clalmlng vlctory. Thls- is a habit
that candldates have, Since thc dawn
of modern politics, there Is no case

on record, save ln Instances where a

nominee wns leading the confessedly
hopeless light ot some nilnor party,
in whlch the nsplrant forecast hls de¬
feat.

c.m be no question that un-

certalnty hnngs around lhe result of
to-morrow'_ election. Thla arises
largely from the apatliy whlch o.xlsted
during most of the campalgn, the sud-
ui-n interest which has been aroused
and whlch has gruwn wlth astoundlng
rapidity during the past three days,
and thc lack ol orgunl-utton of the
force* of the two candldates.

L«tiinates of the total vote vur_c
wfdely, and have been changed since
tbe debate of Thursday nlght ln boiith
Rlchmond. Lack <if publlc Interest led
to the bellef that thn vote would be
very light, but the revlvlng activity
of a riny'or iwo has Introduce.! an elc-
ment of doubt whlch makes any kind
of un estimate exceedlhgly riitiicult.

Climige-»l' i-'riint.
Men who on Thursday last. when

asked about lhe campalgn, declared
that they bad not thought about lt
and did not intend to vote. now un-
nounce that they wlll spend the day
at the polls ln tbe interest of their
favorlte candidate. So sudden has
beon the change in the attitude of the
pubilc.
Under these qircumstancos, estimntes

nre necessarlly vague. As a matter of
fact, they have never at nny timo been
definite, nor have the candldates had
the sort of organization upon whlch
forecasts of results are usually hased.

\\ iien asked about the probahle re¬

sult. Captaln John Lamb, the lncum¬
bent candidate, was uncertaln. He had
no figures on the total vote likely to

be east, nor could he say anything
.bout what he thought tho result
¦would be In Richmond or In any coun¬

ty of tho dlstrlct He thought, how¬
ever, that he would get twlce as many
votes as his opponent, Judge T. Asliby
AVickham, and that he would carry thc
rnotropolis and every county.
For more expllclt information he re¬

ferred a representative of The Times-
Dlspatch to one of his campnign man-
airers. Tho latter sald he had no deft-
nlte figures, but eohoed the convlction
that Captain Lamb would be success¬

ful by a large majority.
rtnlniM Itlchinond.

.Judge Wlckham is somewhat more
clear. He was under the Impression
that somethlng more than 4,000 votes
would be east in Greater Richmond.
and that he could get 2..100 of these.
lt is but falr to hlm to say, however,
that thls estimate was glven prlor to
the development- of the last dny or

two, and that he has made no addi¬
tlonal figures on the new basls, since,
as polnted out above, that would be an
almost Impossible task.
As to the counties. Judge Wickhnm

thinks he wlll cairy Henrico ani
Goochland ny large niajorlties. He is
doubtful about Hanover. King Wll¬
llam, Chesterfield, Charles City and
.lames City. belng somewhat Inclined
to give these to his opponent. New
Kent he regards as in doubt. He
thinks hls majority in Henrico and
Goochland wlll be sumclent to almost
1-alance Captain Lamb's posslble ma-
Joritles in the other counties, and that
ln consequence nis Richmond lead of
1.000 wlll he praclically hls majority
ln thc district...^ ¦.

It was sald
that In markets and other places whero
meat and foodstuffs are offered for
sale, flles, gnats and bugs swarm upon
them und taste of tho sweetness flrst.
Doga and cats have also been known
to take a blte out of meat whlch Is
aftorwardn sold to the publlc. Bcsldes
the inroads whlch insects and anlmals
r. ake ,,n the food, dlrt Illtors through
tt ;' ples, cakes, meats and the llke,
tuttlag ihe food to be most unsanltary.

POLICE DRAGNET
Vicious Charactci's Without Visi-

blc Means of Support Placed
Under Arrest.

TWO RAIDS BRING IN 103

Rcccnt F.pidcmic of Pctty Crimes
Leads to Siiting of

Underworld.

Following out a pollcy Inaugurated
severai weeks ago as a preventlve
agalnst the smaller crlmes and nilsde-
meahors committed by tho ldlo and
vlclous class, a uouble rald was made
by the pollce early yesterday morn¬

lng, and as a result more than a hun¬
dred negroes, alleged to be of the Idle
and vlclous class, wero lorkod up ln
both pollce B-ationa on various charges
of disorderly conduct, vagrancy iaw

proillgacy.
Ralds ln each dlstrlct wern begun

slmultaneously. Sergcants Shoemaker
and Nclsz led the rald ln the Socoml
Distrlct, wlth Prlvates Walker, Clnrke.

Krengel. Acree. Richardson and
Shleids. In the First District the men

were led by Sorgeants Sowell. Zlmmer
and Wlley, who were followed by Prl¬

vates Brantley, Folkes, Smith, Atkln¬
son, Warrlner, Rcrnsteln, Gentry,
Kuhn. Grlffln. Mltchell, Jennlngs and

Bryant. Slxtv men and women of all

ages, varleties and sizes were cor-

ralled ln the First Dlstrlct, and forty-
three were run ln from the Second
Distrlct.

HnldM Onlelly Conducted.
It was shortly after 2 o'clock when

the forces moved qulctly out. of the
statlon houses and set out on thelr

quest. In the Flrst Dlstrlct the rald
extended from Ryan's Alley. down on

lower Main Street, up to College Al-
ley, whlch runs north of Broad. So

qulet was the work done that few of

those for whom the pollce were look¬

ing had an opportunity of escaping.
They were caught like sheep. and
were so closely surrounded that any
attempt to break away was qulckly
folled by dlscrotlonary use of tho
night stlck. They were llned up ln
an alley, while the patrol wagon
made severai trips to take them all
Into the statlon. They cursed, pleaded
and wept. The women crled. protest-
Ing thelr Innocence. But they were

malnly old customers, nearly all of
them wero known and recognlzed as

thieves, crapshooters, idlers and pro-
fllgates, men and women who live by
slelght of hand rather than by honest
work. It ls hard to catch them In any
speclflc act, and often, when caught.
the vagnrle3 of the law nfford only
loo many loopholes of escape. There¬
fore. the authorities decided. after
contlnued reports of petty thefts.
housobreaklngs and other llke crlmes
nnd mlsdemeanors had pournd into
headquarters, that the only thlng to
3o was to corral the whole lot of sus-
pects on charges from whlch they
could not escape and brlng them Into
court. The first tlme a raid of this
sort was mndo Justice Crutchfield sent
nearly the whole gang to jall. and
thero was a notlceable decrease ln
petty offenses. So, It was decided to
make a second rald, so that all the
bad characters who were not caught
before might be caught In the blg
drngnet thls tlme.

Seven WngonloadM.
In the Second District tho rald was

confined mostly to Brook Avonue.
Most of the crowd was caught wlthln
one block. The offlcers started at
both ends of the block. and closed In
on the negroes, gradually gettingthem closer and closer until all were
huddlcd together ln a group. One or
two dashed away and escaped. The
others were backed up agalnst a wall
and held until the patrol automobilemade severai Lrips to carry them
away. There wero many women inthe crowd, but thelr charactors wer©believed to be as qucstlonable as thosoof tho men.
The pollce did not attempt to arrestthose who were not known to be nro-fllgates and Idlers, and in every in-

stance those negroes who are knownto be workers and to have good char¬acters. were rcleased If thov werecaught accidentally i. the (iraKnetThe police confined their operationsonly to those who they have reasonto believe do not work for thelr liv¬ing and never show visiblo means ofsupport.

Northwest Corner of Ninth and Main Streets
in Ante-Bellum Days Was Site of Grave-

Certainly, lt would never occur to any
one, other tban to those of the older
generation, that lt represents a loca¬
tlon ln the very heart of the business
district of Richmond. where to-day.
every hour, hundreds of street cars.
automobllea and vehiclcs wond thelr
way in an unending crash of trafflc.

COUNCIL TIED UP
OVERDOCKSTREET

Problem of Improvements Is
Passed On to Incoming

Street Committee.
One of the Important matters that

the new Councll wlll have to wrestTe
with la the enforcement of an_ ordi¬
nance recently p.dopted requlring the
Southern Rallway to change the loca¬
tlon of its tracks on Dock Street. Thc
enforcement of thls ordinance was held
up about two weeks ago by the Street
CommlUee, on petltlon by tho rallroad
and property owners ln the vlclnlty ot
Dock Street. The reason assigned for
tho adoptlon of the measuro ls that
traitic is congested by the prescut loca¬
tlon of the tracks.

General Superlntendent H. K Hutch-
ens appeared before the Street Com¬
mittee about ten days ago and appealed
to that body on behalf of tho rallroad
not lo compel the Southern to change
the locatlon of its tracks at this tlme.

us a result of the tracks of the rall¬
road,
A petltlon slgned by a large number

of abutting property owners on Dock
Street was liled_ wlth the committee,
protesting against tho removal of tho
tracks. After protests hud been heard
by the committoe, Alderman Klmmor-
mann made a motlon, whlch wao adopt¬
ed, that the members of the .committee
vlslt Doclc Street and see for themselves
Whether or not trafflc ls congested on
account of tho present location of the
tracks.

It was said yesterday by Chairman
Adams, of the Street Committee, that
the members had not vlslted Dock
Streot and would not do so now, be¬
cause it would be Impossible to declde
what recommondatlon to make before
the new Councll ls organized. ln the
meantime the ordinance wlll not be
onforced, ponding action by tho new
Street Committee.

Construction News, of Chicago.

"The falllng off ls ln tho big cities,

loss of 67 per cent.; Chicago, 23; Phll¬
adelphia, 11; Pittsburg, 3fi; Cleveland,
15, and St. Louis, 4; Omaha, 43; Rochjj
eater, 47; New Orleans, 18, and ln a

long 11st of smaller clties in which one
or two buildings exert a marked influ¬
ence ii: the percentage, but do not ma-

terially concern the general situation.
"Among those showlng gains wero

St. Paul, 45; Minneapolls, 15; Kansas
City, lfl; Indianapolis, 41; Duluth, 46;
Seattle, 28; Los Angeles, 29, and Louls¬
vllle, 20. Two Southern cities had
phenomenal Increascs, including At¬
lanta, 185, and Rlchmond, 60 per cent.

"Bullding operations ln the leading
clties for July show a small increase
in tho number of buildings, but thero
is a decrease In cost. Permits were
taken out in forty-iivo clties for the
month just closed, for tho construction
of 12,718 buildings, lnvolvlng a total
estimated cost of $37,423,830. as against
12.6S9 buildings aggregating in cost
$50,600,338 for the correspondlng month
a year ago, an Increase of twenty-nlne
buildings and a decrease of $13,176,508,
or 26 per cont. :n cost."
