"Wallace, Idaho, announclng the death
of nfty-onc of the men. He also ex-

pressed grave concern for the safety
cf Ranger Joseph B. Palm and nlnety-
four men, who werc surrounded by
tire Saturday nlght ln the forest on
the blg fork of the Coeur D'Alene
Rlver, near where another party lost.
thirteen men. Palm waa for yearjfthe
best football and baseball player of
the Washlngton State College, at Pull¬
man.
Tho charrcd bodles of twenty fire-

lighterB \vere found yesterday on Setz-
er Creek. ln the St. Joe county. Two
severely scorched Japanese dragged
themselves to Avery, Idaho, last night
and told of the death of ten of their
companions. The twelve r men, em¬
ployes of the Chicago, Mllwaukee and
Puget Sound Rallroad, had gone out to
flght tlres. They were surrounded by
flames ond only two men escaped death.
Tho number of deaths in Washlngton

to-day was reduced to three, all In
the Pend D'OrollIe Valley, near New
port. One of these victims, Mrs. Er<_t,t
Delnehardt, wlfe of a rancher. .__ the
'only woman known to b'^e been
.-burned to death ln any of'<rie fires. .

\*urday afternoon and jiight, when greatJbodles of men jv-iro strivlng to-check
/the (lames ln <j-der to save the various/.towns that werc threatened.!. The n__.ii.es of many of tho dead never

j wlll. £.e known. When the groups ofi fire-righters were overwhelmed the
\ camps were also destroyed, the clothes
j tvere burned o(t the bodies of the menj and the bodles were often so greatlyj charrcd that seaechers stepped on
them, thlnklng they were pieces ofJ burned logs.

< Situation Ia Improved.
Mlssoula, Mont, August 24._To-day's

developments ln the forset flre situa¬
tion In Montana were encouraglng.
For tho first time in severai days the
sun shown through the pall of smoke
that has hung over Mlssoula. Hope¬
ful reports came from all directions.
Men, reported as missing, were

found. The intensity of tho flames
j-was greatly reduced by the snow and
rain last nlght. All towns in the flre
'area are now out of danger.

Thero are only nlne authentlce cases
;©f death In Montana. These include
elght mlners at the Bulllon Mlne near

JBorax, and ono death at Taft. A few
¦jjBtlll are missing, but these gradually
<aro dlmlnshlng as cammnunlcatlon Is
restored.

- Tho day also brought a denial of the
report that a Chicago Mllwaukee and
Puget Sound traln was hommed in by
flre.ln Northern Idaho.
Wlth assurances that the storm of

Inst nlffht had materlally lessened the
danger, scores of rofugees started to-
day from Mlssoula to return to thelr
deserted homes along-tho Coeur d'Alene
Une of tlie Northern Paclflc.
Those" returnlng homeward were

prlnclpally people living between Sal-
tez and Iron Mountain. Some of them
havo lost thelr homes, while others
who never expected to see thelrs again
will flnd them undamaged. The refu-
gecs are carrled to thelr homes free.
Forestry ofllcers to-day received

word from Kootenal National Forest
that conditions were Improved and
that Libby and Troy were safe.

gress eighteen years. from 1879 to
1807, Mr. Call occupled an Important
place on severai commlttees.

a native of Russellville, Ky.. and was

seventy-slx years old. In boyhood ha
went to Florlda. At the outbreak of
the Civil War Mr. Call enlisted as a

volunteer 'n the Confederacy, and be¬
fore the close of hostilitlcs became ad-
Jutant-gencral of Florlda troops. He
was presldentlal elector-at-large in
1S72 and 1871; member of the Demo¬
cratic National Executlve Committee,
1R76. and delegate to the Democratlc
national convention, 1876. After leav¬
ing publlc life Senator Call practtccd
law in Jacksonvllle, Fla

OT TO PAS.
Convention of Annex-

ation to Japan Has
Been Signed.

DETAILS'KEPT
FROM PUBLIC

Final Merger Will Take Place in
Closing Days of This Month.
Outbreaks Likey to be Ex-
cited by Dissatisfied Kore-
ans. Trouble Feared

at Seaul.

Washlngton, D- C, August 2...
Baron Uchida, Japanese ambassador
to tho United States, came to Wash¬
ington to-day from Buena Vlsta
Sprlngs, Pa., where he ls spending thc
summer, for a conference wlth Actlng
Secretary Wilson, of the State Depart¬
ment. While both the ambassador and
secretary decline to discuss the object
of the vlslt, it is believed that the
baron bore a copy of the text of the
conventlon reported to have been con-
cluded between Japan and Korea for
the Japanese control of the "Hermlt
Kingdom," and a message from the
Japanese government to the Unlted
States, hearing on the purpose of the
Jlikado ln taking this step. If the
State Department has received a copy
of the text, however, Mr. Wilson de¬
cllned to make it publlc at this time,
pending authorlzatlon from Tokio.
The Unlted States has a number of

treaties with Korea, whlch would be
affected by the proposed control cf
Korea by Japan, and negotlatlons are

expected to be^opened shortly between
the two governments looking to an
agreement on the status of these In-
struments.

Conventlon Signed Auguat 22.
Tokio, August 24..The text of the

conventlon under whlch Korea ls an¬
nexed to Japan was communicated at
11 o'clock this mornlng to the repre¬
sentatlves of the powers. The docu¬
ment, which. according to now estab¬
lished fact, was slgned August 22, wlU
be effective when ofllclally promul-
gated. Thls wlll occur, according to
some of the mlnlsters. August 29 or
August 30, when tne independent ex-
istence of the hermlt kingdom, the
struggle for whose control started the
Kusso-Japaneso war, wlll cease.
Baron Hlrata, Minister of the Inte¬

rior, summoned the proprletors of all
the Japanese newspapers to hls Cabi¬
net to-day and requested them to pub¬
lish' no unaiithorized Information re¬
garding the situation in Korea.
He polnted out that sucji publicatlon

under exlstlng conditions would only
Ijiake the task of the Japanese gov¬
ernment- in carrylng out ..ie annexa-
tton more dlfflcult. Th_ newspapers
agreed to hls wishes and nothing re¬
garding the annexatlon beyond ofllclal
statements wlll therefore bo publlshed
here before the publicatlon of the pro-
mulgatlon of the conventlon.

Some Fear of Diaorder.
The Japanese government, whloh

has a large number of representatlves
already ln Korea, wlll be prepared to
take over the machlnery of adminlstra¬
tlon. in Korea without any delay. Con¬
siderable uneaslness" ls reported at
Seoul, owing to the circulation of
threats of Clsorder following the an¬
nexatlon.
These emanate, according to the

yiew taken fcere, from malcontents
who have not recelved the considera¬
tion which they thlnk thelr due ln the
provlslon made by the conventlon for
the future of the Korean royal famiiy,
nobles and offlcials.
Sporadlc outbreaks ln protest agalnst

the absorptlon of Korea by Japan are

anticlpated, but serlous riollng or even
wldespread objectlon from the Koreans
to tha' annexatlon ls not expected.

Xo Surprlae ln England.
London, August 24..Although the

long-'expected offlcial announcement of
the ^.nnexatlon bf Korea by Japan has
aroused the greatest Interest ln diplo¬
matic and business clrcles, lt causes no
surprlse.
.The British Foreign Offlce has for
some tlme been conductlng Informal
negotlatlons wlth Japan wlth the vlew
of protectlng Brltlsh interests in Ko¬
rea under the Anglo-Japanese treaty
of alliance, negotiated in 1905.
Thls treaty. stlpulated that the free

hand enjoyed by Japan ln Korea shall
be subject to the "prlnclple of equal
opportunltles for the commerce and
Industry of all nations."
Business Interests insist that this

glves to Great Brltaln the opportunity
of negotiating a speclal commercial
treaty affecting Korea, under whlch
the advantapes of the exlstlng arrange¬
ments wlth Korea would -not be lost.

WOUND HAS HEALED
Mayor Gaynor Soon WlU Be Able to

Leave Hospltal.
New York, August 24..The bullet

wound ln Mayor Oaynor's neck has
healed on the outslde and the. lr-
ritation of the throat.caused by granu-
latlon on the lnslde has ceased, The
Mayor ate heartlly to-day and wlll go
back to-morrow to hls rogular dlet of
three- meals a day. He was allowed
to take a little exerclse ln the hos¬
pltal corrldors to-day.
No bulletins are issued now, and only

the hospital physicians are ln'attend¬
ance. There will be a oonsultatlon of
physicians toward tho end of thls
weok to flx the date at whloh it will
be wise to allow the Mayor to leave.

Republlcnn county conventlon of
Orleana county, In aelectlng riele-
gntea to tbe State conventlon tn-
dny, lnatnicted tbem to fnvor Theo¬
dore Roosevelt for tempornry cliuir-
mnn of the conventlon over Sher-
mnn.

Utica. N. Y., August 24..Theodoro
Roosevelt served notice to-day that he
would wage war wlthout quarter on the
Old Guard of the Republlcan party ln
New York State. Having been drawn
into the flght, as he says, against hls
wlll, he has determlned to pursue lt
to the end, Wln or lose. Colonel Roose¬
velt's attitude was Indlcated more

clearly than at any tlme before by a

statement which he Issued to-day. Tho
statement follows:
..They wlll have all tlie flght they

want. 1 am only golng to tlie con¬

vention becnuae 1 feel that the publlc
intcreata, the Intcreata of the people
of _Vew York demand thnt the Repub¬
lican-party be given a chance to atand
¦quarely and unconipromliilngly for
clean, decent, honeat polltlca.
"I go to thnt conventlon to 'make

the apeech exuetly na lt hnd been
planned origlnally, and wblle I hope
there wlll be enough good aenne to

prevent nny one oppoalng the prtncl-
plea for whlch J ahall atand, yet If

they do oppoae them, then lt la thelr
own nflair, and ao far aa I am con¬

cerned, tUe laaue ahall be absolutely
clenn-cut."

Haa Hla Eyes Open.
The colonel sald that he was golng

Into the flght wlth his eyes open, and
wlth a full r.alization of ihe fact Ihat
he mlght not be successful. He sald
he felt that. on account of the atti¬
tude of members of. the organization,
he was at perfect liberty to carry on

uncoropromlslng warfare.
Some of Colonel Roosevelt's closest

frlends ln the State have told hlm
that they were doubtful as to the out-

oome, and he has replled that he hlm¬
self felt that even should he be suc¬

cessful ln the State conventlon at
Saratoga the result| of the electlon
would be ln grave doubt. The colonel
has told hls frlends that he dld not
feel suro thatajJhe Roosevelt-Hughes
forces would receive unqualifled sup¬
port from the organization at the
polls.

Colonel Roosevelt's Indorsement of
State Senator Frederlck Davenport
yesterday was the flrst step ln the
flght whlch he expects to carry on

from now until electlon tlme. He de¬
cided to-day to go to the State Falr
ln Syracuse on September 17 to speak,
and at that time may talk politics.
Vlce-Presldent Sherman, who ls one

of the central flgures ln the struggle,
and whom Colonel Roosevelt .opposed
by hls Indorsement of Senator Daven¬
port, sald emphatlcally to-nlght that
he would not talk about the situation.

Dld Not Set Sherman.

Is Anticipated.

Managua, Nlcaragua August 24..
General Juan Estrada ls on the way to
Managua from Chontales, and on hls
arrlval here wlll assume the post of
Provisional President of the province.
Acting President Estrada antlclpates
a peaceful inauguratlon of hls brother,
but is taking the neceksary precautions
to put down any disorder. The capltai
to-night is tranquil.
The traln bearing the peace commts-

slon, appolnted by Acting President
Estrada, and also the Spanish and Ital¬
lan consuls, while bound for Granada,
where the commission expected to meet
General Estrada, was flred upon by
mlstake near Granada by provisional
sentrles. The commlsslon is expected
to return to the capltal tornlght.

It now turns out that severai sol¬
dlers were killed by the populace
which flred volleys at the carrlage of
the fleeing President, Madriz, when hei
was belng driven to the lako front to
board ;a lake eteamer for Corlnto.
Madriz hlmself was uninjured, but was
provented from boarding the steamer,
and, aided by Aureiio Estrada, a broth¬
er of Juan and Jose Estrada, boarded
the train, which was waltlng to take
the peace commlsslon to Granada, and
started on hls way to Corlnto.

Prlaon Walla Mined.
Prlor to the fall of Managua the sec¬

retary of the penitentiary voluntarily,
made an a.ddavlt beforo American Con¬
sul Olivares tnat the walls of the pris¬
on, contalnlng severai hundred prlson¬
ers, had been mined by ne of the
keepers. Mr. Olivares immedlately
called on "**Presfdont Madriz and re¬
quested that an investigation of the
affair be mado.
This Madriz refused to grant, and

Mr. Olivare. demanded tho removal
from the prison of William P. Pltt-
man, of Boston, who was under arrest

j there on an allegatlon that he had lald
mlnea at Blueflelds on behalf of the

j revolutlonia_£.
i Madriz y__*ranteed _ho safety: of
i Plttman and promlsed to release hlm
I the following morning. This was done.
The American and other consuls then
demanded, ln the namo of humanlty,
that the keeper .who, lt was alleged,
had mined the walls- should bo dls¬
missed from hls posltlon.
This demand was also granted, and

the keeper thereupon confessed the
plot and declared that he intended to
touch a button and explode. the mlnes
when the revolutlonlsts entered the
city or upon the downfall of Madriz.

Madriz, of Nlcaragua, arrived here to-
day/ Dr. Madriz and hls lieutenants,
who fled from Managua Sunday nlght,
remaln at Amapala, Honduras.

TRY TO STEAL SCHOOL
Luiid-Griibbera After IndiunV Inatitu-

tlon.
Pawhuska, Okla, August 24..An al¬

leged attempt of land-grabbers to gain
possesslon of the $1,000,000 government
Indlan school at Chilocco, ln Northern
Oklahorna, was told of to-day before
the congressional committee, whlch ls
investlgatlng Indlan land contracts.
The school comprlses numerous stone

buildings and 8,000 acres of land, and
ls open to all Indlan chlldren except
those of the flve clvilized trlbes. The
land is valued at $400,000, and tho
buildings at $600,000, Representations
had been made at Washington, lt was
said, that the buildings were dllapl-
dated, the farra lands of Ilttle value
and that the Indlans refused to send
thelr children to the school.
The committee made a thorough In¬

spectlon of the school.- The equlpment
was found to be ln excellent condltlon
and the farm lands among the most
productive ln the State. "Land-grab¬
bers," tt was said, had had agenta
worklng at Washington in an effort
to get the government to sell tho prop¬
erty for a small amount.

and Mr. Straus has met wlth such on-
posltlon from the more radloal of those
who do not share hls vlows that ho
has decided to dlscontlnue tho charlty.

They gavo
thelr names as Wllllam D. Albort, of
New Bedford; Charles Mltchell, of
Worcester; E. W. Llllya, of Lowell;
Charles Turner, of Cambrldge, and
George White. of Somervllle. They
reached thls clty on tho revenue cutter
Apache, to whlch they were transforred
last nlght from vessels of tho tnid-
shlpmen's practlce squadron, now at
the mouth of the Patuxent Rlver. on

whlch they wore brought from ttie

Azores at the request of the Unlted
States consul stationed there. They
had been placed ln hls custody hy Cap¬
taln Carvallo. of the whaler Pedro
Varllla,- of New Bedford. Also ln cus¬

tody are Jeremlah McCarthy and John
W. Haddock, Ilkowise members ot the
crew of the Varllla. who are held js
witnesses. Haddock declares the men

charged wlth mutiny were thc r ng-
leaders in the affair whlch brought
kbout tfte arre_t_. The speclflc^.llega-tlon agalnst the men Is that they ais-

abled the Varllln by mutllatlng the
wlndlass and throwlng lt «*«*""&

men arrested acknowledgo. adding the

allegatlon that they were hrutally
treated and altogether lnadequately
fed, and that thelr protest to Captaln
Carvallo was dlsregarded.
The men arrested say lt was to com-

pel the captaln to take them "some¬
where else" that they mlght be able
to "get better" that they threw the
wlndlass overboafd.
The Varllla salled from New Bedford

Aprll 27 lfist for a two-years' whaltng
crulse. .The men claim they were so

mlserably fed that on July 3 they
complalncd to the captaln, who ls sald
to have replled:

"It thls doesn't suit, go somewhere
else and get better."
On July 4 the captaln ond Portuguese

mate broke up two games of cards the
men were playing. Two days lator
tho wlndlass was dlsnblcd. All the
men then on watch were put in lronn,
and so kept until Haddock and McCar¬
thy made statements implicating the
men arrested. The latter are said to
have been kept in Irons twonty-elght
days until thelr arrlval at Fayal, Azo-
ran Island. during which time thelr
fare. they declare. consisted of a pleoe
of hardtack and a pot of water daily.
Thoy were given a prellmlnary hearing
by United States CommlRsioner Bond
on board the Apache before belng
brought to this clty._^
