MAKES A NEW

RECORD

FOR MONUMENT CATCH

Washington,
livan, one of the calchers of the Chi-
cago YWhite Sox baseball r.eam,'m-dny
dupllcated lzst yenr's feat of Charlie

Street, the Washington catcher, by
catehing & ball thrown from one of
the windows at the top of the Wash-
ington Monument, then triplicated the
feat hy catchlng twoe other Dballs
thrown from the sime eminence—a
record that is Ilkely to stand for many
moong to come,

Ever slnce Btreet's stunt was an-
nounced, baseball catchers the coun-
try over have been talking nbout it,
and not & few of them have confessed
to a'desirsa to emulate it. Sullivan
was among this number, and on each
visit of his team to Washington he
would spend many hours gazing

longingly and speculatively at the top|

of the big stons shaft.

The Chlcago White Eox are In Wash-
Ington ‘this week for thelr last visit
of the season of 1810, and to-day they
playe#d their last game on the local
lot. Sulllvan worked bohind the hat
yesterday, and as he did not expect
to be called upon to play in the game
to-day, he determined to utilize this
final opportunity for a try u«t the
monument cateh.

Walsh Does the “Pltching.”

A permlt was secured from Col.
Spencer Cosby, tha officer In charge of
the publle bulldings and grounds, and
at 11 o'clock this morning Sullivan
and a coterio of White Sox players
gathered at the base of the monument.
Blg Ed Walsh, winper of vesterday's
pltchers’ battle against Walter John-
Bon, waes among the number, and he

Walsh put considerable speed behind
the throw from the win®ow In order
to counteract as much as possible the

Aakes Cood Catch.

Agaln the'braeze proved a handicap,
and not until the tenth ball or the
second lot—or the twenty-fourth actu-
ally thrown—did Sulllven get fairly
under one 'of the falling pellets. Thia
twenty-fourth ball he:'caught falrly,
and while the spectators chéered loud-
1y, Bulllvan shoved it in'his pocket to
be kept as ' a souvenir!

Meantime Dr, Harry White, mnn,v
tilme conquerer of tha Nationals, had
evolved o theory all of his own that
the balls ought to be thrown further
into the field, and while the crowd
again waited he walked up tha monu-
ment steps, and, etanding well within
the window to securs the space nec-
ersary for 2 good swing. he hurled ball
after ball as far as posslbla down the
monument hill.  Sulllvan caught the
very first one—and just to show that
it was not an accident, also caught the
fifth,

Minxed by Narrow Margin

Of the other ten balls thrown Sul-

llvan wges able to sprint under only
one, and that one he missed by a nar-
row margin. Consequently, out of thir-
nine balls tossed from the monument
top, Sulllvan caught thred:
« The only baszeball paraphernalla that
the catcher wore was his hig leather
mitt, his cap and his spiked shoes, All
of the catches wsare made on the south
gide of the monument, Sulllvan thus
befng enabled to leep the sun at hia
back. :
