California Woman Finds It Hard

to Get Along Honorably
in New York.

New York, August 30..The young
woman who shot herself over the heart
at tlie Hotel Astor last night was iden-
tlfled to-nlght, after a day of mystcry,
as Vera Fitch, ot Oakland, Cai. Her
condltion ls crltical.'
Sho walked into tho hotel shortly be¬

foro mitlnlght last nlght and seated her¬
self in the womau's room. A moment
later she shot herself In the breust.
She was conscious when taken lo the
hospital.

'¦I did it mysclf," was all she would
say, steadfastly rcfu3ing to tell,who
sho was or whero sho llved. She is
about twenty-nve years oid, of medium
height and llght complexlon, woro no
jewelry antl had only a small amount
of money wlth her ln a hand bag.

ln thc black silk handbag, whlch
was plcked up ln the walting room of
the. hotel, were found threo lettors,
bearing tlio datc of August IS. They
were addre;.sed "Dearest Blanche,"
"Dcarest Slstor" and ".Alolhor Doar."

JOHN MOORE HAD POISON

Witri-ss Tells of Bcinff Sliown
Bottlc by Man on Trial

for Murder.

[Speclnl to Tho Tlmes-Dlspaioli.j
Lexington; Vn.. August HO..Trlal of

John Moore, charged wlth tbo mur¬

der of C. I-'rank Howell on May 13,
contlnued to-day boforo Ihe Nelson
Circuit Court, Judgo Clordon presldlng.

Dr. Mallot, professor of chemlatry at
the University of Virginia, testilled
that he found OS-100 pnrt of pure
strychnlno ln llowcll's stomach, also
nbout slx ounces of a grucl-ltke sub-
stance, whlch conslstcd of fooda of dlf-
ferent klntla. Hc stated that therii
were cases on record in which ono
half grain of strychnlno had proved
fatal, and further reiated the symp-
toms characteristic of strychnine pols¬
oning,

Dr. Mceks, Dr. Woodson nnd Dr.
Waro, tho three phyalclans who made
tho poat-mortein examlnatlon, testl-
fied that they found Howell's ""braln,
spinal cord, liver, lungs and apleun
much congested; that the handa were

cllncbed, the heart normal and ompty,
thc other organs normal, nnd that tho
entlro exHmlnatlon Inutcated strych¬
nlno poison.

Dr. Waro stated that Mrs. Howell
mado a atntement to him ori thc nlght
of the polsoning coneurnlng the death
of her huabnnd, whlch led him to be¬
lieve that Howell dled of natural
causes, and after thc post-mortom sho
made another statement to him, con-
tradlctory to the lirst one, and charged
that John Moore polaoned him.

Saw lloitli- of Strychnine.
T. L. Campbell teatltled tliat Moore
