Demind for Increased Wages De-
‘cided on Her Testimony.

A most Interesting article written
[n tha current number of the Delin-
eator magazine, by Mary o, Field,
glves an account of how the demand
by the Brotherhood of Switchmen, on
the Chleago rallways, for increased
woges, wns mettled In favor of tha
workingmen, on the testimony of thelz
wivea and mothers and sisters, the
women behind the purse, who camea
inte court to prove to the commis-
#loners what had been the Increase in
lving for waorkers supporting  an
aversge family of five people upon an
income ranglng from $50 to $100 a
month.

The firet woman to go on the stand
was BMre. Jennle Olson, whose hus-
band recelved about $40 a month, Mrs,
Olson sald that for the lost two yenrs
ghe had been unable to uuprmft her
family decently on her husband's sal-
ary and send her children to school,
Her eldest daughter had gotten day
work, and night work during vaca-
tion, that she might attend tne High
Echools properly dressed and with-
out Ilpnereaged expensa to her parente.
Mrs, Olson herself had to leave her
children at homp so that she might,
us she expressed It, “not be dunn::d

‘ {o desth and live someways decent”
Cont Then and Now.

Asked by the commizsoner aa to the
change In prices that had so increased
the cost of 1llving., Mrs. Olson sald:
“] used tn buy a whole plg at a nickle
a pound and salt {t down. Then 1 had
all the lard I wanted, but It's up to
18 cents a pound now, plain greass,
that used to he flve, And  wa
used to.buy apples by the barrel. Now
we get them by the peck as a great

lnxury, And my husband pald $10 for
e kuit and now he has to pay 315,
His overalls cost him 25 cents more
this year than last. and hisgehirts
from 20 to 25 cenis.”
Things In Genernl,

Questioned as to the advance

of things in general, Mre. Olson quoted
butter, cheese, bread, milk, soap, fuel
and rent. She concluded thus: YYour
honor, I figured {t out that everything
has gone up double, or else it has
rome down to half as good a grade,

You've got eithér to earn twice as
ynuch, or live twive as cheap, 20 they
patch you comin' or goln'i and you
kgep givin® up something—shoes and
rubhers—rubbers we ean't afford to
buy any more, and I keep the chll-
dren at home from school when it
ralne, The grocery order used to
last me a month, and the order s

over now ten days before pay-day.”
Additional Testimony,

The testimony of Mrs, Mary Corcoran,
of Mrs. Kirschberg, Mrs, O'Connel and
pthers supported what Mrs. Olson had
Eaid. "Agnin and again
was told of rising r g,
prices of meat, of the cheapening
Ity of wearing apparel, of sheddy, ill-
made goods. The testimony of the
women agree unflinchingly upon one
thing—upon the refusal to lower tha
Amerlean standard of living, Luxu-
Tles and comforts won at great soclal
cost were not to be surrendered with-
out an equally vigoroua effort
to hold them. Elther through
Etinting, or by supplementing in-
wdequate wages with the labor of
women and childrén, these house-
wives were vigorously reslsting the
farces that threatened to undermine
their homes.'™

When the Iast witness, Margaret
Donnelly, was called to the stand, she
anticipated the lawyers by faylng to
them: “I know yer guestlons by heart

Largely on what was Proven hy the
svorking women, Mary Fisld points
put that “the eourt awarded the men
Increased pay. This decision directly
wffected 3,000 men, Indirectly, who can
Bay how far-reaching are-the edu-
rational results of such a declsion?

Thers are some very timely and
practical recipes In Good Houseksoping
Magazine for Heptember. Several of
them are repeated here for the bheneflt
of housewives busily engaged in pick-
ling &nd preserving agalnst the naseds
of the winter:

Grape Julee.

Tor grape julce, take rlpe gropeas,
wash and cover with eolll water, and
boll until thovoughly cooked, Put la
o jJelly bng and le: drlp overnlsht.
Deasurs julte, swesten with one-half
the quantity of sugar, boeil from three
to five minutes and bottls Immedintely,
013 olive oll and maple syrup bottlea
can be used for this purposeé, but the
corks must it tightly, ond then Ue
coverad with hot sealing wax.

Green Grape Mint Jelly,

Wash green, unrlpe grapes and
crush them o llttle and put thewm in o
preserving kettle and cook them for o
moment, Now add to thres or four
pounds of Krapes one bunch of frash,
well-wasned mint that has bean bruiss.
ed in r mortar or bowl, Cook untll
Erapes aro sufliclently soft to drain,
then dridpn the julce through jelly bag
and to each pint of julce add one pound
of hot sugar oand  continues a8 you
would currant jelly, Befora turning it
Into glagses color It a mint green with
coloriug paste,

Preserved Watarmelon,

Qut  rige, red watermelon Into
sguares or into balla with u potato ball
cutter, eut' the rind alsoi Into balls or
dige, but mukh smaller in dige, Moo
rloh sgyrug, two cupfuls of sugar to
halt o cupful of water, add the julcs
and grated rind of one lemon and the
frult, apd cook until melon is: olear.
