Taft Makes lmportant Ruling
Affecting Federal Em¬

ployes.
[Speclal to The Tlmes-Dlspatch.]Washlngton, D. C, Heptembcr 14..-

Federal employes who aro worklng ln
Washlngton and llvlng ln numerous
small towns outslde can hereafter tfke
an actlve part in thelr home politlcs
and even hold mtinicipal ofllce.. lt tnoy
wlsh without runnlng foul of tho Clvll
Service Commlssion. The ciuestlon was
decldod by President Taft ln the case
of George K King, of the Korest Ser¬
vice, who had boen elected Mayor of
Vlenna, Va., and who, lt was at nrsl
thought, would not be aliowed to
serve.

President Taft sald In settllng the
case that not only could Mr. King
serve ln the two posltlons, but that
lie was glad to see residents taklng nn

Interest ln munlcipal Improvements;
that he thought It was a good thing,
and he wanted to Tielp lt.
The case of King and Vlenna was the

kind of case that has worrled a good
many Federal employes, Of the local
populatlon not less than 2,000 govern¬
ment employes llve In the surround-
lng towns of Vlrglnla and Maryland.
Some of them have glven up thelr
original State resldence, but up to date
there has been a bar against thelr
servlng In their home towns as town
ofllcials. Thls was forbldden tlll a

short tlme ago by the State laws ln
Virgln^, but they were recently re-

pealed. Actlng under the bellef that
the way had been opened, Mr. Rlng
ran for Mayor of Vlenna, and was

elected. P. H. McG.

BREAKING OF BOLT
CAUSE OF WRECK

Details. of Disaster on Norfolk
and Western When Four

Were Killed.

Roanoke, Va., September 11..Do-

talls of the wreck at Delorme, W. Va.,
yesterday afternoon of a speclal traln
on the Norfolk and Western Rallway,
bearing Presldent t_ E. Johnson, hls
son, George P. Johnson, general su¬

perlntendent of the Western division,
and N. D. Maher, general manager of
tho road, were recelved here to-day
upon tho' arrlval of Presldent Johnson
and Mr. Maher, Four men were kllled
and three were sllghtly lnjured.
The dead: E D. Burton, englneer;

Don Routand, flreman; Fayette Wool¬
wine, road foreman or engineers; O.
H. Hughes, telegraph operator at
Delorme.
The lnjured.. B. C. Crumpler, con¬

ductor, Injury to legs,' not serlous;
Harry Weller, tialniuaster, scalp
wounds and brulses, not serlous;
Brakeman Joseph Glllcspie, cut on

body and head, not serlous.
Tho train was going forty-seven

mlles an hour past the Delorme depot,
when the englno, tender and two day
coaches left the track and crushefl
through tho station.
Telegraph Operator Hughes, who was

in the depot, was fatally scalded, ani:
dled whlle being taken on a traln tt
a hospital at Welch. The other dead
men were crushed under the locomo-
Uve.

Presldent Johnson said to-day: "l
am glad that wo were able to ascer-
taln the exact cause of the wreck. 1'
was due to the breaking of a bolt lr
one 06 the trucks under the tender 01
tank. We were nhle to clearly estab
lish thls fact, for we found the bolt
It was one of those accldents agalns'
whlch human sklll never has been abl<
to provide."
