The bhand sawmlll has = capacity of
245,000 feet of Jumber per day of ten
hours, and when buslness requirea 8
“double shift," of course the capacity
can be doubled, for with the elegtric
lighting facllities work ecan go on at
night a8 well as In the day. Logs to
keep this mill busy come fn from the
woods over all the rallways centring
In Rlehmond. The company operates
soveral large sawmills of thelr own In
virlous parts of Virginla, and they
are large customers of many other
mille, belng hbuyers of lumbers from
all over the country, for In bringing
out their varled products they must
needs use all the kinds of lumber
known to the bullding and manu-
facturing trade.

The gther blg factory 15 conflned to
the output of packing cases, hoxes,
box mhooks, crates, barrel headings,
nall keg headings, pall covers, etc.,
and the company dces a tremendous
business ln this line, a buslness that
is nutionel In Its scope, for they ship
boxes and box shooks, weadings, cov-
ers, etc, to the North, the Middle
‘West and to the Northwestern States.
