Taft Warns Agninat Mnking Preivonn
Attenotive (o Linw
Hrenkers,

Washingtch, Septemhor 20.—In re-
celving the delegates of the Tnter-
natlonal Prison Congresa In (he Bast
Hoom of the White House ta-day,
Prealdent Taft cautloned them Agninat
making pridons so eomfortable as to
furnish a motive for violating the law,
and also warnad agalnst assoclating
prisoners who were not oriminals with

hardened lawhreakors,

The Prealdent sald that somatimes
when he had visited the prisons of
thls government he had thought they
Were stronger In theory than in prac-
tice. He expressed the hope, how-
ever, that ithis government now had
prisons that {ustrated at least some
of the Improvements that the Prison
Congress recommended, He satd that
Attorney-General  Wickersham, who
had glven some attention to the mat-
ter, would be at the coming conference
to make and recelve suggostions

"Suech an assoclation as this Is an
evidence of the growlng civilization of
tha world,” contipued the President,
“especinlly @lnce #0 many countries
tuke an nterest in the proper humane
devolopment and treatment of thelr
criminals,

“I hope that your convention will
atill mere widely spread Information
on the treatment of criminals and the
making of them Into useful members
of soclety; and that your dellberatlons
will not be Influenced by maudlin sen=
timent on ‘he one hand or by desirs
for vengeanon on  the other. It I8
casy to err In ench diroction. If wea
make our prieons so comfortable ns to
furnish a motive for violating the law,
they will not then serve the usoe for
which they were properly established,
On the other hand, they are certalniy
not properly framed and used if, by
assoclating with hardened eriminals
men who are not orimtinals, and who
miay be saved altogether becoming
erithinals, the number of criminals s
inereased rather than' diminlshed.'
