Northern horeo started out well, win¬
ning the flrst heat handlly. In the sec¬
ond heat he fell back, and Judge Palm¬
er, a blg, black stud. beat him ln the
Btretch.
There was much adverse crltlclsm

of the manner in which Tyson drove
tho horse, and the Judges are consld-
ering what artion to take. Judge
Palmer, scoring fou:th ln the first heat,
walked away in tho next three, winning
the race, wlth Mltchell second and Lot-
tie Bedworth thlrd. The crowd ac¬

eepted the result by cheerlng the wla*
ner. though horscmen were dlspleased,
feeling that tho best horse had not
won.
As predlcted first in these columns,

Manuella simply walked home wtt'u the
money ln the second event, a free for
for all, trot or pace. Ellcn Brown,
under the whlp, got second money,
whllo Skidoo linlshed thlrd.

Itrougbt Crowd to Feet.
Cherokee Ro.se, McCabe up, entirely

outclasscd her lield ln the thlrd race, a

sprlnt of five and one-half furlongs,
and cantercd under the wlre several
lengths ahead of Fort Carrolt, who
wns second, and Allce Vlrglnia ln the
last money place.

Steeplechase Tame.
The steeplchase proved anything bui

a horse race. Young Blttzen slmply
romped away wlth his fleld. Bosslc
Kizer, after refuslng the third Jump,
was brought around,the course and got
second money.
Fernwood threw Alkens. who pluck-

lly remounted and endeavored to fin¬
lsh, but was unable to do so because
of the bad actlons of hls mount.
The last race of the day, for three-

year-olds and upwards, over slx? fur¬
longs, brought more surprlses, wheil
Aunt Kate defeated Takahlra, the fa¬
vorite, by a lengtb. Luclle R., suppos-
odly a dark horse wlth a chance, was
third.
The racing was not up to the stand¬

ard of the prevlous days of the meet,
the steeplechaso belng especially tame.
A high wlnd, probably forty mlles ar.
hour, slowed the track conslderably
and lessened the ardor of the apecta-
tors. Steeplechasing is not so popu-
lar as it has been, and fanciers of
horseflesh lean to the fat rather than
over tho sticks. Notwlthstandlng the
above, the sport was snfflclent to amuse
and those present! sat through the en-
tlre card apparently interested.

Whlle the people were vastly Inter¬

ested ln> the exhibits, and throngs were
continually passlng through the exhibi¬
tion bulldlngs, there was always a
moving throng on Ballyhoo Lane, whero
the splelers stlll spieled, and tho fakers
stlll faked, and tho showmon stlll
showed. Farmer John and hls wlfe
took ln tho Mldway, as well as the
moro valuablo agricuitural and m_chln-
ery show, and, obedlent to the Impulse
whlch is .said to mako the Amerlcan

>eople the most easlly faked people on

the globe, they llstened to the catch-
words, and phrases wlth undoubtlng
ear, and their money went lavlshly.
Only one show was barred, the aero¬

plane tent. where Ralph Johnstone and
his men were too busy repalring tbe
damago of Wednesday to attend to
the crowds. There were numerous

rjuerleF as to when the machine would
fly and whether sight.seers could be ad¬
mltted. To the one question, until It
had been deflnltely declded, the an-

swer was^ that the management didn't
know; to the other, "no."
In the maln exhibition bulldlng ne-

groes stlll sang their new-tlme planta-
tlon aongs ns they worked among the
tobacco leaves, and a crowd was al¬

ways present. From here the throngs
strayed apparently alinlessly ln all
directlons, but always really wlth a

purpose ln vlew.:to see >nd le_rn
The one maln lesson of tho falr, sald
a wt-11-known agrlculturlst yesternay,
was that Vlrglnia ls one of the great¬
est farmlng States In the Unlon, and
tho exhibits here tell the story. Farm¬
ers were present ln great numbers, ror
all the rallroads running lnto Richmond
operated cxcurslons yesterday for
their especlal benellt. Somo of them
arrlved as early as 5 o'clock A. M., and
the burden of humanlty which poured
from them walted only for breakfast
before lt went out to the Falr Grounds.
Sleepy-eycd tlcket sellers and gatemen
greeted the farmers, and they passed
through' almost before the stock and
poultry had awakened for another try¬
ing day of inspectlon The street cars

began running at 6 o'clock, and even
the earller cars were crowded wlth vis¬
itors for the falr. But there was not
the crush and Jam oxperlenced the day
before, and ln the evenlng the cars
made better schedule time ln getting
away frorn the grounds.

Showtr Comes Suddeuly,
A half-hour after announcement han

been made that the aeroplane would
not fly it began to raln, and the thous-
snds who were stlll scattered about
the grounds made a rush for shelter,
beneath the tents, under the grand¬
stand and In the exhibition bulldings.
Many were caught in the raln, and
while It was not a hard downpour and
dld not last long, they were drenched
to the skln. But more than half the
peoplo had left the grounds and were
safe aboard cars or ln vehlcles, and
were saved from a wettlng.
But all regarded tho ahower more ln

tho llght of a fnrtunate lncldent, for
lt settled the dust which had escaped
the olllng, and made trafllc more boar-
at>le. By 6:30 o'clock the skles had
cleared agaln, and the stars were out.
'Oere was another nlght rush to tbo
grounds, and tho place agaln blossomefj
under tho thousands of electric llghts
strung ln every dlrectlon.
As compared wlth tho crowds of

other days of thls woek and wlth the
crowd of the correspondlng day last
year, tho gate recelpts showed a large
Increase, and.it will be plain salllng
for the assoclation for the two rematn-
ing days.

Great noise when Charley Mltchell
after clearly outclasslng hls fleld in
the first heat of tho flrst race, fell
down and lost the race. Judges call¬
ed Tyson, who drove the horse, to
the stand. "Gentlomen, clear out
please," was the order then. Later
reports were to the effect that the
driver would be dlscipllned. Did look
Queer, that second heat. Mltchell la
a great horse and a fast one, and
Judge Palmer, tho winner of the race,
doesn't seem to be ln hls class.

Tyson admlts he mado a mistake ln
drlvlng. Says lt was an error of judg-
ment. Got pockoted and couldn't land
when he wanted to. Sounds reasonable
for the second heat, but thore were

two more heats to tho race, and lt
happened again.

N*o decision has yet been mado by
the ofllcials. All that was told was

that some detectlve work would be
done to discover evldence, lf any thero
be, of crooked work.

Everybody who knows Tyson says
that ho ls a very hlgh closs man, and
wouldn't do anything wrong. Others
argued that the wlnd hurt Mltcholl,
who ls comparatlvoly a small horae.
whlle lt had llttlo effect on tho Judge,
a blg, powerful, strong stepplng anl¬
mal. Wait for tho judges' oplnlon.

feature, because ha knows -that lt
attracts peoplo. When he gets back
home he ls going to write a story about
tho fair and in it ho will tell some of
the faults whlch he hae dlscovered
and why lt ls that the fair ln Rlch¬
mond cannot attract the very highest
class of horses.

In the flrst place, Mr. Toman beltevos
that there should bo a half mlle track
at the fa/lr. There are many objec-
tlons to the mlle track. Most of the
horses are put over a half mlle oourse
at all tho othor falrs, and naturally the
owners don't want to brlng the ani¬
mals on a mlle track where thelr
records wlll 'be lowered ond offer a

handlcap in tha future. Thafs one

reason. Then the fnlr ln Richmond ls
held late, after the horsos have been
raced a long nmo. In oddition tho
purse offered here ls $400, a half mlle
track purse, yet the races aro run
over a mlle course.

Lovers of the thoroughbreds say
that a mlle track ls needed for the
steeplechase. Maybo lt ls, but steeple-
Chases aro not as popular as they once
were. A great many people turn thelr
heads when tho horses go over the
Jumps. But steeplechases can be run
over a half mlle course and are so
run. Certalnly from a spectator's
standpoint tho half mile track is de-
slrable.. Instead of cranlng their necks
up a quart-r mile stretch to seo a
finlsh, the visitors wlll see tho horses
come under the wlro twlce, a hlghlydcslrable feature.

Another suggestion made and onewnich seems .-easonable is that thefair bo held a weok later. Thepresent date confllcts wlth some ofthe largest falrs in the country, nnd
many of the best horses aro at moroattractlve meots, where tho purses arelarger. and the condltlons better. iftho fair held here were postponed aweek, thon many of these horses couldbo brought to Rlchmond.

Beyond doubt. Mr. Toman. wlll mak«
a most Interestlng story, and lt mny be
that the assoctition wlll hoed tho call
of this horseman and make the im-
provements which he suggests.

The oplnlon held by Mr. Toman' is
not hls alone. Every judgo' ln tho
stand holds 'he same views. Tho Vir¬
glnla State Fair is young, and now la
tho tlme tj correct these errors of
judgment, which. whlle ln themselves
trlfllng, can cause great dlsturbances.
It would not cost $1,000 to bulld a half-
mile track, nnd lt would bo money
well expended.

Both Walker and Welbourne woro
called down by Judgo Townes yestor¬
day for pulllng thelr mounts. Tho
toys denled gullt, but tho man wlth
the flag knew botter and threatened
tholr suspenslon and a flno if anything
slmllar occurred agaln.
