Thc _!00-__. P. "Blitzen Ben/." racer,

whlch heads thc llst of Oldfleld's space
destroyers. ls the most formidable
looklng speed thlng that has ever been
Introduced into the renlm of movtng'
machlnes. It resembles a cartrldge in
appearanee and has to its credit more
speed marks than all the otber cars
In the world comblned. OldlTeTd pur-
chased the car outrlght and ans<vers to
no one for Us behavlor except the pub¬
llc, which accounts for It belng ln
Rlchmond to-day.

Speed Mitchlne n Mnrvol.
Before Oldfleld purchnsed the Benx

machine It had been trled out by the
greatest drlvers in Eurooe. but no one,
posses3cd the nerve to allow U to have
Its headway. Barney took lt to the
Florida beech after comlng into posses.
slon of It, and there upon the famous
Ormond-Daytonn course he drove lt a.
mile ln 27 and 3"-1n(l seconds, nstao-.
llsiiing a new world's record and .woii
for hlmself the title of world's speed
klng.

Since the performance on the Florida
coast Oldfleld has been chasitig father
time around thc country in a most dls-
graceful fashion. and overv tlmo he
makes up his mlnd to take*a fall out
ot a rocord he generally makes good.

Oldfleld was scheduled to arrlvc In

Rlchmond last nlght. but he had to
stop on hls way here ln Phlladel¬
phla. where he Is interested In the con¬
structlon ot a new speedway. .".d h.
wlll arrlve on the 7:55 traln this
morning.

Oldfleld wlll go to the track early
ln order to try it out and to learn
Its peculiaritles before the real S"eod
tcsts this nfternoon.
While King Barney and his raclng

stable will be the stellar attraction of
the Whlte People's Day at the colored
falr and wlll undouhtedly draw the
major portlon of the blg attendance
promlsed, there wlll he other speclai
features on the program.

Glles B. Jackson. dlreotor-ceneral of
the colored falr. has looked forward
to to-day as the. banner day of the
week's show, and In order that the
whlte neoplc may go away pleased he
has taken everv precautton to ticcom-
modate the "white folks." as he nuts
it. and to make them comfortablc.
