On & Juna day in 1900 “wa two"
tanded at Urbanns on a pllgrimage’ to
the mo#t beautiful place In Tlﬂoﬁr
Virginia. We two dld not know an
we landed that It was the most beau-
toful place, hut we saw and were con
vinced. It l§ now as it wus when {t
wis bullt In the sarly elghteenth cen:
tury—a perfect example of & manorial
oatate,

“We two" atepped from the steam
boat which had borne us to the heart
of the Rappahannock country Ilnto a
mteam launch, and puffed up Urbanna
Creek to tha prosperous villago of Ur-
banna. There we hired a country bug-
BEy—wheezy and bespattered—and an
anclent horse with a nullfying propenn-
Ity, and started for Rosegill, the an-
clent homa of the distinguished Warmo-
ley family. It was not a dignified way
to go to Roseglll. Preferably wa would
have becn transported thither in o
conach with ne less than four horaes and
postil]l fons. As conches nre not avial-
able, A compromise would be a family
carringe, with strong bLlood bay horses
and a4 negro driver with an Imposing
whip—naver an automobile; our artis-
tle enterprise would not permit auch
an snalironlsm.

No coaches or family carrlage exlst
in Urbanna, and It was ourd to heat
our way on an unwilling beast. Ever
and anon, when manual force wWas un-
avoldable, one of us must Jeap to the
road, the bridge or the hole and try
moral suasion upon that most Irritat-
ing of all quadrupeds—n holking horse,
Thus by wear and tear of dignity, pat-
lence pnd temper, we made the bridge
wnd the wooded hill and stopped at
the stately gotes of Rosegill. The syl-
van scene then spread befors us soft-
ened the heart of the horse, and recons
clled us Lo the character of our convey-
ance.,  Clean flelds In thelr Aummer
glary of luxuriant vegetation, trees hy
the roadway towerlng In estiey to tho
¢loudless blue, A chorus of bird-song,
und through the viste o mellow man-
elon with open door, reconclled us to
fll previous diffleulty.

The horse wias mollified, perhaps, by
tha fact that he had been fed at Hose-
gill, for ha actunlly trotted down the
gmooth lane to the lawn with its do-
lcious reaches of turf and shode,

We curved around the “green,” and
stopped At the manager's house, which
wag heretofore the laundry. The man-
nger's wife cames out, We told our
1ale. “Our forefathers had lived here,
und the present owner had asked us
1o come any tlme and make ourselyes
at home. Was the famlily in resldence?"

The manager's wife was sad. “Yot
the famlly was at home, but the mas-
ter was very 1], and orders were that
nobody would Le permitted even to
ithe door of ths mansion.”

All this for nothing. Tha disappoint-
ment upon our moces went to the heart
of the manager himself, who after
thinking a moment, sald In a tone of
rympathy, “I'll go and gee”

These five splendid rooms run; with
thelr many windows, to the back of the
liouss on the land side, and all nve
open lnto the ‘most gplendid hall in
Virginla, which runs the entire river
side of the house, covering the space
of flve large apartments. It has o row
of windows opening to the water and
a porch at either end and one in front.
