FILES PROTEST

Favoritism Charged Against City
Departments in Btiying

Feed.

EACH ACTS SEPARATELY

City, It Is Claimed, Fails to Get
Advantagc of Cartoad

Prices.

Formal protest against tho method
of buylnB grain has been illod wlth
varlous clty department by the Rlch-
mond Grain Exchange, which asks that
hereafter such supplles bc bought by
publlc blds In order that "purehuslnK
a«ents of the varlous departments
should not select tholr favorltes," but
would glve all tax-paylng dealera the
same opportunitles to mako'proposals.
Tho resolutlons aro dlrected speclflcal-
K- to the Street Cleanlng Department,
the Health Department, the Fire De¬
partment and the Pollce Department.
The ongineers's department, which
controls thc street stables, buys Its
grain on blds at present.
Thc flrst copy of tho resolutlons

came to the Board of Fire Comtulssion-
ers on Monday night with a \ctut\- from'
Secretary B. A. Jacob, and was re-
f'crrod to a committee for report. A>>
simllar copy wlll come to the Board
of polleo Corrvmlssloners to-nlght. and
to the next meetlng of tho Council
Commlttee on Street Cleanlng.

Text of Resolutlons.
Although just made publlc. the ac¬

tion was taken by thc Grain Exchange
on Novomber 8, tho resolutlons readlng
as follows: .

"Whereas tho Street Cleanlng De¬
partment, thc Health Department, the
Flre Department and Pollce De¬
partment of tho clty of Rlch¬
mond buy their food supplles prlvate-

"Be it, resolved, That the Rlchmond
Grain Exchange reciuests the Clty
Council. the Flre and Pollce Boards
to let these Hiipplies by publlc blds for
the reason.s tliat all dealers being tax-
payers, should have tho same show
at tlie business. and the ofilcers or

purchnslng agenls of the varlous de¬
partments should not select their
favorltes ln these purchases. and
thereby show proferonce, to the Injury
of the other taxpaylng dealers."
