From thlg circular T lenrn that about
100,000 tons of actual potash are un-
nunlly produced: of this amount e
Tnited  Btates consumes: abolt one-
fifth,

Up to July 1, 1909 the productlon of
rotash fopr twenty years had been ab-
fAolutely controlled as to quantity and
nrice by a syndicate, regulated by low,
In which the German government par-
tielpated as an owner of potash mines.

On tha date stated, the ‘syndicaie
was broken up by Internal dissensions,
and one \mportant produced mada con-
tracts on & basis very favaorable to
Amerlcan consumers for their supply
of potash oy the following seven
Years,

Prior contracts made In 1906 with In-
dependent fertilizar manufacturers in
the United States provided that the
price pald by them should bo as low
B8 that pald by any Amerlean consum-
pr.

YWhen, therefore, a contract wae
made on July 1, 1800, hy & non-syndi-
riate producer for potash to be deliver-
ed to the Unlted States at 8 price about
80 per cent. lass than the old syndl-
cate prices, practically all  American
polasl consunie were placed upon
ihlg favoerable basgisy and the control
of the Amevlcan muarket passeéd to the
non-syndleate mines,
