store tilling it. prohibiting express
bothpanics and other public service
corporations from shipping into the
State and delivering liquor to any
person without securing lit,; name of
the consignor and consignee, who urn
to obtain a written permission from
the dork of the hoards of commis¬
sioners. The substitute, wntch was
ruled out of order, Is a lengthy docu-
ment and deals comprehensively with
the liquor question. Arguing for his
substitute, Judge Ewnrt declared that
the man who drinks at all drinks more
than he does.
