the election undue, or what answer does
the law make to this contention'.' ISuieh
was an election olllccr, dc facto, and it
scents to the Court that the result ol
tilt perforhVahcc of the duties of oHlcera
de facto has been settled Tor many
years In Hngllsh jurisprudence and bj
numerous decisions within this state.
Over the next iu ii grounds of com¬

plaint, registration without written
application, the contest was most ear¬
nest.

Has \ot Jurisdiction.
"After review of all the authorities

ami careful consideration of the argu¬
ment or counsel. I am satisfied that this
court has not the Jurisdiction to declare
void the election of December *.'.

grossly negligent in the performance "f
their duties. It would be making the
innocent anil qualified enter, so far as
the record shows, suffer for the dere¬
lict ions of incompetent registrars,
which is contrary to niy sense of jus-
tice. The remedy for this negligence Is
easy for the Legislature, and in Its a'b-
BCnce should not be usurped by the
courts, at the cost of the citizen.

"Tl complaint contained In No. ."' ivas
reduced four names, and all thai i<
sai l "f these four persons is that they
were not registered in tlie precincts in
.yhlch they voted. It is presumed thai
the judges of election did their dutyarid in the absence of proof of illegal-
ity, the court cannot be expected tipsupply tt. * . No. 6 related to persons
who, it Is claimed, voted In precinct?
>n which they did not reside or had re-
moved therefrom more than thirty
lays. The votes of these parties were
:>ot challenged, and a$ residence ; ¦.

matter of intention. It would seem that
'.he objection, coining as it «Ines thus
late, is not sufficiently sustained by evi¬
dence to justify the court in declaring
the votes Illegal and the election void
therefor.
"The last cause of complaint is de¬

pendent upon the construction of what
is known as the Ward amendment. Th's
amendment was designed to enforce the
prepayment of the poll tax before the
voter could participate in special elec¬
tion-, and nothing more. It did not In¬
tend to change the registration laws in
reference to voters, or other prbvisons
of law in reference to voting. Repeals
by Impllcat'on are never favored."

Petition I)I«iml*N«-d.
In conclusion he declares:
"Having carefully considered each

ground of complaint, and the petition
as a whole, the question presented to
the court by the contest is this: Shall
the will ot the people expressed freely
at the polls be set aside |>y the court
for irregularities which In no way af¬
fect the merits of the fairness of theverdict; and where it does not appearwhich side to this controversy suffered
most by said Irregularities, and all

not been observed by the election of¬
ficials?

the position. Mr. Tucker is the son
of Bishop B. D. Tucker and has recent¬
ly commenced practice of law here.

It was pointed out this afternoon
that the board, no doubt, would soon
have the resignations of Major A. B.
Percy, and Thomas J. O'Brien as Judges
of the first and second precincts, re¬
spectively, of the Third Ward, since
Judge Christian has held that they
cannot legally officiate as long as theyhold their Federal positions.
