\RE CRITICIZED

No Design Considered by Board
of Engincers as Entirely
Satisfactory.

In the opinion of the board of en-
gineers appointed to examine plans for

the proposed new reinforced concrete
arch bridge over James Hiver to re-
place Mayo's Bridege, submitted to a
subcommltiee of the Councll Committee
on Streets last nlght, none of the de-
slgns and  specifications submitted
fulflls satisfactorily all the require-
ments of the sltuation; and no natter
what hid s aceepted the plans and
specificationg will have to be ma-
terinlly amplified and amended, which
the engineers report can be done, The
report says:

“In awurding a contract
Incomplete plans and specifications it
Is essentinl that the gregtnst care
should be taken to include in the speci-
fleations and contract  many  items
which are not touched upon at all by
the plans and specificatlions submitted.
Nane of the designs and specifications
provides In & manner satisfactory to
yvour board for proper anchorage of
the pilers to the rocks. This can be
accomplished by inereasing the size
of the plers or by
anchorage to the hed rock, or both.

*lers Should IRRe Aochored.

“1i any event, the piers should bs
anchored. The hboard helleves that
the foundation pits should be pumped
dry. tlhie solld rock lald bhare, and
anchorage holes for dowels drilled into
the rock hefore placing conerete.
