Washington, April "2..John Hays
Hammond, special ambassador of the
United States to the coronation of
George V. of Kugland. must, before
leaving this country for London, tellhis story of the alleged conspiracy,which forms the basis of the suit of I
Daniel j Sully, the "cotton king." torecover 31.ilO0.ooo damages from Mr.Hammond and a number of his asso¬ciates. An order for the taking of his >
testimony has been signed by tho DIs-Itrht Supreme Court.

Mr. Sully. In his suit, recently tiledhere, charged that Mr. Hammond andhis codefendnnisji conspired to ruin thereputation of Sully as a cotton expertand to discredit him among interna¬tional financiers, lie says the defend¬ants prevented a sale of a large blockof stock of the National Cotton Sccuri-itl'es Company, which ho had arranged"1th the Hirsch syndicate In London.
Hammond rnder Suboocna.

Mr. Hammond Is tinder subpoena oftho District Supreme Court to give histestimony heforo loavtng tho Jurisdic¬tion. The order of the court was. so-cured by Attorneys timings ,t Cham¬berlain, representing Mr. Sully, on theroprosentnt ion to the court that thej-feared if Mr. Hammond loft for Londonwithout giving his testimony he mightnot return to Washington when thocase Is reached for trial on the courtcalendar.
Such a contingency, they pointed outmight prejudice the case of ffnlly bythe loss of opportunity for his counselto cross-examine tho millionaire.(Innimonil Before Examiner.In obedience to the court's subpoenaMr. Hammond, with his. counsel; Attor¬ney I'liiltp Walker, of the local bar.appeared yesterday at tho office of Al¬bert Harper, an examiner in chancery,to kIvo his version of the dealings withSully In connection with the acquiringof the patent of Wlllard O. Doremusfor a cotton gin. and tho subsequentformation of tho securities company. Iwith a capital of SlO.ooo.aoo. Attorneys!for' Sully, with their client, were on)hand to hoar the testimony of MrHammond and to formulate the rtucs-Hons to bo propounded to him in aneffort to secure admissions favorableto their client.

Two Dispute* Come t'p.
Counsel, however, did not have nlalnsailing in the taking of tho testimony.Two difficulties arose. One Avas takento Justice Harnurd and resolved bybun in favor of Mr. Hammond: theother brought the session for evidenceyesterday to a halt, with tho under¬standing that the opinion of JusticeBarnard thereon shall be taken nextWednesday.
Sully's counsel nrsl sought, by a sub¬

poena "duccs teeuin," to compel Mr.Hammond to furnish and have i'eadinto the testimony certain letters
v hlch, thov claimed, are material totheir case. Attorney Philip Walker,for tho millionaire, objected, and whenthe matter reached Justice Barnard'
yesterday. Insisted that Mr. Hammond
needed these papers in the preparation
of his defense. He claimed the defense
might be prejudiced by giving the In¬
formation to the plaintiff's counsel In
advance of tlie trial.
Tho court held with the defendant,

and said he would not now requireMr. Hammond to produce tho desired
letters.

Origlnnl Contract Colled Dir.
The matter that disrupted yesterday'shearing was a request from Attorney

Gittlnga thai. Mr. Hammond produce
tho original contract made between
Sully. Hammond and John P. Miller, a
former local newspaper man. In con-
nectlon with the'acquiring of the con¬
trolling Interest In the Doremus gin.
Mr. Hammond, on advice of counsel, de¬
clined to surrender the paper arid also
refused to identify as a cony a paper
In the possession of Sully
Counsel then agreed to take a ruling

from Justice Barnard, and tho hearing
adjourned until next Wednesday.
Hammond Tells About Invention.
Mr. Hammond, in Ills testimony at

the short session yesterday, said that
his attention was first called to tho
Doremus patent by J. J. Welch, of New
York, and that he asked Sully to In¬
vestigate tho matter. Sully, ho claimed,
mridc a favorable report of the pat¬
ent, declaring it would revolutionize
tho . cotton ginning industry of the
world. Mr. Hammond stated he took
up the matter with the Boston bank-
ers. Kltldor, Peab'ody & Co., and plans
were made for forming a corporation
to purchase the patent.
The witness said ho subsequentlyemployed other exports to investigate

the Doremus gin. and they reported
thai it was not In a commercial con¬
dition, but had in It elements which
niighl be developed satisfactorily.

At this point tho demand for tho
contract was made and the session
closed.

Mr. SuMv's Claim.
When Mr. Sully was later asked by

a reporter about the alleged failureof the Doremus gin to withstand tlie
lest of (he experts, he declared (lint
the lost was riot a fair one. Mr. Sully
stated that the exports took a "work¬ing model only" of the Doremus gin
and placed it In competition with a
full-fledged gin of another make, and
expected the "model" to bring forth
Ihr volume of coltoh produced by tho
real gin.

No Anwwer to Sully's Suit.
No answer has boon filed by Mr.

Hammond and his co-defendants to theStill of Mr, Sully to recover $ 1,500,000damages, The time allowed by rule
of court litis Pol expired It Is ev-pectod, however, the defendants will
merely enter the formal plea of "norguilty." Any testimony riot elicited
by counsel for" Stilly at the hearing In
progress before the 'examiner will
probably be reserved by Mr. Hammond
to present In his defense when the case
conies up for trial In court.
