SMITH'S DESIGN
FOR NEW BRIDGE

Subcommittee Recommends That
Contract Be Awarded to

Local Firm.

TO STAND ON MAYO SITE

Matter Sent to Street Committee
After Meeting Behind

Closed Doors.

On a divided vote, a subcommittee
of the Council Committee on Streets

> esterday recommended the adoption
of design B, submitted by l. J. Smith
& Co., for erection of a reinforced con¬

crete arch bridge over .lames River, to
replace Mayn's Bridge. The meeting
was held behind closed doors, and the
recommendation of the subcommittee
was the only action made public. I.
.!. Smith & Co. bill on -plans drawn by
the Concrete steel Engineering Com¬
pany, of New York, proposing the
Melau system of concrete reinforce¬
ment.

Fifteen Enter Competition.
Fifteen proposals were originally

submitted to the Committee on Streets
when bids were Invited, and many of
the propositions included alternate
methods of construction, and of finish
in matters of paving, railing and sim¬
ilar matters not affecting the strength
of tile structure, hut which might have
la rue effect on the cost. A subcommit¬
tee worked through a process of elimi¬
nation until there \verc only five plans
under consideration*, those of stamper
Bros. & Hagland. McKay Engineering
Company, 1. .1. Smith & Co.. Carolina
Concrete Company and II. M. Allport
& Son. Advice of a >oard of engineers
was then invited to make critical ex¬
amination of the plans under consid¬
eration, and they were referred to City
Engineer Charles K. Boiling. Colonel
0. P. IS. Burgwyn and Wilbur .1. Wat-
son, a bridge expert of Cleveland, O.

AU Plan» Are Rood.
Tlic board reported that all live of

the plans were good in the main, hut
in each case recommended some minor
modification. When asked for an

opinion the board indicated that if its
recommendations were complied with,
it would put the five designs, irrespec¬
tive of price, in the order given above.

Statues Xot Considered.
The committee decided that it could

not in fairness consider as part of the
competition an offer of Sir Moses
Kzcklel to ornament the Stamper Bros.
K- Hagland bridge with certain statues,
provided that firm got tlic award, no
slicit offer having been made to the
city.

Mr. Smith yesterday afternoon sub¬
mitted In writing a statement of the
cost of making the changes proposed
by the engineers, which, taken in con¬
nection with similar statements from
the other live bidders, made his de¬
sign the lowest proposal, and his cost
slightly more than S.'L't.OOO.

Tlic A11 port design, subject to cor}
tain modifications, was to cost $233,54$:
that of the Carolina Concrete Company,
$^:>S.n00: McKay Engineering Company,
$223,477^ subject to extra cost for flfty-
three feet error in measurement be¬
tween north ami south, shore, and
Stamper Bros. & Hagland. $227,712. Ail
of the bids are subject to certain
extras lor trades, methods of paving,
etc., and to certain credits in optional
eases, and liiere was some difference
of opinion as to who was really the
lowest bidder when all allowances had
been calculated.

What In Proposed.
The Smith design selected calls for

stress to carry fifty-ton electric cars.
and 150 pounds per square foot on
roadway. The length over all from
shore to shore is 1,721 feet. The
widtli of roadway is forty-four feet,
with sidewalks on eaoh side, including
railing, of eight feet. A concrete rail-
Ins: of permanent type is provided.
The type of paving is optional, several
proposals being submitted. Approach
Is provided on Mayo's Island on each
side. Trolley poles are provided over
ea< h (der. Provision for street rail-
way tracks is made in plan, but is
not included in bid. Provision is made
for sixteen-lnch gas main, for twelve-
inch water main, and for ducts for highand lower power wires.
Two alternate designs are submitted

for lamps for lighting the bridge by
electricity on underground connections.
The piers are equi-distant and the spansuniform In length and height, exceptthe two end spans, which by agree-
ment of the committee will lie graded
to meet the approaches, on the com-
promise grades adopted, which propose
a bridge live reel higher than the
present structure, sloping at either
end.

LAWYERS TO HAVE
Startling Changes Made in Rules

for Examination of
A pplicants.

REQUIRED TO STUDY ETHICS

Cheating at Examinations Will
Disqualify Would-Be

Attorneys.

Significant changes in the rules of

the State Board of Raw Kxainlncrs
with reference to the qualifications of

applicants for license were announced

yesterday by 'M. 13. Watts, secretary
to the hoard. While Mr. Watts pre¬
serves a discreet silence regarding the
reasons of the hoard for making the

changes, it will not be necessary to

take a brich to hatter these reasons
into the head of any one. It Is enough
to read them.

(evidently ethics and character are to
hereafter be indispensable topics for
consideration in admitting men to the.
practice of law in this State.
The first change is made in giving

the steps necessary to qualify for tak¬
ing the examination. The rules form¬
erly provided that the application must
be "accompanied by the written recom¬
mendation of two members of the bar
of his (the applicant's) judicial circuit,
who arc practicing attorneys in the
Supreme Court of Appeals, that he is
of good moral character and a proper
person to be licensed to practice law.'
The amendment is the addition of the
words "speaking of their personal
knowledge" after the words "Court of
Appeals." The evident intention is tu
require direct and personal testimony
ot moral character. Mr. Watts will
not say that persons of Improper char¬
acter have been licensed as the result
of carelessness on the part Of attor¬
neys In indorsing applicants. In fact,
lie won't say anything.

Munt Study BtulcM.
Still more significant, perhaps, is

the addition made to the list of suu-
tjects on which the applicants will bo
exnjnined. To the rules giving the
lists of hooks and Instruments is ad tied'
"and the Code of Legal Wthlcs as

adopted by the Virginia State Bar As¬
sociation." It is not, of course, to be
inferred that any appreciable number
of lawyers In this State have no care
for ethics, hut it would appear that
such cases tire known.
