RESTORE THE WILUIAMSBURG
COURTHOUSE.

The United States is known to many
people as the country without a his¬
tory. pur oldest buildings, our most
ancient historical places, indeed, even
our earliest traditions, aro but as af¬
fairs of yesterday to the people ol
Great Britain, and but of an bout
ago to those ol" Egypt. So much the
greater is our duty to hold on to that
which we have.
Unfortunately; a few days ago, the

ancient courthouse at Williamsburg
was gutted by fire. Around this build¬
ing cluster some of the most hallowed
recollections of the colony and of the
Commonweaith. It was built in 1760,
and'tradition has It that the model
was taken from an old design by Sir
Christopher Wren, who had then been
in his grave for many years. Under
its roof met the general court of the
Colony of Virginia, and for many years
the United States Court had Its ses¬
sions there.
Coniparn 11 vely small In size, its

architecture whs of thnt modest and
graceful design of which too little
Is seen In these days. Those great
lawyers, of whom Virginia produced so
many in her earlier years spoke In
its halls, and to tho lover of the past
their presence seemed to cling about It.
Some court building must now bo

provided for tho use of the county
of .lames City and for the city of
YVilllamsburg. City and county to¬
gether will join iti this work. Sur¬
mising to say, there Is a sentiment
to build a hew structure, presumably
of Intro and bald brick, born of the
ideals of ah age whose tendency scorns
tii be toward display without beauty.
There is no disposition here to med¬

dle Iii tho affairs of the officials of
VViiiirimsburg and of James City coun¬
ty. They arc fully competent to make
proper provisions for their court
building. But this is a matter Iii
which all of V'lrgjnla Is interested.
Our landmarks are too few. The walls
of the old structure are intact. The
county and city can restore the court¬
house for less money thun that
for which they can build a new
one. It is to be hoped that
they will rebuild the relic of co¬
lonial days exactly on the lines ot
the building as it stood a few days
ago, and as it stood when tho fathers
of the Commonwealth pleaded their
causes within its walla. Here is a field
for some resolutions by tho, various
patriotic organizations, tho Daughters
of the American Revolution and for
the Association for the Preservation of
Virginia Antiquities.

ous man would never have thought to
excavate among the laws for this sta¬

tute. Sheppard departed from the
beaten track of tontine, but he made
good with his idea.

Came from Texas
and. if Texas would turn out more like
him, its existence might possibly be
justified.

TUB CLOTHING MONOPOLY.
The Census Ollleo has lately given

out some figures as to the percentages
of monopoly in the clothing business.
These figures cöver ten years of mo¬

nopoly, and show the full effect ol
monopolistic tendencies in the last five
years.

In ten years there has been a de¬
crease of 25 per cent, in I he nttmbet
of separate establishments. There were
1,231 ten years ago. Mills have been
absorbed or shut down until only fit
uro left; yet. the capital on which the
public must pay dividends has been In¬
creased 02 per cent. There is $163 of
ll now for every .* 100 ten years ago.
On annual totals for the same period

worsted suitings increased 130 per
cent, in selling price nt the mills, while.
they were increasing 11 f> per cent, in
quality, Worsted dress noods increased
231 per cent. In price at the mills
while they were Increasing only S3
per cent, in quality.
How much longer will this sort of

thing keep up. freezing out individual
competition and tiie poor man at. the
same time? Is there a law of aver¬
ages governing the cost of living?

THn i'MXSlOX FRAUDS.

To such an extent was this
the case that he was denounced as
"i he great iconoclast" of the most
cherished of popular Illusions regard¬
ing the Tower of London, which every
American wrung to London makes a

point to visit. Thus, he removed from
the collection the headsman's axe. long
shown as having done duty ftt tho
execution of Queen Anne Boleyn, de¬
claring It to be a swindle, since Anne
was beheaded by a sword, and not with
an aSOf Then be took tho armor suits,
one. by one, and demonstrated that the
familiar lay figures were most ridi¬
culously arrayed. In pieces of armor
manufactured in different centuries,
and at different epochs, ami that the
weapons described, as having been
spoils of tho Spanish Armada could
never have figured as part of the equip:
ment of the celebrated fleet of King
Philip of Spain. By the time, how¬
ever, that he had completed his tush

o| r. d deer shot In 160S and 101Ö. t>yKing James 1. and by his son Henry.Prince of Wales, in Ditchley Park.
James, indeed, was so pleased with
Ditchley and with its owner, then Kir
Theobald Dillon, that he bestow.vd
Lipon hl in the Irish Vlscounty of Dillon
v. Cbstollo-Gallen. in County Mayo.The present Lord Dillon Is the seven¬
teenth viscount of his line; and al¬
though he is president of the society
of Antiquaries, and of the National
Portrait Gallery, as well us a trustee
of the British Museum, a former ofll-
cer of the army, and one of the most
useful members of the peerage, he
has t!" seat in Parliament, not being
o representative peer Of Ireland. While
he himself and his ivifo are members
of the Established Church, his only
! on and heir, Captain the Hon. Harry
Lee Dillon, has become a convert to
the Church of Home.

Signor Giolittl, Italy's new premier
Is to-day the one great statesman of
International reputation In the Penin¬
sula, He has repeatedly held the
ullice of prime minister.the first time
In 13C'.'.and hailing from Piedmont,
the Kon of a petty local official of tho
little town of Mondovl. who died soon
after his birth, he. is in every sense
of the word a self-made man, who to
'lay, as a Knight of the Most Holy
Order of the Annunciation, which le
Ihe Italian counterpart of the Eng¬
lish Order of the Garter. Is a titular
tousin of the King and Queen, rank-/Ing as such immediately next fo the
members of the reigning family. in
fact/ there are only half-a-dozen non
royal Italian knights of this order, and
they enjoy precedence over all other
dignitaries and officials of tho realm.

Giolittl cannot, however, be said to
present a very knightly appearance:
nn appearance that has anything in
common with the picturesque Chcva-
iera of the. Order in olden times. For
he is terribly unkempt, and his angular,
elongated; saturnine features., and his
eternal long black frock-coat, several
sizes too large for him. and of exces¬
sive length, are the delight of Italian
and foreign caricaturists. He speaks
with a somewhat strong Piedmontesn
accent and without any pretense to
oratory, and In his younger days.he
Is now In the neighborhood of seven¬
ty.was marvelously strong in the.
bands and arms, a friendly grash of
the latter being like a judgment from
heaven. One could hear the hones of
the recipient's hands cracking in his
mighty clutch, like those of the folks
who were put to the "question" by tho
torturers of tho Middle A eres. He used
to be very fond of Imitating those
feats of strength performed by Em¬
peror Alexander III. of Russia, such as
the bending in two of a horseshoe in
one hand, folding double, a silver five-
franc piece, or tenrlng in half an en¬
tire pack of cards, with the utmost
ease.

On one occasion he happened to
come across three Contadtni. or peas¬
ants, in tlie outskirts of Home, who
were Ill-using a child, nnd alone gnva
all three of them 'such a drubbing that
two were landed in the hospital, whil»
the third esteemed himself lucky to
escape with his life. Altogether, Gio¬
littl, who Is the. soul of honesty, wholly
devoid of affectation and pose, nnd
most simple in all his habits and in
his mode of life, Is the most nicturosnua
and Interesting figure, in Italian 1 i ff
of to-day. next to his sovereign.
