Board of Agriculture, which met at
the Capitol yesterday, to establish a
movable exhibit of agricultural pro¬
ducts, to he shown at the various
county fairs throughout Virginia.

the real resources and possibilities
here, and to "keep the boys of Vir¬
ginia on the farms of Virginia."

An appropriation to pay the ex¬

penses of these movable exhibits was
made by the last Legislature in tho
sum of $600. At yesterday's meeting
tho State board Increased this to $1,000.
The cost will be slight; merely in-
volving boxlncr and transportation
charges.

>yith Mrs. Jessie C. Johnson, of Balti¬
more. Still later Paschal! & Oresham
