FINANCE COMMITTEE ACTS

Question of Confirming Award
of Bridge Contract Deferred
Uatil Friday.

On report of commissloners appolnt-
ed by the Mustings Court to wpprialse
the properiy, the Council Commitiee
on Finance last nlght recommended to

the Council the purchase of the black
bounded by Eleventh, Twelfth, Broad
and Capltol Streets, for $168,000. Cliy
Attorney Pollard, in a written stota-
ment, transmitted the report of the
commissioners, valuing  Ford's liotol
and lot gt $90,000, the Pollock property
ne £15.000 and the Wallersteln property
wt §60,000.

In the case of the Wallersteln and
Ford ecstate properties the proceedings
of condemnation were purely formnl,
the ownevs naming prices whilech were
approved by the commilssloners, and
by the City Attorney. In the cnse of
the Pollock property, owned by Coun-
cllman Glibert K. Pollock, no valun-
tlon was glven by the owner, and the
depositions were taken and the valug
flsed by the condemnation commission-
¢rs.  Mr, Pollock siated that belug a
member of the Conncil, it might be Im-
proper for him to name o value of
properiy to he sold by him to tha clty,
