Stock Market

New York. April 24..The feeling of
nervous uncertainty which has been
ttpptircnt In the stock market of late
was more pronounced to-day, and the
list was feverish .most of the day.
Prices rose and fell In confusion, fluc¬
tuating between figures which showed
a substantial gain from last week's
close and a level which was the low¬
est of the year.
Discouragement over the outlook for

Industrial conditions seemed to be the
chief reason for the Increase In bear¬
ish sentiment, the Situation at present
being so confused that stocks which
have been held for months now seem
to bo coining on the market in fairly
large volume.

In spite of. the severe buffeting
which the market received to-day. as
well as on the last two days of the
previous week. In the way of short sell¬
ing and liquidation, il maintained a
strong undertone, rallying easily af¬
ter each setback, of which there was

quite a number. Before the close
s-tocks rallied vigorously, and the ses¬
sion ended with good gains.
The poor outlook for the steel and

Iron trade was perhaps.! the chief cause
of disturbed confidence; The quarterly
report of the United States \Stoe! Cor¬
poration, which is due to-morrow. Is
expected to show earnings far below
those of the corresponding period of
1910. Latest estimates of the report
suggest earnings In the neighborhood
of 52S.OOO.UOO. The figures for the
quarter nf last year were $37.016.000.
while earnings for the last quarter nl
1910 fell to 525,990,000. Reports »'
price Cutting in steel, reduction in the
price of Iron ore. the falling off in
new orders since the first of this
month, and uncertainty as to the ef¬
fect of proposed tariff reductions In
the steel trade, combined to affect
steel shares unfavorably. United States
Steel was sohl heavily, trading In this
Issue amounting to about one-third of
the entire volume of business or the
fXChHiigc. Although It sold off to a
new low level for the year, a good de¬
mand appeared for It, as for the other
active Issues, at the lower prices.
Less attention was paid to-day than,,

on former "decision days" of the Su¬
preme Court to the possibility of ren¬
dition of findings In the antitrust
cases. The vigorous rally of the last
hour apparently was due to over-ex¬
tension of the selling movement, which
made possible an effective demonstra¬
tion ngnlnst the shorts, rnther than to
tiny change in feeling for the belter.
The copper stocks were more promi¬nent to-day than they have been for

some time, and late In the day Amal¬
gamated Copper showed a gain of twopoints. Buyers of these stocks ex¬
pressed confidence that a change foithe better had taken place nt last Inthe copper trade.
The continued flow of cash to this

centre, as shown by the lnst bank
statement, caused a further shadingof rates for time money to-day. Someloans extending over the first of next
year were placed nt 3 3-4 per cont.Sale of $16.000.000 Che«apeake andOhio threo-yenr-old notes to n hankingsyndicate was followed by the nn-nonncement that the notes had allbeen disposed of by the underwriters,there being a keen demand for secuii-ties of this kind on nccottnt of thedifficulty of placing funds at reinun-eratlve rates.
The bontl market was Irregular. NewYork City issues were higher, notnhlythe new 4 l-4s, which touched 102 3-4,a record price.
