On every decline of recent daysthere has appeared keen competitionfor stocks nt the lower prices, which
has brought about a quick recovery,To-day's market v. as somewhat broad¬
er, the demand extending to special*ties such as the fertilizer, telegraph,electric and traction shares. Short
covering was undoubtedly a factor,
and there wore Indications here and
there through the iist that the short
Interest hail been overextended. The
bulk of haying, however, soemrd for
the long rather than the short ac¬
count.

I.ate in the tiny there was
considerable bullish activity in Hiu
Canadian group. various Southern
Stocks and the Kries.
Tailed States Steel once more was

the centre of interest. On account of
the disappointing character of the

from its early depression. The state¬
ment of Chairman Gary to the effect

posed in a hill now before the House
of Hepresentatlvcs. came out top late
to obtain Wide distribution before, the
close, of the market, Propcsals for
ttirifn revision have not be;: ad .11:111,1
Mifiielontly far as yet to give Wall
Street any apparent cause for unrest,
and comparatively little attention has
heen paid to this phase by the political
situation. Chairman Gary's statement,
however, Is expected to bring forward
tills subject more promlnontly for con¬
sideration.

decks for tho important discussions onlabor topics and print paper problems,which will feature the second day ofth..j mooting to-morrow.
Tho reports of the directors and oili-

cers and of the iiinaucc nnd other
committees were received, nnd Presi¬
dent Herman Bidder, In closing four
years of service as president, delivered
an address In which ho suggested
many ways In which efficiency in news-
paper management could bo promoted.
Mr. Bidder recommended a clonor studyof methods of operations, and tho re¬duction to rules and formulas of theknowledge thus acquired, In line withtho methods employed In highly-orga¬nized Industries.
The discussions of the day were

largely technical, dealing for tho most
purl with advertising; problems, and
ranging from the use of "flat rate"
to tho subject of co-operation by news¬
papers In tho promotion of newspaperadvertising.

papor, who made a pica for fair
treatment of the Italian race by news-
paper publishers throughout the coun-
try.
