Georgetown Defeated by Score of 4 to 3.Both
Teams Profit by Errors.Rixey Out-

pitches 0'Conner.

Wauhlngton, D. C May 3..What Ik
has Ktrlvon to rlo for 16 those many
years, was accomplished by the Vir¬
ginia baseball team this afternoon
when It took Georgetown Into -tow on
the hilltop diamond, making It two
straight wins from the Bluo and Gray
In one season. The scoro was 4 to 3.
It was only by slicking everlastingly
ul It, and lighting all the way, thai
Virginia carried oft the laurels. George¬
town scored all of its three runs In Its
half of the tlrst Inning, giving It a
lead 01 that margin, but the Orange
and nluc kept pegging away, and final¬
ly sent the winning tully across in the
eighth.

Until Hunt's hard smash war. gather¬
ed In by .Shortstop Douglas, who hurl¬
ed the hall to Carter at first, for the
final putout, the result was in doubt.
Two vearers of the Blue and Gray
were hugging the sackB at the time,
and all that was needed to change de¬
feat lnlo victory for the Hilltoppcra
was one measly hlnglc.
Hunt made u gallant effort to drive

the ball Into safe territory, and ha
well nigh succeeded, but by a grand
try, Douglas Intercepted Its course,
and by a throw that bad to be true,
nailed the speedy runnor* at the Initial
corner.

An Exciting Flnliib.
It was an exciting tinlsh. and had the

adherentH of the Blur- and Gray stand¬
ing on their tip toes, and holding their
breath, during the time Hunt stood
ot the plate, and while Douglas and
Carter were blasting their hof^s.It was a hard game for Georgetown
to lose, and a great one for Virginia
to win. after Its uphill fight Errors
played a prominent part in the pro¬
ceedings, both teams profiting by the
mlseuoH, but despite the bad piaying. It
furnished more thrills than any game
fought on the ...lltop this season.

GLASS WILL TELL 1
NAME OF COLONEL

Refers to Eavesdropping of
Member of a Governor's Staff. 1

Arraigns Swanson.
[Special to The Times.Dispatch. ]Gloucester, Vs., .May 1..The court¬house nt Gloucester was packedday with what was said to he tholargest audience ever In that building,when Carter Ulass addressed the peo¬ple ot Gloucester. Mr. Glass spoke foralmost three hours. The applausethat punctuated the speech was most

pronounced when tin- names of Mon¬
tague, Wondrow Wilson and W. A.Jones were called. The great demon¬
stration came for Jones.

Mr. Glass said he would "sling no
mud. Just tell tho truth." in a way
so tho women who had honored himwith their presence would not object.After telling of tho "trip to Washing¬ton" and of the "eavesdropping ot a
colonel on a f'ovornor's staff," whose
name ho says ho will give later. If
tho Governor does not. he proceeded to
tell of "the brilliant, business-like ad¬
ministration" of his "distinguished'
competitor as Governor of Virginia."
giving such Instances as th's: Mr.
Swanson. he said, found an unincum-
bered surplus in the Treasury, left by
Montague, of about a half-mllllon dol¬
lars. "After his brilliant and busi¬
ness-like administration he left a de¬
pleted treasury, with a largo deficit.
In spite of the fact that large sums
came Into the treasury from the act
of the Constitutional Convention."

Mr. Glass said that Colonel Cameron,
In his speech at Lyncbhurg, told a
half-truth In trying to account tor tho
deficit, when he said that Mr. Swanson
had also left a surplus, but he failed
to add that he had left obligations to
be met which were In excess of the
surplus.
The depleted treasury left by the

"hrllllant, business-like administra¬
tion of hlB predecessor," he said, was
Mr. Mann's excuse for not trying to
get rid of the saloons In Virginia. Mr.
Martin and Mr. Swanson were "piously
pleading they could not leave the peo¬
ple's business In Congress and come
to Virginia and make speeches in their
own behalf." Mr. Glns3 declared that
a subsidized press was giving them all
the advertisement they needed, though
Mr. Swanson heretofore had been ab¬
sent fifty out of eighty-two roll calls.

Mr. Glass quoted from the South
Boston paper before and after ho al¬
leged the South Boston paper hail been
bought. Mr. Glass sold: "Alvah Martin
doesn't like me." He declared that not
an Important office in Virginia was
filled without consultation with Wash¬
ington by telephone or otherwise, and
exclaimed: "Shall the people, who have
fought for their rights, let the Central
government now come In? Shall cliques
in Virginia dominate a free Virginian?"
He quoted from Mason's BUI of Bights
that the press Is a bulwark of the
people's freedom, and claimed that the
press In Virginia which could not be
persuaded was bought.
