RICHMOND RIGHT
SQUAREUPTO DATE
Old Landmark at Third and
Franklin Streets Makes Room

for Professional Building.
Richmond grows and gets more, up-to-date every day In the year, and as

It grows and gets up-to-date old land¬
marks disappear and modern struct¬
ures lake their place. The modern
"vandal" hand Is being kept busy |
wrecking old landmarks to make room jfor new twentieth century buildings.
At the corner of Third and Franklin

Streets there was an old-time fashion- jable boarding house. It was known for
years, two generations at least, as Mrs.
Duvall's boarding house, and In its {time it housed many distinguished
statesmen and their families. It was |familiarly known for many years as
"SOI," and everybody knew about "301," |and everybody knew that only the bon-
tons could get board there.
Less than three months ago a syn¬

dicate of professional men bought 301.
and two weeks ago they made a con¬
tract with builders to wreck the old
building and put In Its place a mod¬
ern structure, which, when completed,
will be known as tho "Professional
Building." The name implies some¬
thing, and the Implication is that It
will be devoted entirely to the uses
of professional men.
Acordlng to tho reading of the con¬

tract, the building Is to be a three-
story structure, made up of offices for
dentists and physicians, and while tht
work of wrecking the old building was
commenced only the past week the
three stories, possibly, If the contract
shall be amended, four stot les will be
completed and ready for occupancy
as offices for dentists and doctors by
September l.
These offices will be arranged with

every modern convenience required by
professional men. and their 'offices will
he en suite.
Even before the old bullding tva»

started on the wrecking process every
one of the proposed offices except two
were leased to dentists and doctors
Already the syndicate of professional
men, who own the property, Is being
urged to run the house up anothei
story, so as to furnish a number more
of offices.
However, the present plan Is to

make the two first stories office suites
for doctors and dentists and the third
story a kind of batchelor's den for
home, rooms for the occupants of the
offices.

that they must be. comfortable and con¬
tented to be helpers in his well
planned work, he has built school
homes for them In communities where
suitable board could not be obtained.
These homes are the property of the
county, and furnished by the same.
When there Is a married, man as prin¬
cipal he takes the home and boards the
teachers, and when the principal Is un¬
married a matron is secured for the
home.
One home is maintained by "bachelor

maids," and that has beon pronounced
a wonderfully well managed establish¬
ment.
These homes were built or bought,

as the needs for them arose, and no,
home 13 maintained In a community
where sultablo board can be secured by
teachers.
One home Is an old school building

remodeled Into a comfortable cottage
with porches. There are six school
homes In Richland county owned and

furnished, by the county, -with neces¬
sary outbuildings, and an acre of landfor a garden.

The Teachers.' Home.
The Idea of the school home has

come to stay, and If It could be car¬ried over the land, even Into Virginia.It would be a great blessing. It wouldhave a tendency to check the wander¬ing and restless disposition of some
teachers, and anchor them to one spot.Teachers In going Into new workoften experience trying ordeals in
finding boarding places, and often a
mistake made at this moment mayImpair their usefulness for all time.
The efficiency of teachers Is greatlyinfluenced b*y their personal comfort3
and immediate surroundings. Superin¬tendents of schools are sometimes so
harassed by living conditions that the
physical and mental discomfort In¬
curred renders them Incapable of goodadministrative work. Teaching Is
vocation, and no worker at any trade jIs so subject to petty annoyances from
the general public.

Surely the molders of human clay jshould have the same consideration *ha
cotton mill worker has when his cot-
tage Is provided him.

School homes bring, a feeling of in¬
dependence to teachers, and set thena
apart from any factional feeling which
may ar"se in a community. They make
the cost of living less, and afford more
rest when working hours- are over.
