dier holding to view the Declaration
of Independence, and the article in the
news story section entitled Shall Wo¬
men Vote?"

A "news story" Indeed it was, with
all Its denial of the Immortal princi¬ples of that document, on th« 135th
anniversary of the republic's birth.
Governments derive their Just

powers from the consent of the gov¬erned, Are not the women governed,
and that without their consent?

Mrs. Henson says that suffrage Is
noi n question of right or of justice,but of expediency. I.et us see.
Whin Rhglann began to take from

the Colonists their "power of consent"
or vote, tip re began the Revolution,
during which, from Its inception to tue
surrender of Cornwallls, <a period of
about fo:i\ years, never was suffragenamed hut as n ritfht.

.Sutlriige u ..mailt.''
All of the colonists in legislative

debates and In their writings (emig¬
rated suffrage as a "right." "original,
inherent right." "the common right of
mankind," "i'ilKinnl right of nature,"
"constitutional right."
These terms wi re also used by the

Lord Chancellor and William flu In
their replies to addresses sent tnem
by t he Colonists.
To Ihc student of the history of that

momentous period, as well as of the
history we are making to-day, the ns-
scrtlona of those sturdy advocates of
freedom In their efforts to fix the sta¬
tus of government tire very Interest lug.and to quote one or two may not l><j
amiss. Our great Franklin said:
"Those who have no voice nor vote

In the election of representatives do
nol enjoy liberty, but are absolutely
enslaved to those who have votes ai d
to their representatives."

In a notable speech delivered by
James OtlB, the author of the famous
pamphlet, "Taxation Without Repre¬
sentation Is Tyranny." quoting from
Pord Coke, said: "The very net of tax¬
ing exercised over those who are not
i presented appears to me to deprive
them of one of tr.elr most essential
tights as tree men. and if continued
seems to be in effect an entire dls-
frnnchlsetnent of every civil right."
These statements would seem to re¬

fute that made by Mrs. Henson. name¬
ly, "Women are taxed because they
enjoy civic rights, which are the pro¬
tection of property, liberty nnd life"

If the right 10 life, liberty and hap¬piness inheres equally In wotnun.

Either the
power to bear* arms Is a necessary
qualification for suffrage or It is not.
It it Is. those men who lack it ought
to be debarred. If It is not, lack of
It is no reason for debarring women.

Regulation of WnKM.
Mrs. llenson says suffrage will hav.;

nothing to do with the regulation of
vi ages.
The reason women are cheaper than

n:« n is because they are more helpless.
The reason children are cheaper than
women is because they are still more
helpless. Only the animals are more
so, and it Is because they are the
most helpless. It has become self-j
evident In this country that the people]
who have tlie ballot get more con¬
sideration than those who haven't it.
They have a weapon with which to
defend themselves against oppression.
It is known that in the equal suffrage
States the laws protecting women and
children, regulating wages and labor
hours are me,re favorable- than any-
where else in the country.

In most of the States of the Union
women are obliged to struggle for
their ends indirectly. Indirectness is
the unhapptest development in wo¬
man's situation anel woman's nature.
Ilronomic slavery .s the occasion of
that indirectness that honeycombs
every phass of woman's life.

That "a business career Is often a
makeshift, due to a woman's antici¬
pation of marriage," can be attributed
lc> her economic elepenelence. She uses
her sex as en asset. Ages ago wo¬
man's sex became the means of her
obtaining a livelihood, it is still with
the girl who is brought up with the
idea that she must marry weil.

Mrs. llenson claims that: "In Califor¬
nia, where suffrage was defeated hy
popular vote, the salaries of the wo¬
men teachers are the same as the
men's."

Suffrage In California has not been
defeated. The popular vote will pass
upon it next October. Those who were
instrumental in getting the legislative
voles for suffrage were the same who
secured equal pay for teachers.
She also says: "Woman's cry In New

York for equal wages with men in the
public schools only resulted in men's
wages being cut down to theirs." A
teacher writing from New York snys
that, In the elementary grades, new
teachers of both sexes, doing the same
work, receive the same pay, this being
0 slight Increase over the former sala¬
ries of women and a slight decrease of
lhe former salaries of men. In tho
high scheio! salaries of all new teach¬
ers are equal and ure un Increase over
those of the past. In no case has the
pay of any former teacher been re¬
duced.
"The laws of nearly. If not- all, of

the States of the Union nro even more
favorable to women than to men."
"Every married woman is the |o!nt
guardian of her children with her hus¬
band. She has now equal rights with
Iho father over her children" So siys
Mrs. llenson.

In only thirteon States are parents
equal guardians of their children. In,
Colorado and nowhere else In the
world is the mother equally with the
father, next of kin to her own Chil¬
dren. She may even Inherit jointly
v Ith the father property left by a
deceased <-,hiid.

In Virginia the husband has the
primary right of control of the chil-
dren, and he inherits tho deceased
child's real eslate. If there he ne>
father, the mother, brothers and sis¬
ters of the decedent take share und
share alike. In Virginia the right of
courtesy entitles a husband to n life
interest at tho death of his wife In
all her real estate, and the right of
dower entitles the. wife at the death
of her husband to a life Interest in
only one-third of the husband's real
eslate.

In Virginia the mother has no right
lo the earnings of-her child exiept by
express contract with the chili.

In Virginia a husband can divorce
his wife for having led a licentious life
previous to marriage without bin
knowledge, while the wife canfot di¬
vorce her husband for like causa,
The salaries paid women teachers

are from one-third to one-half of those
paid tri men.
Women fill no positions on the

fcoards of control of tho varluus, pcljoolq.

nor as county school superintendents,
nor can they votft for school olllcers. as
they do In twenty-five of tho other
States of the t.'nion.
There are no women on the State

Hoards of Health, nor on the City
Boards of Health.
There are no women boards of con¬

trol of the ehaujtable Institutions. No
state university Is open to women In
\ Irglnlo.
Mrs. Henson says: "The antl-siloon.

efforts have been best where women
do not vote." More towns and coun¬
ties in Colorado." says Judge Llndsey,
"have been dry since woman suffrage
v. an adopted than In any time previous
to It."

An Active Worker.
Mrs. Goddard was one of the most

active workers In the election which
not loriK since returned Colorado
Springs to the wet district. And Miss
Phoebe'Cousins, one of the most active
workers in the anti-suffrage cause,
had a contract with the Brewers' As¬
sociation to stump certain States i:i
their Interest.
Many more women wouid have tlie

franchise to-day but for the VlciOUH
interests of the country. They know
and fear woman's moral influence and
are quite content to contend with her
Indirect influence, as It is now being
exerted.
Woman suffrage stands for legal,industrial and educational equality.The first to give her a voice in gov¬

ernment; the second to give her eco¬
nomic Independence, ant the thud i
prephre her from the first two. if this
be socialism let It go nt that.
The Incident Mrs. Henson relates

of how women each voted under sev-
rinl names back In the Colonial period
ran be accounted for by the fart that
those supposed women were men dis¬
guised as such In order to abolish
women's rights. "Since lhat time," sho
says, ."women's efforts to gain theftanchise have made little advance,only four States having It. and having
met with defeat 1.13 times In ten
years." Again Mrs. Henson has to be
corrected in her statements.
There are five States Instead of four,and live more States have had the

measure passed by their Legislatures,giving large majorities. They are nowawaiting the popular vote, which will besubmitted this fall. And in nearly allthe States recording defeats the ma¬jorities are cut down lower each timeIn nearly every case. Defeats are. atthis stage of its progress, to be ex¬pected, but they are as the ripplesof the river; the tldo moves steadilyon. i
The history of tho propagation ofthe great doctrine of Christianity la
