FEEBLY DEFENDS
CONFESSED GRAFT

Aged Banker and Church Leader
Testifies Before Lorimer

Committee.'

HAD SOLICITED BRIBES

Did Not Need Money, but Ac¬
cepted $2,500 for His

Vote.

Washington. D. C, August 8..Fee¬
bly defending his confessed graft,
former State Senator D. W. Holstlaw,
the sixty-two-ycnr-old Illinois banker
and church leader, to-day retold to
tho Sonate l-orlmor committee his atory
of being paid for bavlng voted for
Lorimer for Senator. Incidentally, ho
told of asking and of bolng promised
$1,500 for buying furniture for the
State from a certuln dim.
Holstlaw was asked many humili¬

ating questions. Ha wus required tu
tell of being culled before the grand
Jury in Sant>amon county on his way
back from u Baptist convention In Bal¬
timore. Md., to which ho was a dele¬
gate. He was led by counsel Into nil
the details of his demand to be paid
by the furniture men before he bought
furniture for the State.
"You were looking out for the best

Interests of tho State when you do-
manded $1,600?" asked Senator Kenyon.

"1 felt honestly that I wus not tak¬
ing anything from the State, but was

getting part of the agent's commis¬
sion."
"You were worth »100,000, and did

not noed the money?"
"No, I did not need It."
"Did you intend to turn It over to

some charitable fund?" suggested At¬
torney Marble.

"Oh. no; 1 Intended to keep every
cent of It."
He did not get the money, because

he told the grand Jury about It, he
said. He declared that It was mostly
to get Immunity for his part In the
furniture deal that he told the grand
Jury of receiving money for having
voted for Lorimer. He told of his al¬
leged conversation with Suite Senator
John Broderlck the nliiht before Lori¬
mer was elected.
"He 6aid to me: 'Senator Lorimer

will be elected to-morrow,'" said
Holstlaw. " 'Yer.' I replied. 'I nm going
to vote for him.' After a second ho
said: 'If you do. there Is $2,500 In il
for you.' I did not say anything."
Holstlaw also told of going to Brod-

erlck's aaloon in Chicago and of Brod-
erick handing him *i:,500. Holstlaw
sail Broderlck remarked that "there
would be more." '

"Did you think you ought to have
more?" asked a member of tho com¬
mittee.

"No; I thought I ought to have had
none."
"Why did you take It then?"
"I really do not know."
