One Hundred More Just Deslgnated,
Mnking the 'Total to Date 1,500,
Washington, D, €., August 13.—Of

the 60,000 post-offices of nll classes in

the Unlied States, it is expected that
approximately 50,000 eventually will
be deslgnated as postal savings de-
posgitaries.

Including 100 additlonal second-clasy

offices desiguated yesterday by Post-
mister-General Hitcheock as deposi-
tarles, the total number of postal

banks established te this date s 1,590,
By September 1 all the 1,800 second-
class post-offices /i1l have been desig-
nated as postal banks. It is the in-
tention of the Post-Office Department
then to begin designating the 6,000
third-class offices as banks, probably
at the rate of 500 a week. Gradually
the syatem will he extended to offices
of the fourth eclass, Inelud’ng only
those whicl are money order offices.
