pany runs an Immense factory which
turns out bedroom suits In great quan¬tities and sells them In carload and
tralnload lots all over the country.This Industry was located here be¬
cause of the nearness of the raw
material, the forests In this section
being crowded with superior Umber
for furniture making
For the same reason the .leffreys-

Spauldlng Manufacturing Company sc.
lected Chase City for its hahtttt.
This concern uses millions of feyt of
Old Virginia pine In the manufacture
of box shooks. and sells tts entire out¬
put to the Standard OH Company.
The Ice. Fuel and Ginning Corpora¬

tion is a new concern fbat is making
ice and shipping to nearby points, be¬
sides supplying the local trade. The
company Is erecting and equipping a
cotton gin for the benefit and con¬
venience of the many planters In tnls
section who are brcjishtng out ex¬
tensively In the cultivation of cotton.
Beyond the corporate limits tnd

near to the town are a number *»f
sawmills and lumber plants, which
are to all Intents and purposes, ex¬
cept for paying town taxes. Chase
City enterprlse.i.

Chase City sticks to and In
every way fosters its old original In¬
dustry: that Is. tobacco. Tt Is a large
leaf market: In fact, disputes South
Hill's claim to third position in the jState as a bright leaf market. Four
warehouses for the sale of the leaf
are successfully operated here, and
the annual sales amount to about 6.-
000.000 pounds.

All of the big
tobscoo manufacturing concerns have
buyers and leaf houses here, and there
are several Independent buyers and
dealers. The market draws Its leaf
tobacco from the famous tobacco-
growing counties of Mecklenburg.
Brunswick, Eunenbut-g, Charlotte and
Prince Edward, In Virginia, and War¬
ren and Vance counties, In North
Carolina.

Prosperous llnek Country.
It goes without saying that with

such a large anil flourishing back
country to support It, and so many
operatives to man the various indus¬
trial plants. Chase City tloes nn Im¬
mense mercantile business.
Of tills rich and prosperous back

country I wish to have more to say
In a future letter. Suffice it to say
now that nearly all of the old-time,
enormous plantations for ten or more
miles around the town have.been cut!
up Into smaller fnrms and sold off to
new-comers from North and South
Carolina, and from the North and
West, and these new-comers have Im¬
proved their lands by up-to-dnte meth¬
ods, and nre growing the crops and
raising the cattle, the sheep, the hogs
and the horses that go to moke a

country rich and prosperous. ,fef-
freys, Hosier & Company, real estate
agents nnd farm land sellers, have
done more to advertise these lands and
bring in new settlers then any one
agency In the Stade.

They are also proud of
the Southslde Female Institute, which
is so ably conducted by Professor H.
Ci. Noffslnger and a strong cdrps of
assistants, and which Is educating
from 125 to 150 Virginia girls.
They are. also proud of the Thyno

institute, an institution supported by
the United Presbyterians of Pennsyl-
venia for the Industrial and literary
education of colored boys and girls.
Rev. F. W. Wilson, of the United ProH-
bytcrlan Church, is the principal. Thla

!¦ tb© only colored Institution In the
State that I know of that la con¬
ducted by a white principal, and In
which the instruction is given bywhite teachers.

.More Improvement! Coming;.
I started out with the statement

that hut few If any towns In Virginia
have grown as much In the past de-
cBdo as Chase City, and with the pre¬diction that It will grow much fnst-
er In tho next ten years. That Is
only a prediction, but It Is founded
on something substantial, for the (rood
people here are not going to stop their
public enterprise with their newly-
paved streets and sidewalks and with
tholr electric light and power plant
Just completed, but they now have
water works and a perfect sewerage
system on their minds, and they are
going to have these things In one way
o.- nnothcr within the next year. My
own opinion, from what T can gather.
Is that there Is go*n,g to be a big
bond Issue to make these Improve¬
ments, and they will be made and
owned by the town Instead of lotting
a franchise to a company. Other mu¬
nicipal enlargements nnd Improve¬
ments will follow, the population will
grow and business will grow, i.hd It
may be that when the next census
shall be taken Chnsc City will be
found to he a real Virginia city.
