Union Pacific Refuses to Recog-

MAY RESULT IN STRIKE

San Franclsco, Cal., Septembar 1.—
The Southern Paclfic Rellread Com-
pany, through Jullus Krutischnitt,
vice-president and director of mainte-
nance and operation of the Harriman
nes, absolutely relscted a demang for
recognition of the Federation of Shop
Employs, comprising five shop craft
unlons and 25,000 men.

That such recognltien, with Its im-
plications, would hamper the company
In perfoiming (s duty to the public
wes the position taken by its oMclals.
Unlon leaders asked for It on grounds
of economy and expedition, and . ad-
mittedly because of A foeling that
Ereater centrallzation of capital and
power made corresponding centrallza-
tion ameng various wniona desirable.
The unions involvad hed nakeg their
general officers for permlssion to strika
in the event of the refusal to grant
recognition of the fade. atlion.

A conference lamling over threa
hours was terminated hy Mr. Krutt-
schnitt’s final answer and following It
the unlom representatlves, mober faced,
went Into szesslon by themselves, to
Which they
may accept a8 binding or may reject,
refusing to sanctlon a strika

Following the confernnce Mr. Krutt-

schnltt lssued the following atate-
ment:
“In the conference the quustion of

the benefits to aderus to hoth the com-
paniy and the men from a fedaration
wera fully prosanted by the unlon offi-
clals, and the ofMcers of the rallrond !
company expluined at length the em-|
burrassment (hat the company would|
experience in performing its publia
functione If hampersd by g committes
verted with wufficient power to con-
trol or partially control its organiza-
tions.

Recognition Imponssible,

A railroad ofMeclal to-night eaid au-
thoritatively that thare was no change
tn Mr. Iruttechnitt's position: that
the recognition of the federation would
be Impossible.

“We have not rafused to see the men
further, however, sald this ofclal.
“We are stlll prepared to grant any
requests for a conference, though our
position is fNxed.”

Union leaders have made no aercrat
of thelr anxlety to avert a strike If
it ean he done, and means to that end
were canvassed freely In thelr meet-
ing to-night.

CHANGES MADETO
MEET OBJECTIONS

Favorable Consideration of Cen-
tral Bureau Plan Is
Recommended,

CONSIDERED BY BANKERS

Regarded as Valuable in Safe-
guarding Against Forgeries
and Should Have Trial.

New York, September !.—Changes
to meet objectlons of bankers to caer-
toin features of the new central bu-
reau plan for the regisiry of export
cotton bllls, were made In the plan
to-day et a conference of the members
of the tdlla of lading committee of the
Americar Bankers' Associatlon. With
these chankes effected, the committea
recommended that the plan for the
establishment of a central bureau hera
be given fuvorable consideration by
the exchange—buying banks of the
country. In & statement lssued to-
night Thomas B. Patton, general coun-
el of the American Bankers' Assocla-
tlon, enumerated the objections that
had been made to the plan, and ex-
plained the manner in which the com-
mittee hed met them. 'The statement
said;

“At Its mesting held in Nashville
May I, 1911, this committee approved
the general principlea of the plans

submitted in the report of the subcom-
mittes for the validation of cottan
bills, Including the establishment of &
central bureau in New York City, with
the understanding that the details of
such plan would be subsequently work-
ed out and considered bhefore giving
final approval and recommendation of

sald plan.

“i  subsequently developed that
whila the plan for valldntion had tha
unliversal approval of the bankes of

the dnlllltry. ihe proposition for a cen-
tral bureau mot with the objection by
certain of tha Southern banks and
cotton Interasts.

At to-day’s meeting of the com-
mittee, the Southern bankers ware rap-
reseénted by Mr. Godehaux, of New Or-
leaps, and Mr. Halght, representing
th Liverpool cotton conference.

“Full conslderation was glven to all
the objections, and upon close analysls
they were found to boe based upon the
following grounds:

Grounds of Objections.

First. That the plen would gilve
certain ndvantage to exchange buyers
In New York City by reamon of the
fact that the central bursau would bs
there located. :
