Interest in Sports Has Increased
Wonderfully, and Organization

Now Necessary.
When bowling enthusiast? get to¬

gether in the assembly hall of Mur¬
phy's Hotel n-^xt Monday night at S
o'clock, a long step toward putting
that snort on tht piano which it rich¬
ly deserved, will have been accom¬

plished. From what can be learned,
the desire of those who are sponsor¬
ing the mass-meeting. Is to organize
tho game, select the best men with
due attention given to ether qualifi¬
cations than mere ability to spill the
pins, and to create a clean rivalry
among the hundreds of more than
nverage players In Richmond.

Interest In the sport has Increased
wonderfully within the past few
yearF. Only recently has Richmond
been put on the bowling map. When
the first team was sent to the bowl-
lng congress in Baltimore, now near¬

ly three years ago. the city of Rich¬
mond was not known In the bowilng
world. But the team made a record
and can-.e away with a fair slice of
the prize money, and bowlers from
other sections of the State began to
notice the Virginians.

Made Good Records.
Last year another team was sent

to Buffalo, and again the men distin¬
guished themselves. They won the
plaudits of the crowd by celever work
and also won some more money. The
congress this season will be at Wash¬
ington, and it Is hoped to send several
teams to the capital city to represent
Richmond. However, the best men
can be selected only by elimination,
and for this reason It Is desired that
every single bowler in Richmond ally
himself with some team In one of
the several leagues to be iormed.
A correct record will he kept of the

work of each of these men. and when
the day comes for selecting the Rich¬
mond representatives to the big tour-
namer.t, there will be a systematic
way of reaching the best men. A
post-season series of games will like¬
wise be played, the winner In each
league playing the winner of each
other league, the team winning the
series being declared the champions
of Richmond. Trophies will be offer¬
ed both lor the winners in each league
and for the city champions.
As there are probably 1.500 or 2.000

bowlers In Richmond, It Is expected
that the meeting Monday night will
be largely attended. Every person
at all Interested In the game Is In-
Vited to attend. It will simply be a
mass-meeting for the purpose of form¬
ing plans for the season.

AMERICAN LEAGUE
By Defeating Detroit That Club

Is Put Out of
Race.

GAME WON BY HARD HITTING

Fourth Pennant for Philadelphia
Team, Second in Suc¬

cession.

Philadelphia, Pa.. September 26..
The American League championship
for 1311 was decided hero to-day, -When
Philadelphia defeated Detroit by tho
score of 11 to 5. It was the fourth
time that a local team piloted by Con¬
nie Mack -as won the pennant In this
organization, and It was the first time
that Philadelphia has won the title in
successive seasons. By repeating this
year. Philadelphia earned the right to
defend the title of world's champions,
which It won last year in a series wltb
the Chicago National League club.
Only two teams fought It out for lead¬
ing honors In the American League this
season.Philadelphia and Detroit The
latter got a flying start last spring,
and on May 19 the Tigers had a lead
of twelve games over the home team.
Prom that dato the local team gained
ground, and It took the lead from De¬
troit for the first time or. July 4. The
next day New York defeated Philadel¬
phia, and the latter dropped to socond
place. Detroit kept In front until Au¬
gust 4, when Mack's team, for tho sec¬
ond time, lumped Into first place.
Since then Philadelphia has never been
headed.
To-day's game was won by hard hit¬

ting. Philadelphia drove Wlllett off
the rubber In three Innings, and also
hit Works's delivery hard. Baker led
in the slugging, with two home runs
and a pair of two-baggers In five tlmos
at bat. His total of twelve 'bases Is
probably a season's record for the
major leagues. Both of Baker's home
runs cleared the right field wall. It
being the first time a batsman ever
performed this feat In the same game.
Crawford led Detroit at hat. with a
home run and a slrvr'.e, while Bush and
Cobb made two singles each.

The Giants, while not playing yes-
terday, were driven a Uttlo nearer
tho pole when Plttsburg dropped onu
to tho Trolley Dodgers, and the Cubs
splltt with Boson. It Isn't cinched yet
for the McGrawltes, but they are al¬
most In sight. Strange to remark, tho
Giants appear to be the only team In
the first division of the older or¬
ganization to be finishing strong. Th»
others have weakened perceptibly and
are beginning to show the woar of
the season's campaigning.
Of course, there are those who

figure the Giants to win. Little In-
terest could be injected In the hattlas
If there was any degree of certainty.
It Is this element of uncertainty
which makes the game of baseball
popular. Followers of form will tie
to the Athletics, while those who are
Influenced by sentiment will pick the
team toward which their heart leads.
This much Is certain: Mack Is'going
to win. But whether it bo Connie or
Johnny Is largely a matter of guess¬
work. The games will probably start
Saturday, October 14. and until that
time many thousands of worda will oe
written pro and con. Only one thing
Is certain, and that Is that with a
fair break from the weather man all
previous attendance records will be
smashed. .

With the Interest which Is being
manifested locally In the All-Stars-
Athletlo game here on October 11, tho
old talk of Richmond In the Atlantlo
League Is being revived. Two ob-
Steeles stand In the way of such an
achievement. One Is the present
owner of the Richmond franchise in
the Virginia League. The other reo-
son Is, therefore, Immaterial. It has
been pointed out In this column be-
fore that there Is not a chance tor
Richmond to see anything but the
bushiest kind of bush league base¬
ball until th« flnan-lal Interests now
controlling the franchise are con-
vlneed that the public Is not merely
a. machine to be mulcted out of Its
cash regardless of tho return made.
While business men realize that Rich-
mond in the Eastern League will
mean Increased expenses, many of
theBe business men feel that the In-
creased expense would be compensated
for by Increased attendance at the
gamoe.

Even though leas money were made
for a few years. It would still be
profitable- But what's tho use of
talking? Nothing can > i done under
present conditions. The franchise hero
could be bought. It Is true, but this
would be paying a tremendous price jmerely for tho privilege of buying a
franchise In the Eastern or some
otner league In which bettor baseball
Is played. The first cost of a
franchise In such a league would be
reduced to n minimum If the ownor
of the franchise were the purchaser.
But again, what's the use. Speak of
Richmond In the Eastern League, and
that old threadbare argument ahotit
Richmond being a rotten ball town
and a cheap ball town and a town
which will not support good basteball
Is brought from under cover. The re-
suit Is thot the public must stand for
those base .Insinuations. A. good Idea
of whether Richmond will support
good baseball will be given wmen tho
All-Stars and Athletics plny>here. The
prices will be steep, but wntch tho
Richmond public patronize the game
and rebuke those too fervent and ar¬
dent friends of the present ownership.
A quiet movement Is being Inaugu¬

rated hero which will have as Its
final aim of relntroductlon of box¬
ing contests In Richmond. A particu¬
lar friend of the siame has prepared
the bill, hut the information was 1m-
parted In the strictest confidence, and
