man. he accepted tho Judgment of the
committee, and supported the measure
on the House floor with such vigor
as he could summon to a cause, which
ho did not personally espousei
Thor* Is little doubt that the Slmms

bill will pass tho House If it gels out
of the committee. Mr. Mann's attltuda
on It will be very Important. If ho
stands by his convictions, he will sup¬
port the Slmms bill. But as a lead¬
er, he Is In a way tho administration
spokesman on the floor. To support
the filming measure would be to break
with President Taft on a subject, on
which the President is very insistent.
Ho beilevcs firmly In the Court of Com¬
merce. It wau about all he saved out
of the original railroad measure ahat
ho and Attorney-General Wlckersham
drafted; and he has Insisted that the
Commerce Court and the tariff board
would make good If given a fair
chance.
Opposition to the Court of Commerce

has been developing a long time. One
reason assigned lu that the court has
so little business. It is composed of
five circuit Judges, who do no other
work, together with an expensive and
duly dignified staff and complete
establishment. The economy argu¬
ment will be a serious one.
The President, realizing that th.3

court hasn't enough work to keep it
busy, declared in his Bur Association
speech in Boston recently he would
,'ecommend making it also a court of
patent appeals, with exclusive circuit
Jurisdiction of all patent cases. This
would give it Wv.rk enough.

Hopes to Save It.

When the President made this an¬

nouncement some surprise was ex¬

pressed, but Inquiry developed that
some of the enthusiastic supporters of
tho court have for a long time been
urging this patent court plant as an
excuse for keeping the court In ex¬
istence. The President's advocacy of
tho plan Indicates his determination to
use all means to save it.
Mr. Slmms, asked about this plan,

said to-day:
"1 am not for that, either. One

strong reason for establishing the
court was that it would be good to
have a bench that, devoting itself ex¬

clusively to Interstate commerce cases,
would become in a way expert in that
branch of. the law. Well, pile the In¬
tricate patent law business "»n the com¬
merce business, and the vourt would
have poor chance to become expert
at anything."
Such a measure as Mr. Sims proposes

will be almost certain to emphasize the
breach between the factions o£ the
Republican party, where there has al-
But for the urgent pleadings of ad-
But for the argent pleadings of ad¬
ministration agents, the Senate would
have stricken the court from the bill;
a number of Senators voted for it out

of amiability rather than from belief
In tho court.

Despite the fact that the court is
not popular at interstate commerce
headquarters it is doubtful if the in¬
terstate commission would liko to see

It abolished. Before the Commerce
Court was created the railroads used
to take their cases against the com¬

mission very largely into the courts
of Judge Sanborn and Judge Grosscup,
where the mathematical chances of
getting the orders. Injunctions, etc.,
that they wanted proved an experience
to be very large. The Commerce Court
took all Jurisdiction of such cases away
from these and all other circuit Judges.
Even if the Commerce Court has not
been kind toward the ccmmlssion, there
Is grave question whether to return

to the old procedure, under which the
railroads could select their form and
commonly choose to go before Judges
whose tendencies they well know,
would be desirable. P. H. McG.

When the court met this morning

the men who had been summoned to
Hervo on tho Jury were all present,
liofore taking steps to Impanel the
Jury, howovor, Commonwealth's Attor¬
ney Mann led a replication to the de¬
fendant's plea for the dismissal of the
pending Indictment on the ground of
autrcfole acquit, tho charges therein
alleged being the same as those on
which he had been discharged. To
this replication the defendant demur¬
red and the demurrer was overruled.
Counsel for the defense then asked

the Commonwealth's attorney to state
the character of the evidenco he pro¬
posed to introduce before the Jury.
At this point, it being intimated, that
some time would be required for argu¬
ment, and the court not being In ses¬
sion, it was agreed to adjourn the jury
over until Wednesday morning next.
Commonwealth's Attorney Mann then

stated that he proposed to offer to tho
Jury the evidence first, of members of
the grand Jury which formed the pend-
Ing Indictment, to show what was the
Issue before the grand Jury, and what
the special transactions were on which
they based the indictments; secondly,
he proposed to Introduce members of
tho March grand Jury, which returned
the Indictments subsequently dlsmiss-
ed. to show the transactions on which
those indictments were based; and,
third, he proposed to Introduce the
books of the bank to show exactly
what these various transactions were.
On the evidence thus produced the
Commonwealth proposed to show that

Mr. Van Dören, a civil s
engineer, surveyed the land recently.It originally belongod to the old Moonestate, and was purobnSed 'by- JosephWllmer, of "Plain Dealing." The landIs not especially desirable, but It is thebest portion of the tract of 197 acrespurchased by Mr. Wllrner. Much of It-Is in a young growth of timber, andnot a great deal of the remainder la fjcultlvnted.
According to Sir. Brown, who was intown to-day, a portion of tho tracthad been rented by Mr. WUmer toBen Ballou. Ballou planted some ofthe lard In tobacco, and later desired 5to put In wheat.
