Miss Johnston acknowledges that .she

never saw or knew General Jackson,
,whlch fact is very evident from the
(hideous carclcature she uses as her
frontispiece representing him and his
little sorrel, and which alone is enough
ilo condemn the book. To quote from
.a protest against "Tho Dong Roll."
many of which I hove received,' an old
jforiower of General Jackson s.iys: "His
.¦frontispiece of this great soldier |sUitterly featureless and is more the
likeness of some brutal prize-flg'hter,
of physical figure and countenance, all
animal, without ono spark of mental
Illumination, and while this Is simply
and solely beastly.

ceived from his wife and which wasjomamen-ted with a simple band of gilt
(braid.the most modest mark that a
"rflold officer could wear. Taking up)h|s knife he ripped off the braid and
'encircling It around little Jane's fair
head he stood off admiringly and said:
"This shall he yp.ur.cororrot!" The llt-
Hle girl died Just a few weeks before
General Jackson himself was trans¬
lated, m their happy spirits were soon
e-oonlted In the Dand of Diving.

Mind Was Oecnpled.
Oeneral Jackson realized as few men

,«lta the desperateness of tho cause the
JBouth had undertaken, but, like Gen-

eral Lee, he could not draw his sword
against his native Sta:e and 'he behoved
that It wue absolutely necessary for
every man to throw himself heart and
soul Into tho struggle, reeking not of
self or anything elao save the best ser¬
vice ho oould render his' country.
Hence Jlls mind was so wholly oc¬
cupied with his arduous duties that he
found no time to array himself In flno
clothes.even forgetting t'hat he was
making himself conspicuous In pay¬
ing so lltUo attention bo his dress.
This absorption In patriotic duty ex¬
plains tho "old dust colorod clothes"
which "Tho Long Holl" revels In com¬
menting upon. In times of pence and
When at home no man could have been
more particular and Immaculato In his
dros* thixn General .TuckBon.

General Jackson was no lover of
war, declaring emphatically how he
deprecated it. and only the sternest
sense of duty drove him Into It; hut
having been educated as a soldier, he
felt Impelled to dlsoharge every rule
according to military regulations, and
hence he was often misjudged as harsh
and un.lust by those who hud less
knowledge of military law, though his
heart was really as tender as that of
a woman. I remember In one of my
visits to Lexington, Va., General Lee
said to me eo sadly: "Ah! Mrs. Jack¬
son. If all of our officers and men had
done their duty as your 'husband did,
the result of the war would have heen
very different!"

Mrs. Elizabeth Preston Allan, who
knew General Jackson intimately from
earliest childhood, and whose father
and husband were members Of his staff,
and who herself 1b a woman of rare
culture and an author of note, says
of "T - Long Roll":

Mrs. Allan's Statement.
,rMi> Johnston's claim that Ulie Is

presen::ug Jackson from the soldiers'
point of view is an adroit defence of
her caricature of the great soldier.
But she does nothing to substantiate
her claim. And in view of the vehe¬
ment protests now helng raised by the
old eoldlers throughout tho SoutSi
against Miss Johnston's mlsrepresenta-

tlons of Jackson's lineage, manners,
dress, habits and speech, it is incum¬
bent upon her to give her authority
for such damaging- statements.
"Those of us ourselves or veterans,

who wore in touch with his soldiers
during those two years of Jackson's
brilliant career, got no such impression
from thorn. Wo certainly got no such
impression from the intimacies of
dally intercourse. "Major" Jackson,
as he lived among us In Lexington,
was a man of the highest courtesy,
oareful In dTess and appearance as are
all West Pointers, of great refinement
of thought and speech, of unusual
gentleness of manner, and a lover of
children. -My little brother and 1
counted lilm boon companion, and
cla'.mod his attention ai soon as he
crossed the threshold. Could a man
known and loved for sutfh character¬
istics as these be suddenly metamor¬
phosed 'oy the accident of war Into the
harsh, disagreeable, and absurd figure
that Miss Johnston paints?
"Eccentric is a word which may un¬

fairly be applied to General Jackson,
mainly because he was that Tare thing,
an absolutely consistent Christian. His
master bore that same reproach. But
he was never known to thrust his
"peculiar" views on any one, was nev¬
er known to speak harshly of any one;
nover claimed to be more righteous
than others; and therefore gave no of¬
fense. And though his friends and
neighbors Jested about his strict views
of Sabbath keeping, and his rigid ad-
heranco to those duties whiotti most of
us treat eo lightly, he was loved and
honored by high and low In the com¬
munity. We may be forgiven if we
consider it somewhat presumptlous in
a young woman born after the war, to
Insist that she knows the character¬
istics of this great man bettor than
rifcoae who had the privilege of his com¬
panionship' But literary success is a
heavy wine, and Miss Johnston has al¬
lowed her sense of the dramatic to
beguile her into doing a grave wrongto tho truth of history when she re¬
presents General Jaokson as Tough, un-

¦ couth, boorish, slovenly and "unbal-
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anced. "The Lone. Roll" is disastrous¬
ly over-drawn In this respect."

It takes such a man as Lieutenant
Colonel G. P. R, Henderson, of the
British army, to grasp the 'true spirit
and character of the young man who
inspired him to write his mastorly his¬
tory of "Stonewall Jackson and tho
American Civil War".a work which
will live as long as the Kngllsüi lang¬
uage Is spoken.even as a classic. Col¬
onel Henderson visited all the battle
fields of Virginia and made an ex¬
haustive study of the war and its lead¬
ers. His splendid book has only to
ho read to prove the justice and fair¬
ness with which he deals with his hero
and his campaigns.

.Inckaon's Ancestry.
It Is due General Jackson's name

to give a brief outline of his ances¬
try as a proof that he was not de¬
scended from pleblans or boors, as
would be' Inferred from "The Long
Roll " The Jackson family has been
a reputable and prominent one since
the early settlement of that part of
Virginia which Is now West Virginia.!
Ho himself was a Virginian, the di¬
vision of tho Stato having taken placo
after his death.
Among his forebeaTs were soldiers

of the American Revolution, represen¬
tatives In State legislatures and Con¬
gress. Later there arose Judges, a
Governor of West Virginia and many
other men of note. His father was an
educated lawyer and suooessful practi¬
tioner, having also Inherited some es¬
tate, but being of a free and generous
nature, he assumed securities for his
friends which resulted In bankruptcy
to himself when he was cut down In
the meridian of life. His mother was
refined and beautiful woman In good
family. One of the family, John G.
Jackson, succeeded his father In Con¬
gress, and was appointed the first Fed¬
eral judge of the western district of
Virginia. General Jackson married
Miss Payne, sister of tho wife of Pres-
ident Madison, and. his second wlfä was
the daughter of Governor Melgs, of,
Ohio.

It was the fate of Thomas J. .Tack-
son, almost from infancy to battle
with adverse foTtune which was meted
out to him in orphanage and hardship,
but with the indomitable energy and
courage of his race, who could have
surpassed him In surmounting the dif¬
ficulties he had to encounter In ob¬
taining an education and in making
the man of himself that he did.
And now may I ask, will not all

true Confederate soldiers who followed
Stonewall Jackson, give an expression
of their opinion of "The Long Roll,"
and if they approve of it let them say
so candidly, but if not will they unite
in such a protest against this false and
damaging portraiture of their com¬
mander as will settle the question for
all time?
