SCIENTIST GIVES
US Ä NEW GRAIN

Prof. Buffum, "the Burbank of
Wyoming," .Produces Un¬

usually Hardy Cereal.
«Iheyene, Wyo.i October 29..West¬

ern agricultural experts are watching
Professor B. C. Buttum, "the BurbanK
of Wyoming," In perfecting his new
grain, known as black winter emmer
Thla plant lias been evolved aftci

years of study by Professor Buffum,
who cotiducls a wonderlul experiment
farm In the Big Horn Basin, near
Worlatid, Wyo. It bids fair to solvs
the forage problem of the West, not to
sp.-ak of the general food problem
of the world.
The grain Is somewhat larger than

wheat and Is a cross of wheat and
sevcrel other less known grains. It
will grow In much drier soil than
wheat, and four times as much can
bo grown to tho acre. It weighs more
to the bushel than wheat, and while
hardl. so line as that grain for food
purposes, may assist materially in
solving the general food problem, ow¬
ing to its excellence and cheapness
ah fodder for the animals whOBO flesh
ilgures on the dinner tables of men.

Professor Huqum has a wide repu¬
tation as a scientist. lie has been
professor of agriculture In the agri¬
cultural colleges of Wyoming and
Colorado, and It was he who evolved
tho plan of breeding an American
type of sheep that would thrive amongWestern range conditions.whloh ex¬
periment la now being carried on bythe government at Laramle, Wyo.
Of late yenrs, on his experiment

farm In the Big Horn Basin, ho has
turned his attention to the- breedingof cereals that will solve some of the
vexing problems of agrlculturo pecu¬liar .o the West. His ranch Is a won¬
derful Bpot, In tho heart of a seml-
arld country, where tho crops in gen-e.!»l aro dependent on Irrigation or
on what ip known as "dry farming."3mmer itself Is not a novelty. It hasbieri raised for many centuries andhas been given much nttentlon byfarmers in Utisnla and other foreigncountries. It Is believed that emmer,
or spelt, was the corn of PItny, whichho 6ald was used by the Latin*. 3G0
years before thoy know how to makobread. ,,It is one of ihn primitive
forms of wheat, but resembles barleyIn character, as It Is bearded and the
grain Is tightly hell hi the chaff.

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Census Bureau Finds London
Can N'o Longer Claim Honor

of the Lead.
-

IN 1920 IT WILL EXCEED I
Now Ahead in Having Greatest
Xumber of Inhabitants With¬

in the Corporate Limits.

Washington. October 20..New York
City is now tho largest organized
municipality in the world. Census Dl-J
rector Durand stated yesterday. Hlsi
assertion is based on a statement pre¬
pared for 'him by Charles S. Sloanc. I
geographer for the Bureau of the Celt-.
bus, and also secretary of the Un'fd
Stules Board on 'Jeographlc Names. The
facts are given as follows:
The question as to the city or muni¬

cipality which Includes within Its cot-

poratc limits the greutest number of
Inhabitants has for centuries been an¬
swered "London." In one sense, atjleast, this honor has now been trans¬
ferred to New York.
The twelfth ..insme rat .or. of Oreal

Britain, in IUIt, furnishes new figure*
of population, both lor the administra¬
tive county of London and for what Is
termed Greater l/ondon. The thirteenth
census of the United States in 1010
also furnished substantially oompara-
blo llgures both for Now York City
as at present constituted and for wli.it
Is taken by the Census Bure_u to form
the metropolitan district of New York

Comparison of the Two eitlen.
New York City, covering an area of

2S7 square miles, can be compared with
the administrative county of London,
covering an area of 117 square miles
with approximate fairness to both
cltieB, since New York City comprises
Richmond and Queens counties, botn
of which contain thinly settled areas
that are practically farming districts,
while all of London county is densely
populated. For comparison witn Great¬
er London, territory adjoining New-
York City In the States of New York
and New Jersey has been added to
the city to form what Is termed the
metropolitan district of New York,
closely approximating the area of
Greater London.
A comparison of the latest census

figures for these areas shows that in
population New York City has passedthe administrative county of I^ondon
and that In a few years Greater Lon¬
don will contain fewer inhabitants
than the metropolitan district of New
York. As Greater London can scarce¬
ly be considered a municipality, h.'.v-
Ing no political organization save for
the fact thut the national government
controls the police in its area. It is
proper to Et>y that New York is now
t,hc- largest organized municipality 'n
the world.
According to the last Federal ee-i

sus, New York City contained in 1910
a population of 4.766.883, and, accord¬
ing to the last Hngiluh census, the
administrative county of London hndi
In 1911 a population of 4,622,961. Tho
Increase In the population of New
York City from 1900 to 1910 was
1,329,681, or 3S.7 per cent., while dui-
lng tho ten years from 1901 to 1911
the population of the administrative
county of London decreased 13,306 or
0.3 per cent.

The Increaae Since 1S80.
According to the returns of the sec¬

ond census, taken In ISOo. New York
City, In the 2S7 square miles now com¬
prised within its limits, had 79.216 in¬habitants, and the present area of the
first administrative county of London,
at the first Fngllsh censue, taken in
1801, included a population of 959,310,
or nearly 900,000 more people than In
Now York C'ty. During the decade 1801
to 1811, tliti percentage of Increase of
tho administrative county of London
was 18.S and its greatest rate of in-
oreaso during any decado of the past
century was 21.2 per cent, from 1841
to 1651. From 1901 to 1911 there was
an actual decrease In population of 0.3
per cent. jAssuming that New York City con¬
tinues to Increase during the next ten
years at the sarao rate as during tho
previous decade, Its population in 1920
will be 6,611.6»7, while London county,should It decrease at the same rate as
during the previous decade, will have
4,510.s»86 inhabitants at the same date,
a difference of over two millions. As
New York'B percentage of increase has
been steadily Increasing, and that of
tho administrative county of Londonsteadily decreasing, the difference in1920 may be even greater.
Greater London Growth Decreasing.Since 1870 the rate of growth ofthe metropolitan district of New Yorkhas steadily Increased, while that ofGreater London has stoadlly decreased.

In view of these tendencies it is not
unreasonable to assumo that the rate
per cent, of tncrcaso from 1910 to 191'0will bo for the New Y'ork district atleast as high, and for the London dis¬trict at least as low, aft from 1900 to1910. Taking tho percentages as tho
same. In 1920 the Now York metropoli¬tan district will have at least one mil¬lion more inhabitants than Greater.London. In fact, on this assumptionj tho former will have passed tho latterby 1915; the population eslimutcd forthe metropolitan district of New York
at that time being 7,681,546, and for
Greater London, 7,548.883.
New Y'ork can therefore undoubtedly

soon Justly claim that It has withintho area of Its metropolitan districtthe greutest aggregation of populationIn the world.
Assuming, also, that the rates of In¬

crease In population shown for tho lastdecade, 1900-1910, will be continued to19.10, New York City alone will havebeforo 1930 more population thanGreater London, the estimates for 1930being 9,170,383 for New York and 8.-[-808,027 for Greater London.

authorized by aomc other act of the
Legislature, my power to direct the
Investigation naked for and the power
of the Board or Charities and Correc¬
tions to make It, must be .'ound >n
th section quoted, and ll is upon this
point that I desire your opinion as
Attorney-Oeneral.

Section US of the Constitution pro¬
vides us follows.
"There shall be appointed by the

Governor, subject to confirmation by
tho .Senate, a board of tlvo directors,
which, subject to such regulations and jrequirements as may be prescribed by
law. shall have the government and,
control of the penitentiary, branch
prisons and prison farms, and shall ap¬
point tho superintendents and sur¬
geons thereof."

Section ;:3:i of the Code carries out
this, provision of the Constitution in
practically the same language as is
used In the Constitution itself.

Finds No Authority.
1 can tind no other statute which

would authorize or warrant you in
directing the investigation asked for,
nor have 1 been able to find anything,;
either in the Constitution or In the;
statute law of the Htnte, giving the
Governor the power or control over 01
in any way to Interfere with thu dis
crction vested by wie Constitution and
laws In the board of directors of the
penitentiary in the matter of the se-
lection of a surgeon.
The question, then, must turn upon'

the true Intent, legal effect and
meaning of the statute, to which you
refer. (.See Acts of 190S, p. 396.)
The title of tho aot is as follows:
"Chap. 276. An act to establish a

bonrd of charities and corrections, to
define Its duties and to fix the com¬
pensation of said board and subordi¬
nates and to provido for the manner
in which they shall bo appointed to
said offices."
After providing for the creation of'

the board, and making, provisions in
regard to the ofhee of the board, the
appointment of a secretary and mak¬
ing an appropriation for the mainte¬
nance of the ofhco of said board, In-
eluding the salaries and traveling ex¬
penses of the members and its paid
employes and other expenses, and after
providing for tho qualification of the
said board and Its officers. In section
8 It Is provided as follows: "That ttu
duties of the board shall be strictly
visltorlal and advisory, without ad¬
ministrative or executive powers."

As to ileord'M DutleH.
Provision is then mado as to the

duties of loo said board, amongst
which it is the duty to visit, inspect
i.nd examine, amongst other Institu¬
tions, the penitentiary of the btatc.
The act also makes other provisions
as to the duties of *.he board, unnoc-
ccssary to be mentioned here.

Section 5 requires quarterly reports
to be made to the board by the Su¬
perintendent of the Penitentiary.

Passing over the other provisions of
the act not germane to the point now
under investigation, in section 16,
which you quote, I ftnd the following
provision:

"V> hencver the Governor considers
It proper or necessary to investigate
the management of any Institution re¬
ceiving aid from the" State and re-
quired to be inspected undor the pro-
visions of this act, he may direct the
Board of Charities and Corrections or
any committee thereof to make such
investigation as he may require"
Construing the whole act together,

Its evident object and Intents, and con-
strulng said provision of Section 16'
in the light, and under the limitations1
contained in Section 8, which denies to
this board any administrative or execu¬
tive, powers in regard to said Instltu-
tions, I am of opinion that the only
Investigation which the Board of
Charities Is authorized to make of the
penitentiary la auch investigation aa
prescribed in Section 8, tho language
of the statute on this point being as
follows:
"The 'board shall make reports ro-

gurUIng the condition of said institu¬
tions or associations, the caro of tholr
inmates, tho efficiency of their adminls-1
iratlon and such other matters pertain¬
ing thereto as it may deem proper."

Snys They Have No Powers.
It seems to me that this law does

not authorize either the Governor to
direct, or tho Board of Charities to
make, any investigation in rogard to
tho manner In which the board of dl-
rectors of the penitentiary shall axer-
else the functions, powers and dlscrc-
tion In regard to the management of
tho penitentiary, which is vested Inj
said board by tho Constitution und
laws of this Commonwealth.

It Is the results of the management
of this institution which the Board
of Charities and Corrections can bo
called upon to investigate and report
on.
They hove no administrative or

executive powers, either to revise or
to have executed any of the powers
of administration which have been
[vested by the Constitution and laws in
the board of directors of the penlten-1
Hary. The board of directors is alone
vested by tne Constitution with the
.power of appointing tho surgeon of thei penitentiary-, and. in my opinion, the!
j reasons whlbn actuated tho board Inj making such appointment cannot bo.
made the subject of an Investigation
nt tho hands of the Board of Charities
land Corrections: nor can the Governor
direct tho board to make such Inquiry.'

It is true that by the Constitution
the Governor Is charged with tho duty
of seeing that the laws arc duly exe-
euted, and should tho penitentiary
(board refuse to perform any of Its con-1
stltutional or statutory duties, und re-|'fuse to appoint the surgeon, or toj
perform any of their plain duties, or
should tho board improperly perform
their duties, then the corrective is tol
be found, either in the courts or by
legislation.
For these reasons, I am of opinion

that tho Governor has no powor to,
order tho investigation requosted; nor'
has tho Board of Charities and Corrcc-'
tlons .s-ny.cower under tho statutes to
Institute any such Investigation for tho
purposo Indicated In your communlca-]tlon. I have tho honor to bo,

Jour mombers, however, of the Pen-.
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ltentlary Board did see fit to mako a

charge that conditions In my depart¬
ment required a change In tho surgeon,
and tho entire board united In request¬
ing an investigation of existing con¬

ditions at as early a date as possible.
This Is a charge that the condltlonr

In tho surgeon's department of (TTe
prison arc so bad as to require a

change In the administration, and is s

charge that not only reflects upon me,
but should require Immediate lnvostl-
Kation.
The mere reading of section 16 of

tho act quoted by tho Attorney-General
Is a complete answer to his opinion,
and shows to the veriest layman that
the Governor has tho power to direct
an investigation of these bad condl-
tlons which arc alleged to exist at
the penitentiary. In addition to my
request for an Investigation and that
of the Penitentiary Bonrd, tho Gover¬
nor has before him the rocent letter ot
Urs. Dandon B. Mason, which contains
charges of a most serious character
against the management of tho prison.
The responsibility for theso conditions
rests upon some one; the guilty palnlta
should alono bear the burden, and the
Innocent are entitled to a speedy vin¬
dication.
The drlny In making the investigation

may result In the loss or suppression
of evidence.

In season and out of season I have
endeavored to secure this Investigation,
to which I am so clearly entitled. I
have appealed to thoso whoso duty it Is
to direct and to mnkc such an Inves¬
tigation, and have mot with nothing
but legal quibbles und evasions worthy
of the "circumlocution office." It is
Plain that tho administration Is not
willing to hasten or aid In securing
this Investigation. Do they fear it?
