
UNUSUAL STEADINESS
OF COTTON MARKETS

Fewer Changes in Prices and Narrower Fluctu¬
ations Than for Any Week in Past

Several Months.
New York. -V Y.. November 19 .

The trading !n cotton the past week
has been less active than for some

time, with narrower fluctuations and
fewer Important ilianses In prices
than for any week In thr- past several
months. This remarkable steadiness
of the market has horn due chiefly to
the stubbornness with which holders
ot spot cotton In the South have been
off. ring it more sparingly, and this
has resulted In less'hedge selling for
Southern operators here than at any
other lime since the opening of the
»ea.son At the same time there has
been loss speculative selling und rath¬
er more disposition to buy on all re¬
cessions In the price to the basis of
about 9 cents for the January and
March options, and around 9 1-S for
Hay. This has made the 0 cents basis
the debatable ground between both the
buyt r and seller.
As a consequence of those conditions,

prices have been held from breaking
through the i) cent basis steadly now
for nearll a month. At ono time Jan¬
uary sold as low as S 3-4 cents within
this period, and March went to S 7-3.
and Slay to about 9.O.". but since Ihen
ilarch has boon as high as 9.2S and
May 9.88 against 9.15 f»r January on
the extreme fluctuations'. Prices
Changes this week have been so nar¬
row, that the closing <iuotntlons of
last evening show practically no change
from the last prices of last Saturday,
except an advance of nboul li» points
In the November option. That month
closed last night at 9.31, December,
9.3C; January, 9.10; JIarch. :>,"", May,
9.2S, and July. 9.3:.
Improved Character of the Coutrnct.
The commendable action of the re¬vision committee having the matter

of adjusting the difference In the varl-l
ous grades above and below middling1cotton on such a satisfactory basis to!tho trade's views, and crop conditions,)has Improved the churacter of the ton-|tract as dealt In on tho New York!Cotton Exchnrtge to such an extent,!much moro confidence Is being Mani¬fested, and this Is the chief reaton whythe near months have lately been show¬ing a hardening tendency. There Islittle probability now. from furtherpenalising low-grade cotton; conse¬quently, there will bo much of such'cotton shipped li.-r-j for deliveries.IThis is making the market more In'buyers" fnvor, either for the spinneror the outside Investor or speculator,and the result has been much less sell-1
jng pressure for either local cr South.
cm operators since ther.e changes were',made Wednesduy night.

If any large amount of low-gradecotton Is shipped here for deliveries on
contracts from tho I'out'.i, tho l.i;;er

will set the benefit of the larger dif¬
ferences 1» the price of thirty to forty
points. Thus the New York market
Is now practically on the same basis
for such grades of cotton as the com¬

mercial differences provnlllnfl on the
Southern si>ot markets anil at Now Or¬
leans. The buyer of the contract here
Is therefore protected accordingly.

The Extreme Croi» Ideas.
While general sentiment continues

bearish on the belief that the crop
will turn out over ,l5.0u«>.0oo hales and
tin- probable world's consumption no
more than 13.j00.000 bales, the way tho
crop is being more conservatively
markited since the Governor's meeting
nt New Orleans, and tho attractiveness
of lite low price to spinners and specu¬
lative and investment buyers, Is pro-
duclng steadier markets as to prices
and trade sentiment generally tho
world over. The teellng also prevails
that the effect of tho most excessive
crop estimates has been leit and that
with any falling off In the ginning llg-
ures of tho next two reports of the
Census Bureau there will lie a modifi¬
cation of stich extreme crop estimates
as over 15,000,000 and 16.000,000 bales.
As a matter of fact, the great major¬
ity of Stich orop estimates made so far]have been chiefly in the Interest otjspinners' agents, exporters, or beat-
speculators. The government's crop'
estimate will not be announced until
December 11, and there are a large
number of experienced cotton opera¬
tors and trade Interests who do not
believe that estimate will be over 14,-:
000.000 bales.

figuring on the Crop.
Pending the announcement of this

government estimate on tho size of the
crop, there will be two ginning reports
from the Census llureau, which will
give the trade a good line on what the
estimate may be. The first of these
ginning reports Is due to be announced
on November 21. This la expected ta
report about 11.500.000 bales of tho
crop ginned to November lf>. against 9,-
96S.00O In the lust report to November
1, and S,780,000 to November 11 last
year, as contracted with the previous
record ginning of 0.7S8.0O0 In 1U04. This
would Indicate only 1,530,000 bales of
the erop glnnor botween November 1
and November l I. against 1,631,480
during the same time last year.

This is a considerable falling off in
thr: recent ginning figures. Therefore,
the next ginning report duo about De¬
cember .v. covering the ginning of the
crop to December I will he the most
Important of the season. That reportwin show whether there I3 any Justi¬fication for expecting the government's
crop estimate of December 11 to lndl-i
CO to such a large crop as over 15,000.-
000 bales. I

WHEAT'S EARLY LOSS
QUICKLY RECOVERED

Less Favorable Argentine Reports and Lighter
Primary Receipts Main Influences.

Week in Corn.
New York. November 10..Tempora¬

rily, early In the week, wheat prices
slowly sagged to a slightly lower level,
hut soon the demand became more ue-
tlce. and nil ot the early loss was
quickly recovered. At the outset there
were many fluctuations, but mainly un¬
important. It was easy to sec that
traders were nervous, owing to the'
numerous conflicting Influences. At
the beginning the downward drift was
ascribed chiefly to December liquida¬
tion In Chicago, prompted partly by un¬
expectedly abundant receipts In the
Northwest, but this was partly coun¬
terbalanced by continued light receipts
at winter wheat points. Cable ad¬
vices were somewhat discouraging.

WOMAN BLOWS OUT
BRAINS WITH GUN

-:-
Commits Suicide in Presence of
Children While Husband Is

Away.
[Special to The Times-Dispatch.]

Arvonia, Yn.. November 19..Mrs.
Charles Zimmerman, a young woman,
wife of a farmer near I'enlan, and
mother of three young children, com¬
mitted suicide in her home on Thurs¬
day night of thl6 week by blowing
out her brains with a shotgun. Her
husband was away from home at the
time. Upon hie return to his children
the gruesomo sight of his wife, horibly
mutilated, met his gaze. Bcforo com-
mltt'.ng suicldo Mrs. Zimmerman care¬
fully prepared a ehotgun and placed
It beside her bed. then retired; lutcr,
her children "elng asleep, she got
the gun, placed the muzzle under her
throat, and pulled the trigger with
her toes. The top of -the head was
blown entirely off. The children re¬
mained with the horrible spectacle
of their mangled mother for several
hours, until their father arrived.
At first neighbors suspected foul

play, and there was talk of a coro¬
ner's jury and a thorough investi¬
gation; later It was discovered that
It was a plain cuse of suicide, ns the
young Woman had threatened repeat¬
edly in the presence of many neigh-
bore to end her life. The children
were also witnesses of tho suicide.
The home of Benjamin Duncum,

of New Canton, was burned to the
ground on Wednesday morning of this
wc«k, all the contents of every de¬
scription being destroyed, and tho
family barely escaping with their
liver. The fire originated from the
kitchen, where breakfast was being
prepared. Three young children, yet
in bed. were caught up the stairway
and held prisoners until they could
climb out on the top of the porch,
from which they Jumped to mattresses
held by neighbors. All of them es¬
caped without injury. The neighbors
did all that was possible for the
stricken family, which bad boen de¬
prived of all their clothing and house¬
hold effects.

tion of the Interstate commerce lawsthrough false valuation placed on ship¬ments of gum by which the companyobtained lower freight rates than it
was entitled to.

European markets being Influenced by
favorublu weather mid crop reports
from Argentina and India. This la
turn was offset In part by tho lighter
world's shipments than expected, and
particularly from Itussia., and conse¬

quently, there wus a decrease of 504,000
busncis In the quantity on passage,
whcrca3 some Increase had been count¬
ed on.

"Dullish Tierxa,"
Subsequently the market news seemed

to favor the bull sldo. For one thing.
It was exceedingly cold in the North¬
west, and especially In Canada, and,
to make matters worse, there was a

heavy snowfall. It Is alleged that a
large, percentage of tho crop there was
still unthreshed. it was claimed thut
much of the grain, exposed to the vicis¬
situdes of the woathor, would snow ma-
terial deterioration, and it was feared
that n largo part of it would be only
lit for fecvilng purposes, and It was
further claimed that much ol It would
I» Shipped to Eastern Canada, where
there Is B scarcity of outs and hay.
The early weakness in Europe was

partly ascribed to a favorable report
from Snow, who Is In Argentina. Ho
claimed that the crop there might
rcacli L'ül'.OOO.OO« bushels, provided there
wae a continuance of favorable condi¬
tions, against 131,00,000 bushels lust
year; but the subsequout buoyancy:
was largely caused by a sharp udvance
In Buenos Ayrea, as a result of unwel¬
come rains In Northern Argentina,
where threshing is about to begin.
The strength In our market was also
partly attributed to a decided falling
off In spring wheat receipts and to re¬
ports thut millers were bidding for an¬
other lot of 5,000.000 bushels In Chi¬
cago, on a special basis, as previously
noted; but while they were willing to
pay us much as before, their bids wero
refused. In case there Is any note¬
worthy damage In Argentina, It Is be-
lioved that Europe will be compelled
to buy more freely of our wheat, espe¬
cially as reports from Russia are by
no means satisfactory. It was alleged
that there was a complete crop failure
In twelve ltusslan provinces und a
partial failure In eight, and conse¬
quently S.OOO.OO1' people were in imme¬
diate need of relief. Therefore It was
assumed that the exports from Ru
would be small.

l.atc ltlnc In Prices.
During the lato trading the high

prices for the week were established,
but there was o slight recession sub¬
sequently. The strength wan largely
due to Influences already mentioned,
namely, reports of damage by bad
weather In Northern Argentina and
by the continued light receipts In botli
spring and wdnter wheat territory
Consequently it is believed thai the
time Is near at hand when the visible
supply will cease to increase. This
sounds pluuEiblc to many conservative
traders, who Incline to the opinion that
many have parted with an unusually
large percentage of their surplus. Buy¬
ing was also stimulated partly by re¬
ports of further purchases of hard Kan¬
sas for shipment to California. 1 ho
stronger trend In European markets
was partly ascribed to predictions of
lip-In exports for tiie week from practi¬
cally all producing countries. Conse¬
quently n fairly large decrease Is ex¬
pected in the quantity on passage-.
There are keen observers who think
that we are getting close to an export
basis on winter wheat, and they would
not be surprised If Europe should be¬
gin to show greater Interest, ^specially
in case tlij exports from Argentina and
Ilussla continue small next week,

Irumr.n In Corn.
Early in the week corn was decidedly

quiet, with rlow variations. Thy.re
gradually developed a firmer tendene:
which resulted in actual buoyancy
later. The strength was largely
ascribed to nervousness among short
sellers, eaused partly by the 'nslg-
nltlcant supply available and partly by
excessive moisture in the West, which
doubtless will delay the movcio. tit as
well as the drying of the grain. In
a word. It is feared that with so niUCVl
moisture only a limited percentage of
the grain will he sufficiently dry tu go
Into the contract grade. Thus far the
receipt8 of new corn at country sla-
tlons have been disappointingly light.
Exporters have had fair orders, but as:
a rule their limits were too low. al¬
though late In the week they mane

higher bids, which were generally re¬
fused.
