They
will go hefore that hody Immediately
sfier having been mentenced by Judge
Walter Bordwell. This declaration
was made ]ate to-night on unimpeach-
mble authorlty,

The announcement afforded an ex-
rlanation of the meagre confession
written late to-day by James B. Me-
¥amara In the jall corrldor, In the
presence of his attorneys, Lthose of the
State, and ‘hls brother, John J. Mec-
Namara, In which “Jim" explained how
‘he blew up the Los Angeles Times on
October 1, 1310, causing a loss of twen-
ty-one llves.

District Attorney John D. Fredericks
admlitted to-night that In addilon to
the wrltten confesslen, both bhrothers
"had furnished Informatlon of slgnal
value to the Btate.” 1t I8 virtually as-
sured that when the men appear to-
morrow  before Judge DBordwell, the
distrlet attorney will recommend such
leniency as the codrt may see fit to
beatow.

The moment sentence Is pronounced,
eccording to plans ¢ompleted to-night,
the brothers will be served with gum-
mons (o appenr before the Federal in-
quialtorial bLedy.

KING ALFONSO ANGRY

Not Disposed to Tolerate Vegaries of
infanta Fulalle,

Mudrld, Decembor 4.—iKing Alfonss
has sent the toxt of the telegrams ex-
changed botween him nnd Infunta Eu-
lnlle to the Spanlsh ambassador at
Parie, where the Infanta {s now resld.
ing. In his tolegram the King ox-
vressed nstonlshment at the newes that
the Infanta had published a book, and
ardered her to suspend further publica.
tion untll she hud recelved His Majes-
ty's permlssion.

In reply the Infanta declared her In-
tentlon of withdrawing from court life
and acting as she decmed fit,

In torwarding theap telegrams to the
ambussader the King sent o speclal
message Lo him, saying:

"Kindly call upon the Infanta and
impress upon her that T am not disposed
to tolerate her vugarles and that her
answer has no connectlon with what 1
#ald to her.”

The terms In which the Infanta Eu-
lalle narrated the offalr to Interview-
ers has produced a profound and dis-
agrecable sen=aulon In palace elrcles,
It Is understood that the King will act
with all energy In the matier. The
Infanta's attitude, (¢ s pointed out,
calls for nctlon, whieh Is all the more
deplorable In view of the difficull ne-
gotlutlons now  golng on  between
France and Spain over the vexed fued-
tlon of Morocco.

Washington, December 4.—Congresr
reassembied to-day. It inducted inte
offllce two mew Eenaturs and five new
Representatives, and, in  the lower
branch, presented the sensational spec-
tacle of an opening day phillpple, a
speech by Representative Littleton, of
New York, n Democrat, who for sev-
enty minutes inveighed sgalnst the sa-
called  Amerlcan  Antltrust League.
That organization had attacked him
In connection with hils attitude loward
the #o-called steel trust Inquiry.

It was the firat regular scesfon of
the Sixty-second Congress, a sesslon
expected to be replete with remark-
able developments wnd which may
gtretch over a period longer than the
usual meetings of Congress,

The session Is counted upon ta deal
with tarlff, trusts, currency, arbltra-
tlon and o host of other big problems,
but all activity will be with a view
to the effect on the coming presl-
dential eampalgn.

The Senote was In session to-Any
only seventeen minutes, The House,
however, continued its proceedings for
two hours and elighteen minutes, The
Sehate declded to meel hereifter at 2
o'clock, beginning to-morrow, until
legisintive needs put the hour back to
noon. Thne House, however, will con-
tinue to meet to-morrow and here-
after at noon, i

Full Attendance,

Vice-Presldent Sherman and Speaker
Clark, respectively, called the twe
houses to oruer. There wns an excep-
tlonally full attendance of ESenators
and Heprosentatives. The galierles in
toth chambers were {nadequuate to ac-
commodate all the visitors

Party lines and personal differences
seemingly were obliterated In the ex-
change of greellngs among Senators
and Representotives, muny of
met for the first time since wdjourn-
ment last August.

YOUNGER BLOOD
TO TAKE CHARGE

With Founder of Trust Go Maost
of Conspicuous Figures of 26
Broadway—]John D. Arch-

bold, Long in Control,
Succeeds to the
Presidency,

New York, December 4.—Juhn D
Rockefeller terminated his carcer as
head of the Standard Ol Company to-
day. With him there also retired most
of the conspicuous figures of the early
days of the “oll trust.”" Not n Rocke-
feiler remaing among the officers and
directors of the Standard Ol Company
of New Jersey, chief of the oll corpo-
ratlons, which was the holding com:
pany up to Lhe Ume of the recent dis-
tolutlon of the great combine.

Willlam® Rockefeller, Whllam G
Rockefeller, C. M. Pratt, H, 3, Flagler,
. T. Bedford and others whose names
have been prominent in the oil businuss
Btepped behind the scenes to-day. John
0. Archbold, one of the few members
of the “old guard” to remain, became
president aof the Standard Oll Company
of New Jersey, and will control Its des-
tinlas,

Nockefeller Not Prescnt.

John D. Rockefeller wus not present
at 26 Broadway, the headquarters of
Standard O, at the special meeting
In which his reslgnation was acted
upon. The termination of the business
career of the man who hus acquired o
unique positon in history and nmassed
what Is genernlly regarded as the lors-
cst private fortune In the world, was
& parfunctory proceeding. It had heen
planned In avance, although the plans
had been kept secret. Al the lnformau-
tion vouchsufed at 26 Broadway camc
In the shupe of a briel typewrliten
Elatement announcing the changes.

To-aay's actlon affects not enly the
New Jersey company, but 4 number ol
other corporations in the Standard O

Broup. Although the list or ofticers and
direcrtors I8 virtually made over, the
actlve management wlill be changed

but litle. To what extent to-day’'s ac-
tlon 18 an oulcome of the dissolution
of Standard Ol was not digclused from
any authoritative source, It s guen-
trally understood the declslon. of the
United: States Supreme Coury merely
kastened the retirement of men whoke
advancing years mude It certaln that
they would not retain their placea much
longer. 1t is regarded us probable tha
Mr. Rockefeller ond his associates
thought that younger men should take
over the work of arranging the affulrs
of Standard OIl under the now scheme
of things.
Stays Brief and Few.

Mr. Hockefeller for nearly ten Years
has been only nominully assoclated with
Stanuard Oll.  He has visited 26 Brona-
way only about once & yesr, and nis
stayz usually were limited to a few
minutes. After the death of H. H.
Rogers Mr, Rockefeller's visits became
more frequent for o time, until BErodu-
ally responsibility was shifted to Mr.
Archboid. The successton of Mr, Arch-
bold to the presidency had been ex-
pected. 2

John A. Mofett, who was elected
first vice-presldent of the reorganized
New Jersey company, Is ona of the
best known of the comparatively new
men in the Stapdard Ol Company., He
WASs president of  the Standard Ol
Company of Indlana when Judge Landis
Imposed his 20,000,000 fine upon Lhat
company.

. A. Teagle, elected second vice-
president, is 8 man under forty, but
long ago acquired a reputation for

marked abllity In the ofl trade. He
wis an independent refiner In upper
New York State, when he sold out to
Standard Oll und took a position as
head of its export department, which
Is safd toe have developed cnormousiy

under his management. He was elected
u director in June of 1910.
From an unoilicial source it way

TWO FIRES IN JERSEY CITY

Littleton Denounces
Those Who Have Con-
spired Against Him.

INVESTIGATION
ISDEMANDED

Representative From New York
Speaks in Own Defense as Re-
‘sult of Being Held Up as

Champion of Steel Corpora-
tion—Martin Demands
His Impeachment.

Washington, D. C., December 4.—An

Investigation of the operati»ns of the
so-called Amerlean Antitrust League
was demanded by Republican Leader

Mann In the llouse to-day after a re-
marknoble specch by Representative
Martin W. Littleton, of Noew York, who
charged Ienry B. Martin, secretary of
the league, with wattempting to de-
fame him. It waus the climax of the
dispute between Mr. Littleton &nd
Chairman Stanley, of the House Stee!
Corporatien Investigating committee,
over methods of procedure, since tho
filing of the government's sults
agalnst the Unlted States Steel Cor-
poration.

Houngd after round of applause punc-
tuated Mr. Littleton's seventy-minute
defense of s Integrity, ared Democrate
and Republleans assured him of thelr
confidence in him. Meantime Ar, Mar-
tin had handed to Speaker Clark o
memorial and petition, asking that Mr
Littleton be impeached on the ground
that he had “co-operated and conspir.
ed with heads of the trust" to prevent
i contlnuance of the steel Inquiry.
Thie memorial, however, was not pre-
sented to the House.

Alleges Consplroey.

Mr. Littleton assailed Martin and
others as In conspiracy to usge Lhe
steel Investigating commitiee to de-
press  the vaiue of Stocks In Wall
Street.  Published artlcles character-
ized Mr. Littleton as the champlon of
ths EStecl Corporation, and resolutions
adopted at a meeting here last night
at which Martin reiterated his charges

formed  the basis for the Littleton
Bpeceh.

AMr. Mann's resolution, which was
referred  to  the Rules Commitlee,

which expects to take early uaction on
i, followsa:

“Whereas Hon. Martin W. Littleton
has on his responsibility &s a memover

chorged that as a member of his
louse, acting on behalf of the House
in the Investigation of the United

States Steel Corporation, he has been
subjected to a blackmalillng attack in
W New York newspaper made on be-
half of the so-called antitrust league;
“Resolved, That o cominlttee of sev-

Llttleton Applouded,

Hepublicans  and  Democrats alike
upplaunded vigorously the declarntion
of Mr. Littleton that the charges of

his interest In steel trust atfalrs were
“lalse In every particular.’”

*1 propose to fight to the death the
defamation of public men In  this
country,” declared alr. Littleton.

Chalrman Stanley, of tue steel Inves-
tignting committes, remained sllent
during the speech aof the New York
member. The latter in no way at-
tacked the committes, but sald that
Mr. Martin had atinched h'mself to the
commlittee as a “vo.'ntary employe,”
end had misrepresented hls connectlon
with It. My, Littleton's explanation of
Ing own position on the committee and

his general sympathy with the pro-
gress of the investigation were In-
dorsed by Representiotive Gardner, of

Massnchusetts, a Revubllean member
of the committee, who made the only
interruption during ..e speech.

“mvery stalement that the gentle-
man from New York has muade as to
his attituds on the commitien s abso-
lutely  true,”  sald  Hepresentatlve
Gardner,

Representative Littleton stirred the
House with his diatribe. Heo charged
that Martin had elreulated false ac-
cusations agninst him, and he aeccused
Martin of consplring with David La-
mar, o bear operator In Wall Streat.
to aid In the depresslon of steel stock
He charged that Willlam Jennings
Bryan hnd “gone off half-cocked” ip
the Commoner In his comment upon
the steel Investigation.

Mr. Littleton did not demand that
the House Investigate his charges, an-
nouncing thut he would content him-
self with the statement of his positlon
and denlol of the allsgations agalnst
him.

Ilis Denlal Complete.

Most of Mr. Littleton's speech waa
devoted to o defense of his position
on the commitiee and to o complete
deninl of the accusatlon that he was
allled with the “trust interests.' 1ils
refevences to Mr. Bryan were based
upon the Nebraskan's odltorial, declar-
Ing that Mr. Littleton wos a “thor-
oughgoing reactlonary,” and “wlll be
retired from the committea If the
House Demoerats really desire that
Demoorntic profession’” an the trust
questlon be accepted geriously.”

"The source of this artlcle,” declared
Mr, Littleton, “was lying scandals of
thls man Martin.

Without a singls vote to aspnre, the
Common  Councll last night adopted
the ordinance redistricling the city
Into four wards practically as It came
from the speclal commlitice, the vote
belng 21 to 10. 1In place of the plan
for an administrative board, recom-
mended by the epeclal commlittes, tha
CGouncll also by a vate of 21 to 19
adopted n substitute ordinance offers
ed by Mr. Hirschberg {dentical in evory
partlcular gave that It includes as tha
departments to be under the control .
of the proposed adminlstrative board
the Fira, Pollce and Health Depart-
ments, now operated separately,

Unanlmoun for Board.

Grave doubt ls expressed whether
the resolution In Its present form will
prove acceptuble to the Board of Al-
dermen. Every member of the speclal
committee stated lost nlght that whila
votlng agalnst th: H'rschberg substl-
tute In order to support the original
paper, they were unanimous for cren-
tion of the administrative board as now
proposed, and would use every effort
to secure concurrence by the upper
branch In the reeolutlon as 1t hag
passed the Councll.

Representatives  of the
Commerco and Buslpess
also express thelr entirn
the substitute as wdopted, and express
earnest hope that the Aldermen will
See fit to put the whole plan Into
operation. It was slgnificant that In
tho Councll laet night there was not
one word sald agalnst the adminiatra-
tive board as a method of govern-
ment. The only debute was on the ad-
visabllity of placing all dopartments
ot thls time under one head, the ma-
jority of the Counell evidontly favor=
Ing & slep further in this regard than
the =special commiltee had hoped on
even ecxpected would be practicoble.

Great Crowd Iln Chamber.

The actlon was taken In the press
ence of the largest gathering of cltl-
zens ever assombled at the Clty Hall
Hundreds wera unable to Bet aven on
the floor where the Council Chamber ia
situated, and when the vote was an-
nounced on the redistricting ordinance
theer after chesr cchoed back from (ha
corrlders and stalreases. The roll cali
on tha adminlstrative board did nol
eoma untll after midnight, but the olt-
lzens stood patlently, showing thelr
Intereat and approval of the result,

Every trick known to parllamentary
Procedure was used to delay or defent
the fuur-ward plan, which at onc time
seemed to be defented, a majority vot-
Ing for what seemed a  wenkenlng
amendment. President Peters ruled.
and was supported by the City Attor-
ney, that the amendment had no prac-
tical effect, and the ordinance won
without a vote to spare on the final
roll call, The debate over the admin-
Istrative bLoard was without parlla-
mentary obstructions, It would ap-
pear thae practically the entlre Councl)
favors the creatlon of such a board.

No Stroug Opposition,

No one openly opposed it. All thosa
voting for the Hirschberg substltute,
which was ndopted, may be counted na
favoring a board with the fullest pow=
ere, and to these may be added mem-
bera of the apecial committes and many
friends of tho plan of reform whao
feared the affect In the upper branch
of the additions to the ordinance, and
so voted “no,” In the hope of later
adopiling the original paper. £

Recause of tho parllamentary situa-
tlon, the ordinance was adopted with
tho nld of {ts opponents, the advocates
of the orlginal peper belng technically
put in thoe attitude »f opposing the veéry
thing for which they have fought.

In view of the large attendance of
citizens, the papers woras taken up out
of thelr order, the Council adMurning
ita regular monthly dockst to Thurs-
day night at 8 o'clock.
